Kazakhstan's youth envisions for 2040. Drawing on the methodology of social foresight
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and the data from twenty focus groups conducted in five regions of the country, the
authors develop scenario models in which emotions, identity, and moral aspirations are
intertwined. The primary focus is on youth as agents of scenario subjectivity, capable of
envisioning alternative future pathways and articulating them as expressions of cultural
involvement. The study identifies four scenarios, each reflecting a distinct emotional
tone and symbolic framework. The paper illustrates the potential of cultural foresight
as a hybrid research framework that integrates story analysis, scenario modeling, and
emotional mapping methodologies. The conclusions are significant for sociological
and futurological discussions as well as for the development of cultural policy that
acknowledges youth as co-creators of the future's symbolic order.

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Abstract. This article analyzes institutional changes in Kazakhstan’s system
of parliamentarism in the context of political reforms. The study aims to assess
the effectiveness of the transition from a super-presidential model of governance
to a more balanced system through the lenses of neo-institutionalism and
structural-functional analysis.

The findings demonstrate that, despite reforms aimed at deconstructing the
power vertical and introducing a mixed electoral system, institutional inertia
persists, characterizing the current arrangement as a hybrid model.

Particular attention is paid to the growing legislative agency of deputies,
as evidenced by the example of the law on asset recovery. The article argues
that the 2025 initiatives focused on a shift to a unicameral parliament and the
strengthening of budgetary oversight constitute the final stage of abandoning the
transitional model.

It is concluded that successful political modernization and overcoming
institutional inertia are possible only with the formation of a strong unicameral
Parliament based on a developed multiparty system and possessing real
mechanisms for controlling the executive branch.

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Abstract. During the period of sovereign development, Kazakhstan has
been undergoing an intensive process of transformation of political mentality,
encompassing both consciousness and behavior. This process is driven by socio-
economic and cultural factors, a targeted state policy aimed at the modernization of
public consciousness, and broader global conditions. The article presents selected
findings from a Kazakhstani study on value transformations in civic consciousness.

The research methodology, which combines a mass survey, expert assessments,
and model-based reconstruction, was developed to evaluate the outcomes achieved
through the implementation of state programs for modernization. A multi-
dimensional analysis focuses on identifying changes in political mentality and
on how these changes are perceived by Kazakhstani citizens. Particular attention
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is paid to the formation of a matrix of civic values and to the perception of key
state ideological concepts. The effectiveness of initiatives aimed at modernizing
public consciousness, assessed in terms of the consolidation of value concepts in
both mentality and social practice, correlates with the objectives of constitutional
reform.

Introduction

The sovereignization of Kazakhstan and other states has contributed to
complex processes of re-evaluating values, transforming state and civic identity,
and reconfiguring political culture. After a prolonged period under the influence of
the former Soviet ideological system, newly sovereign states faced the necessity of
constructing national narratives in connection with redefining value orientations
and determining their place within the global development context.

A key factor in mental transformation was the emergence of a value and
ideological vacuum, which necessitated the search for new paradigms and models
[1].

The transformation of values in newly independent states has followed different
trajectories. It depends on attitudes toward tradition, the culture of generational
continuity, the objectives of state self-identification, and political development
strategies. The issue of values in a transitional period is multidimensional. Political
values function as markers indicating the vectors of transformation.

The transitional period of political value transformation unfolds unevenly across
different states and reveals a significant influence of national contexts and historical
traditions. Geopolitical factors have played a decisive role in the evolution of values,
which are interpreted within the conceptual frameworks of the pre-Soviet, Soviet,
and post-Soviet historical periods [2].
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The transition from a communist ideology that prioritized the collective good
to a market economy oriented toward individual benefit significantly affected
societal values and contributed to the spread of individualistic orientations. A
major challenge has been the persistence of characteristics associated with “Homo
Sovieticus” among older generations and their influence on contemporary values
and development trajectories [3]. Neoliberal reforms further encouraged the
prioritization of individual values over collective ones. One of the central themes
of this transformation has been the erosion of collective values and the growth of
individualism [4].

The influence of global norms and values, transmitted through mass media and
migration processes, shapes and at times conflicts with existing value systems.
Intergenerational gaps have become evident, with younger cohorts, including
Generation Y, often adhering to value orientations that differ from those of their
parents and grandparents [5]. In the Russian context, this specificity is manifested
as an intergenerational divide in the understanding and acceptance of new
worldviews, moral prescriptions, and ethical norms [6].

For many sovereign states, issues related to the observance of human rights and
the rule of law have become particularly salient. Monitoring missions consistently
emphasize that the specific features of post-Soviet political transitions have created
obstacles to the full consolidation and protection of human rights.

Since the 1990s, a phase of competition has emerged between authoritarian-
paternalistic orientations and newly introduced liberal values. Perceptions of
democratic principles, civil liberties, and the roles of the state and the nation have
evolved under the influence of both internal and external factors. A common
characteristic of newly sovereign states has been the identification of key historical,
economic, socio-cultural, and political factors that contributed to the dismantling
of the normative frameworks of the former ideological system [7]. The impact of
economic crises and social inequality on value systems should not be underestimated
[8].

Political science offers its own analytical approaches to the study of value change.
Research on the influence of political and economic transformations following the
collapse of communism includes the examination of public perceptions and levels
of satisfaction with these changes. Survey data reveal how citizens of post-Soviet
countries assess these transformations and their consequences for various spheres
of life [9].

Analyses of democratic transition and the development of political institutions
in the post-Soviet space [10] demonstrate how political scientists investigate the
uneven progress of democratization and the factors influencing it, including the
role of value orientations. The significance of geopolitical orientation, framed as
alignment with the West versus Russia, and the strength of civil society in shaping
democratic development trajectories [11] is examined through the lens of interaction
between external influences and internal social dynamics in political and value
transformations.

The concept of “modern traditionalism” within the political institutions of
post-Soviet states [12] illustrates how formal democratic institutions frequently
intertwine with informal, traditional practices, reflecting a specific configuration
of values.
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The study tested the following hypothesis:

The period of sovereign development has exerted a significant influence on the
transformation of value orientations within Kazakhstani society, contributing to
the strengthening of identity and patriotism, as well as to the activation of civic
consciousness. Global challenges and social upheavals have acted as mobilizing
factors for political mentality and are shaping a new civic culture. A progressive
model of civic culture is gaining increasing support among citizens of Kazakhstan.

Research Questions:

e Under the influence of which factors have political values among

Kazakhstani citizens changed during the years of sovereign development?

* What is most significant in the formation of civic values among

Kazakhstanis?

*  Which state ideologemes are reflected and shared within the political

mentality?

*  Which civic values and qualities characterize the average Kazakhstani as a

representative of an intellectual nation?

*  What challenges does Kazakhstani society face at the stage of discussing

constitutional reform?

Materials and Methods:

1) A nationwide mass survey covering 3,124 respondents aged 18 and older,
based on a representative sample across 17 regions (Abai, Akmola, Aktobe, Almaty,
Atyrau, East Kazakhstan, West Kazakhstan, Zhambyl, Zhetysu, Karaganda,
Kostanay, Kyzylorda, Mangystau, Pavlodar, North Kazakhstan, Turkestan, Ulytau)
and the cities of Astana, Almaty, and Shymkent.

2)  An expert survey conducted in the format of standardized semi-structured
interviews with 100 respondents, including school teachers and college instructors,
university faculty, scholars and experts, research institute staff (philosophers,
cultural scholars, psychologists, sociologists, political scientists), journalists,
bloggers, and civil servants.

3) In-depth interviews with 20 experts representing analytical centers,
bloggers, journalists, practicing sociologists (heads of research services), and
members of the opposition.

4) Theoretical reconstruction of a model of political consciousness
transformation.

Results

1. The assessment of value transformation was articulated by experts from
multiple perspectives that take into account socio-economic, cultural, geopolitical,
and technological conditions and factors.

In the in-depth interviews, respondents noted:

1) the staged nature of changes in mentality: “Kazakhstanis have gone
through several stages of value transformation, ranging from a complete departure
from Soviet ideological values to the acceptance of the norms of a market-capitalist
society. In the 1990s, the core values were independence and, later, survival; in the
2000s, as prosperity increased, people gained greater opportunities to participate
in market relations and engage in entrepreneurship, and the range of opportunities
expanded” (political scientist);
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2) the multifactorial character of these transformations: “Soviet ideology is
being replaced; the search for identity is expanding through an appeal to history;
social processes are being shaped by a new technological turn; and a shift from
atheism to traditional Islam is noticeable” (Member of Parliament);

3) the expansion and consolidation of democratic norms: “There is more
freedom in Kazakhstani society; the struggle for women’s rights is becoming more
salient and feminism is expanding; youth and civil society are becoming more active.
The growth of civic engagement is linked to opposition to state power structures
and to digitalization, which enables rapid feedback from them” (blogger);

4) the formation of a shared identity grounded in civic unity: “Most of our
population already recognizes a common value: that we are Kazakhstanis, that
we are the people of Kazakhstan. I consider this very important and acceptable.
Second, I think that today we have our own families, traditions, and customs—
these remain and unite us. Shared respect for our culture, history, and language
is what we have in common. Civic identity is what defines us and unequivocally
unites us” (sociologist).

The hierarchy of factors and conditions that determined the need to modernize
public consciousness was established on the basis of the standardized expert survey
(Table 1).

2. The impact of globalization and the pressure of liberal values, including
changes in interpersonal relations, gender identity, distancing from tradition,
counter-normative behavior among youth, and the spread of youth subcultures,
became the subject of assessment in the mass survey. The findings reveal the
emergence of “fault lines” within public opinion: 35.1% of respondents perceive the
outcomes of globalization and liberal values negatively, 33.1% maintain a neutral
stance, and 27.9% evaluate them positively.
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The January events of 2022 became a trigger for the reconsideration of
the value context of life in Kazakhstan. In sociological and political science
perspectives, these events exposed demarcations within civic mentality, revealed
the subjectivity of protest movements, and manifested markers of civic activism.
The most significant marker was respondents’ acknowledgment of a reassessment
of life itself. For nearly one quarter of the population, the events resulted in an
existential catharsis, while approximately one fifth reported a reassessment of their
civic position (Figure 1).

3. The discourse surrounding the evaluation of the positive and negative
consequences of mental modernization reveals an ambivalence in expert
assessments. A discernible line of division emerges with regard to the aspiration
of youth toward Western standards of living in consumption patterns, fashion, and
behavioral norms. From the standpoint of sovereign subjectivity, the following
indicators are perceived as particularly alarming:

—the involvement of Kazakhstan in a globalist modernization project associated
with the rejection of traditional values;

— the transfer or weakening of the role of state educational institutions and mass
media in shaping mentality and values;

— the growth of social apathy as a precondition for political absenteeism;

— the increase in youth religiosity (Table 2).

4. The matrix of qualitative characteristics of a representative of the
“intellectual nation,” as identified by experts, reflects an orientation toward the
formation of a democratic-type citizen: educated, pragmatic, critically thinking,
aware of his or her rights and responsibilities, oriented toward life in a competitive
environment, adaptive, and socially active (Diagram 1).

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The profile of Kazakhstani mentality, based on the results of a mass survey of
the population (N = 3123, 2025), is multidimensional and represents a constellation
of values of different orders, ranging from philosophical and existential to
moral values that regulate behavior in specific social situations. The following
elements occupy a fundamental and highly significant place in the value matrix of
Kazakhstani mentality (identified by respondents as “very important™):

—perceptions of the infrastructure of the political landscape: state independence
(87.1%) and the absence of ideological restrictions (60.8%);

— critically important civic qualities: patriotism (76.7%) and civic engagement
(73.3%);

— individual freedoms of the person and the citizen: freedom of choice and self-
development (87.3%), freedom of expression and democratic principles (74.5%);

—the overall atmosphere and conditions of development in Kazakhstani society:
social justice (84.1%) and stability and a calm, orderly life (88%).

5. From the proclamation of Independence to the present, the following
transformations have occurred in the mass consciousness of Kazakhstanis,
according to expert assessments, listed in descending order of significance:

—the Kazakh language has been consolidated as the principal value attribute of
sovereignty (59%);

— an understanding of the civic nation has been formed as the unity of ethnic
groups committed to nationwide Kazakhstani values (47%);

— critical thinking has increased across different social groups (46%);

— value polarization has emerged among different generations, reflecting a
confrontation between competing value paradigms (36%);

—ideological value orientations have weakened, accompanied by a marked shift
toward material values (30%);

—new values and behavioral models have emerged (29%);

— worldview pluralism has become institutionalized, and fault lines have
appeared within the mentality of various social groups, including divisions between
the wealthy and the poor, and between generations (28%);

—renewed meanings of national unity have been formed, and societal consensus
has expanded (25%).

6. According to experts, the concepts of societal modernization are
incorporated into public consciousness to varying degrees. In assessing the outcomes
of transformations in political mentality, experts emphasize the substantial scope
of unresolved issues that, overall, contribute to alienation between citizens and
authorities and foreground the issue of justice as a focal point for practical action.
The most problematic areas include: public trust in state governance structures and
business (44%); alignment between the goals of the authorities and those of society,
and improvement in citizens’ quality of life (41%); justice (33%); reduction of social
inequality (31%); and law and order (30%) (Diagram 2).

7. The discussion of the text of the new Constitution of the Republic of
Kazakhstan revealed several distinctive features in the transformation of the
political mentality of Kazakhstani society, including:

— anincreased interest in the contemporary political process not only within
the expert community but also in mass public consciousness;

—  the discursive nature of the proposed changes from the perspective of the
legal content of the concepts under discussion;

—  the multidimensional interpretation of the proposed transformations,
including:

a) the justification of the logic of the current political stage of sovereign
development;

b) the reconsideration of the existential challenges facing Kazakhstani society;

c) the moral evaluation and proportionality of the vectors of transformation
under the influence of global trends, while maintaining the priority of national state
development.

Engagement in the discussions involved various actors within the political
process — pro-government, independent, and opposition groups — reflecting, on the
one hand, the presence of ideological pluralism and, on the other, the search for
consensus.
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The openness of public debates became possible due to the genuinely achieved
level of societal digitalization, access to information, the practical digital
competencies of ordinary citizens, and their active expression of civic positions. The
discussion of the constitutional reform confirmed the growth of civic engagement
and the development of political culture.

Discussion of the Results

The hypothesis advanced in the study has been confirmed. Kazakhstan, like
other sovereign states, demonstrates a process of value transformation: from a crisis
of orientations in the 1990s to the formation of new hybrid systems of values that
combine elements of the former collectivist-oriented legacy, national traditions,
liberal aspirations, and global ideals.

Changes in the value orientations of Kazakhstani society correlate with key
political and economic events in the country during the period from 1995 to
2025. The rethinking of values and the formation of a new mental culture among
Kazakhstanis reveal the prolonged nature of this process, its connection with
experiences of social upheavals and adaptation to them, as well as the necessity
of self-identification within the space of the global world. External and internal
triggers of change contribute to the dynamic transition from a traditional subject-
oriented civic culture to a culture of civic participation and activism.

Sociological measurements reconstruct the general features of civic self-
identification that serve as markers of political mentality. They reproduce generalized
portraits of Kazakhstanis as representatives of an emerging democratic culture
based on the synthesis of traditional national values and democratic standards.

The conducted research correlates with the conclusion regarding the need to
establish a balance between a strong state and a strong society under conditions of
increasing “internal challenges and global stresses” [13].

The study is commensurate with the conclusions of foreign researchers that
the reassessment of the historical past and attitudes toward it shape contemporary
political values and national identities [14].

The findings of the Kazakhstani study resonate with discussions regarding the
extent to which personality traits formed during the Soviet era, such as conformism,
obedience, and limited capacity for independent choice, persist in contemporary
societies and influence socio-political development. Kazakhstan, like other
sovereign and post-Soviet states, faces “cultural wars” between traditionalists and
progressives, which frequently unfold around issues of religion, social norms, and
political behavior [15].

The conclusions concerning the necessity of fostering a culture of civic
engagement among the population for the dynamic development of civil society are
consonant with the research conducted by colleagues from KISI [16].

The results of this study correlate with findings obtained in other research
projects, confirming the growth of political and civic engagement among the
population, as well as a growing aspiration to search for a renewed identity.

Within the civic mentality of different social groups, a complex choice is
emerging between new democratic (neoliberal) ideological narratives and nationally
oriented approaches to political modernization. The reactivation of cultural codes
and identity transformations under conditions of global turbulence reveals the
problem of diverging interests among the actors involved in political reform.
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The intensive public discussion of the text and conceptual foundations of
the new Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan has become evidence of
increased political culture, public awareness, and civic engagement. Constitutional
reform is aimed at establishing a clear policy framework that prioritizes national
interests while ensuring political stability, predictability, and the evolutionary
and sustainable development of society. These intentions can be realized under
conditions of achieving broad social consensus and an appropriate level of civic
culture.

Thus, the results of the study receive reliable verification and possess heuristic
value for application in scholarly thematic discourses.

Conclusion

Kazakhstan’s course toward democratic transformation, alongside the
development of an effective system of state institutions and a functioning market
economy, presupposes, as a necessary condition, the existence and dynamic
advancement of a civic culture and a corresponding political mentality.

The discussions surrounding the new Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan
have demonstrated the level of political culture achieved in society, the specific
features of civic participation, the influence of information and communication
technologies on the value-based perception of the political process, and a growing
aspiration toward consensus regarding unity and stability.

The value orientations of various social groups in Kazakhstan are undergoing
significant transformation under the influence of globalization processes and the
national policy of modernization. Civic identity is developing dynamically, and a
positive trend toward the consolidation of national values is becoming increasingly
evident.

Efforts aimed at shaping and influencing value-based mental orientations in
Kazakhstani society should be continued and intensified within state institutions of
education, science, culture, and public enlightenment. There is a need to elaborate
a comprehensive methodological framework for state social policy focused on the
formation, promotion, and consolidation of a modernization-oriented system of
values.

At the present stage of political reform, the tasks of civil society development
are more relevant than ever. This process encompasses not only the institutional
organization and formation of civic structures; it is impossible without the
emergence of democratic citizenship, in which civic self-determination and civic
behavior constitute normative forms of constructive personal activity. This, in turn,
predetermines the prioritization of cultivating a political culture adequate to the new
societal condition as a central objective of state ideology.
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Abstract. In the context of growing civic engagement, social sensitivity, and
political polarization, mediation in the Republic of Kazakhstan is gaining particular
importance not only as an alternative form of pre-trial dispute resolution but also as
an instrument for institutionalizing public dialogue in politically sensitive contexts.
The article analyzes the applied aspects of political mediation in Kazakhstan at
three interrelated levels — local, institutional, and national. Special attention is
paid to how local incidents — from everyday and ethnocultural disputes to cases of
mistrust between the population and local authorities — can escalate into systemic
crises in the absence of effective early-response mechanisms. It is argued that
political mediation is not merely a conflict resolution procedure but an essential
element of sustainable governance and political participation that contributes to
reducing tensions, restoring communication, and enhancing the institutional
legitimacy of governance. The study emphasizes the importance of a preventive
approach, multilevel coordination, cultural sensitivity of mediative practices, and
the inclusive involvement of all citizens — regardless of their ethnic, religious,
or social background — in peaceful conflict resolution processes. The article
concludes that strengthening the mediation infrastructure as a tool of resilience
and democratization of public governance is a necessary precondition for long-term
political stability.

Introduction

Kazakhstan’s geographic position at the very heart of Eurasia has always shaped
the complexity of its political and social landscape. The country lies between major
geopolitical powers — Russia and China — and interacts dynamically with Central
Asian states, Turkey, and the European Union. This position brings not only
opportunities but also a constant need to balance diverse political, cultural, and
economic influences. In recent years, as the international environment has become
increasingly unpredictable, Kazakhstan’s internal stability and ability to manage
domestic differences have gained new strategic significance.

The evolution of civic activity, the diversification of social interests, and the rise
of public awareness have led to a growing demand for dialogue between citizens and
institutions of power. Traditional administrative mechanisms, designed for a more
centralized governance model, often prove insufficient for addressing the new forms
of social tension that emerge in digital spaces and multicultural communities. In
this context, mediation — originally a legal tool for resolving private disputes — has
begun to play a broader political role. It offers a way to transform confrontation into
communication, to reduce distrust, and to create new channels for civic participation
within an evolving political system.

For Kazakhstan, mediation represents not only a method of conflict prevention but
also a pathway toward political modernization. The ability of the state to listen, adapt,
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and institutionalize public dialogue is becoming an indicator of long-term resilience.
In a society marked by ethnic and confessional diversity, mediation contributes to
strengthening civic identity, promoting mutual understanding, and maintaining the
balance between stability and democratic openness. Seen in this light, the study
of mediation in Kazakhstan is not limited to the legal or sociological dimension —
it touches upon the core question of how dialogue can become an instrument of
governance and a source of social trust in a transforming society.

The purpose of the study is to identify, systematize, and analytically interpret
the applied aspects of mediation within the political process of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, taking into account the regional context and practical experience in
resolving socio-political and ethnoconfessional conflicts.

The object of the research is the political process in the Republic of Kazakhstan,
within which socio-political and ethnoconfessional conflicts emerge, evolve, and are
resolved through the participation of various actors — the state, civil society, local
communities, and informal leaders.

The subject of the study comprises the applied aspects of mediation as a conflict
resolution tool within the political process, including mechanisms of interaction
between mediators and conflict participants, the specificity of regional practices, the
role of informal mediators, and the institutional and cultural context of Kazakhstan.

Research Methods

To explore the applied aspects of mediation within the political process of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, this study employed a qualitative methodological approach
combining empirical observation with theoretical analysis. The study relied on the
following research methods.

1. Case Study

The case study method was applied to provide an in-depth examination of
three situations reflecting different levels of politically contextualized conflicts
in Kazakhstan. This approach made it possible to identify the specific features of
mediation practices in the context of socio-political transformations and to assess the
effectiveness of interventions by both formal and informal actors.

The following cases were analyzed within the framework of the study:

—  Local level: the ethnopolitical conflict in the village of Pidzhim (Zhetysu
Region, 2021), which illustrates the transformation of an everyday incident into an
interethnic confrontation with the potential for escalation;

— Institutional level: social and everyday conflicts and the role of informal
mediators — a generalized case based on field observations collected by the researcher
in various regions of Kazakhstan during 2021-2024, demonstrating the importance
of local entrepreneurs and community leaders as intermediaries between citizens and
local authorities;

— National level: an analysis of social crises and protest movements in
Kazakhstan as indicators of accumulated unresolved contradictions and the lack of
effective mechanisms for early warning and political mediation.

2. Event Analysis

The event analysis method occupied a central role in the research. It was used to
reconstruct the chronology of conflict development and identify trigger events that
initiated escalation processes. This approach made it possible to trace the dynamics
of the transformation of a local everyday incident into an interethnic conflict and
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to determine key points of tension in institutional cases related to social problems
and the crisis of trust in local authorities. Event analysis provided insights into how
timely intervention by mediators and public institutions can alter the trajectory of
conflict development and prevent its escalation into a large-scale crisis.

3. Expert Interviews

Interviews were conducted with representatives of local akimats (municipal
administrations), ethnocultural associations, law enforcement agencies, NGOs, and
direct participants of conflicts (under conditions of anonymity). The purpose of the
interviews was to assess the perception of mediation as an instrument of de-escalation
and to evaluate the effectiveness of the mediation practices applied.

4. Content Analysis of Normative and Media Sources

Official documents (Kazakhstan’s legislation, governmental statements) as well
as media publications were analyzed to compare public and expert interpretations of
conflicts and mediation processes.

Main Body

1. Theoretical Foundations: Mediation as a Mechanism of Political Dialogue

In modern political systems, where societies are becoming more complex
and diverse, traditional forms of governance increasingly face the challenge of
addressing conflict without resorting to coercion. Kazakhstan, like many other
post-Soviet states, is undergoing a gradual transformation from hierarchical
administrative control toward more participatory and communicative forms of
political management. In this process, mediation emerges as a key mechanism that
connects the logic of governance with the logic of dialogue — turning confrontation
into cooperation and disagreement into shared understanding [1].

The theoretical basis for understanding mediation as a political tool is rooted in
several interrelated disciplines — conflict studies, political psychology, sociology,
and international relations. One of the pioneers of modern conflict resolution,
John Burton, proposed the Human Needs Theory, which argues that lasting peace
is possible only when the basic human needs of the parties involved — identity,
recognition, participation, security, and autonomy — are acknowledged and
fulfilled. Burton’s ideas were especially important for understanding conflicts in
multicultural and multiethnic societies, where disputes are rarely about material
interests alone [2]. Instead, they reflect deeper struggles over dignity, belonging,
and the right to self-expression.

Another influential contribution came from I. William Zartman, who developed
the Ripeness Theory [3]. Zartman argued that conflicts can only be effectively
resolved when both sides reach a “mutually hurting stalemate” — a moment when
the costs of continuing confrontation outweigh the potential benefits. For mediators,
this stage represents a critical window of opportunity to transform hostility into
dialogue. In the context of Kazakhstan, this concept helps explain why early
engagement in emerging conflicts, before tensions become entrenched, is essential
for sustainable peacebuilding.

Equally significant is the institutional approach to mediation developed by
Jacob Bercovitch, who emphasized the importance of legitimacy, neutrality, and
procedural transparency in third-party intervention [4]. According to Bercovitch,
mediation succeeds when all sides trust the mediator’s intentions and perceive the
process as fair and predictable. His model is particularly relevant for societies in
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transition, where public institutions still compete for legitimacy and where informal
mediators often play a bridging role between communities and the state.

The practical dimension of political mediation was further enriched by the
Harvard School of Negotiation, notably by Roger Fisher and William Ury, who
introduced the principled negotiation model [5]. Their framework shifted attention
from rigid positions to underlying interests, encouraging the search for solutions
that create mutual gains rather than compromise through pressure. This approach
laid the foundation for modern forms of political dialogue and consensus-building
processes that aim to balance competing interests without zero-sum outcomes.

At the same time, John Paul Lederach proposed a transformative vision
of mediation that goes beyond short-term settlements [6]. In his Conflict
Transformation Theory, he argues that genuine peace requires a reconfiguration
of relationships, social structures, and narratives of identity. From this perspective,
mediation is not simply a method for ending disputes, but a process that fosters
societal healing, redefines power relations, and integrates marginalized voices into
the political discourse. This view resonates strongly with the Kazakhstani context,
where building inclusive institutions and preventing social fragmentation remain
key national priorities.

Complementing these approaches is the deliberative theory of democracy
developed by Jiirgen Habermas and John Dryzek. Both scholars viewed legitimate
governance as emerging from rational, inclusive, and transparent public discussion
rather than from hierarchical decision-making alone. Habermas emphasized the
role of communicative rationality — the idea that social consensus can be achieved
through open and reasoned dialogue among equal participants [7]. Dryzek extended
this idea by stressing the need to include non-elite and marginalized perspectives in
the democratic conversation [8]. Together, their works underline the democratic and
ethical foundations of political mediation: it institutionalizes dialogue, equalizes
access to participation, and transforms public discourse into a space of shared
meaning and trust.

International experience clearly demonstrates that even the most advanced
mediation systems function effectively only when grounded in transparent
institutional procedures, a high standard of mediator professionalism, and broad
participation from all parties involved. Equally essential is the sustained support of
both state institutions and civil society, without which mediation remains a purely
declarative mechanism. The true measure of mediation’s success lies in the degree of
public confidence it inspires and in the perception of its outcomes as fair, impartial,
and legitimate. Empirical evidence drawn from the practices of the United Nations
and civic dialogue platforms across Scandinavia, South Africa, and Canada shows
that mediation becomes a stable and respected instrument of political governance
only when these structural and ethical prerequisites are firmly in place [9].

In Kazakhstan, this dynamic acquires a distinctive character shaped by the
country’shistoricaland sociopolitical context. Asamultiethnic and multiconfessional
society that still carries elements of the Soviet administrative tradition and a
pronounced centralization of decision-making, Kazakhstan continues to face
limitations in civic participation and grassroots policy engagement. Nevertheless,
the country has already developed an institutional and cultural groundwork
capable of supporting the evolution of its own nationally adapted model of political
mediation. This foundation includes the accumulated experience of ethnomediators,

the activities of public councils, the functioning of reconciliation commissions at
the local level, and a growing system of preventive field initiatives designed to
address emerging disputes before they escalate [10].

The construction of a national framework for political mediation in Kazakhstan
should not depend on the mechanical adoption of foreign models but on the gradual
formation of a hybrid paradigm that unites international best practices with
indigenous approaches to conflict resolution. Western methodologies — such as
facilitated dialogue, restorative justice, and interest-based negotiation — can serve
as procedural benchmarks, while the local dimension must draw from traditional
Kazakh forms of consensus-building [11]. These include the moral authority of
aksakals (elders), the influence of informal community leaders, and long-standing
conciliatory customs embedded within rural and urban communities alike. Within
this hybrid structure, the competence of mediators extends beyond technical
expertise to encompass sociocultural intelligence —a deep understanding of regional
contexts, linguistic diversity, and the value systems that shape local interactions.

Ultimately, political mediation in Kazakhstan should be viewed not merely as
a conflict-resolution instrument but as a strategic resource for strengthening state
institutions, advancing democracy, modernizing political culture, and building
durable trust between citizens and the government. These considerations call
for further analysis of how these theoretical premises and challenges manifest in
practice, and what applied mechanisms can ensure the sustainable development of
mediation within Kazakhstan’s political process.

2. Applied Cases of Political Mediation in Kazakhstan

The practical study of mediation in Kazakhstan’s political and social
environment reveals a complex system of interactions between formal institutions,
informal actors, and local communities. Based on empirical data and field
observations collected between 2021 and 2024, this section identifies three
analytical levels at which conflicts most often emerge and are addressed: local,
institutional, and national. Each of these levels reflects distinct causes, actors, and
dynamics of escalation, but they all demonstrate one common principle — that
effective communication and timely mediation can prevent the transformation of
manageable disputes into crises of national magnitude.

2.1 Local Level: The Ethnopolitical Incident in Pidzhim Village (Zhetysu
Region, 2021)

The incident that took place on October 30, 2021, in the village of Pidzhim,
Panfilov District, Zhetysu Region, remains one of the most illustrative examples
of how a minor local misunderstanding can escalate into a perceived ethnopolitical
conflict. What began as a routine disagreement between schoolchildren quickly
evolved into a confrontation interpreted through an ethnic lens. In the multiethnic
context of the region, the rapid spread of emotionally charged videos and comments
across social media platforms amplified the situation, framing it as a clash between
representatives of the Kazakh and Uyghur communities [12].

Although the origins of the conflict were everyday and interpersonal, the
digital circulation of partial and sensationalized information magnified the tension,
creating a perception of group antagonism that extended far beyond the immediate
locality. This case vividly demonstrates how information environments and social
media dynamics can either escalate or de-escalate interethnic tensions. The speed
and emotional tone of online communication made it difficult to separate fact from
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interpretation, underscoring the need for both rapid institutional response and
sensitive mediation efforts.

In the post-conflict period (2023-2024), the author personally participated in
fieldwork in Pidzhim as an ethnomediator, focusing on post-crisis communication
and preventive dialogue. A series of meetings and informal discussions were
conducted with students, parents, teachers, representatives of local authorities,
and members of ethnocultural associations. The aim was to restore mutual trust,
reinforce social stability, and ensure that similar tensions would not re-emerge.
Maintaining regular contact with community leaders and local institutions helped
to create a sense of shared responsibility for sustaining interethnic harmony and to
strengthen local resilience.

One of the most noteworthy outcomes of this experience was the pilot
introduction of the function informally referred to as a “legal manager” in schools
with a mixed ethnic composition. While not a formalized or legally recognized
position, the initiative served as an experimental mechanism for preventing school-
related and interethnic disputes. The legal manager provided consultations to
students and their families on legal and social issues, mediated minor disputes,
and acted as a bridge between pupils, parents, and teachers. The approach was
particularly effective in supporting vulnerable families and promoting a culture of
dialogue within the educational environment.

An integral part of these activities involved organizing joint cultural and sports
events, such as football tournaments held annually with the participation of students
and their parents from different ethnic groups. Teams were deliberately formed on
an integrative basis, without regard to ethnic background, fostering an atmosphere
of cooperation, empathy, and mutual respect. These initiatives contributed not
only to improving interethnic relations within the school community but also to
strengthening family bonds and enhancing communication between generations
through shared participation in collective activities [13].

The Pidzhim case thus illustrates the dual nature of mediation — as both
a reactive tool for managing crisis situations and a proactive instrument for
preventing their recurrence. It also highlights the critical importance of community-
based initiatives, local leadership, and trust-building efforts, all of which form the
foundation for sustainable interethnic coexistence in Kazakhstan’s rural regions
[14].

2.2 Institutional Level: Socio-Economic Conflicts and Informal Mediators
(Field Data, 2021-2024)

Field research conducted across multiple regions of Kazakhstan between 2021
and 2024 has shown that the majority of conflicts at the local and regional levels
are not primarily political or ethnic in nature. Instead, they stem from socio-
economic and infrastructural disparities that shape people’s daily lives. Common
grievances expressed during interviews included dissatisfaction with the quality of
healthcare services in rural districts, the shortage of qualified teachers and outdated
educational resources, limited access to agricultural subsidies and state support
programs.

Residents often emphasized their inability to influence decision-making
processes or to access information on how state resources are distributed. These
frustrations reflect a deeper structural problem — the weak feedback mechanisms
between local authorities and citizens. This communication gap contributes to a
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perception of institutional distance and fuels skepticism toward official decision-
making.

In this context, local entrepreneurs and informal leaders play an increasingly
visible role as intermediaries between the community and the state. Their
authority and trust capital enable them to mediate disputes, facilitate dialogue
with local administrations, and even mobilize collective efforts for social support.
Many of them assist low-income families, provide employment, or help resolve
administrative issues through negotiation and persuasion rather than confrontation.

This pattern aligns closely with Robert Putnam’s theory of social capital, which
links community stability to networks of trust, civic engagement, and collective
participation. Societies with strong horizontal ties, according to Putnam, are
more resilient to conflict and more capable of self-organization [15]. Likewise,
Seymour Martin Lipset’s concept of local legitimacy suggests that governance is
most effective when it is anchored in socially recognized authority — figures whose
credibility derives not from formal status but from moral and communal standing
[16].

In Kazakhstan’s rural and semi-urban contexts, these theoretical insights
find practical resonance. Informal mediation by respected local figures often
compensates for the limitations of bureaucratic institutions and contributes to
maintaining stability. This points to the need for a more structured inclusion of such
actors in formal mechanisms of local mediation and self-governance. Establishing
advisory councils at district administrations (akimats), involving business leaders
in civic forums, and strengthening partnerships with NGOs could further enhance
community participation and reduce tension in local governance.

These experiences show that mediation is not confined to formal procedures or
state-led initiatives. It also operates through trust-based relationships that reflect
the local culture of solidarity and mutual assistance —a feature deeply embedded in
Kazakhstan’s social traditions.

2.3 National Level: Social Crises and Protest Movements

The experience of the past decade demonstrates that unresolved local and
institutional conflicts tend to accumulate over time, eventually manifesting as
large-scale social crises. These crises do not emerge suddenly; rather, they evolve
from the persistent absence of dialogue, transparency, and responsiveness within
governance systems. When local grievances remain unheard or unaddressed, they
converge into broader narratives of social injustice and inequality, creating fertile
ground for mass protest movements. Recent studies demonstrate that the institution
of mediation can function as an important instrument of preventive policy in the
regulation of interethnic conflicts and in reducing the conflict potential within
society [17]

Empirical data gathered from expert interviews and regional fieldwork (2021-
2024) confirm that such grievances often stem from structural factors: limited
participation of citizens in decision-making, unequal access to state support, non-
transparent administrative processes, and a generalized sense of distrust toward
institutions. These tendencies can be observed across different regions — from rural
areas to large urban centers — revealing that systemic communication barriers,
rather than ideology, are the primary drivers of social discontent.

Mediation, in this broader sense, becomes a preventive instrument of national
stability. Its function is not limited to resolving individual disputes but extends
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to institutionalizing feedback loops between citizens and the state. Through
structured dialogue, consultations, and participatory platforms, mediation can
transform spontaneous expressions of discontent into constructive engagement.
Moreover, the emergence of digital media as a dominant communication arena
creates both new challenges and opportunities. While social networks can amplify
misinformation and escalate tensions, they can also serve as spaces for dialogue
and public awareness — provided that mediators and civic leaders are trained to
navigate these environments responsibly.

In the aftermath of large social crises, Kazakhstan’s experience shows that
mediation can serve as a bridge between post-conflict stabilization and long-term
governance reform. Ethnomediators, ombudspersons, and civil society organizations
have played significant roles in restoring communication, assisting in community
outreach, and facilitating dialogue between citizens and local authorities. These
efforts highlight the potential of mediation to evolve into a strategic component
of the country’s political architecture — one that combines early warning, trust
restoration, and institutional adaptability.

Ultimately, the Kazakhstani case demonstrates that political mediation must
be embedded across all levels of governance — from village councils to national
ministries — and supported by clear legal frameworks, professional training, and
sustainable resources. Only under these conditions can mediation contribute to
building a resilient, participatory, and inclusive society capable of responding to
the challenges of modernization and geopolitical uncertainty.

3. Challenges of Implementing Mediation in the Political Context of
Kazakhstan

Despite Kazakhstan’s institutional progress in promoting mediation — including
the adoption of the Law on Mediation (2011), the establishment of professional
associations, and the expansion of ethnoconfessional mediation practices — the
effective integration of mediation into the political sphere remains constrained by
a series of systemic and cultural barriers [18]. These challenges extend far beyond
legislation or institutional design; they concern the sociopolitical environment
itself — the levels of civic trust, administrative openness, and societal readiness for
genuine, dialogic conflict resolution [19]. Since 2023, ethnomediators in Kazakhstan
have helped resolve about 15,000 dispute situations, which clearly demonstrates
the significant potential of mediation mechanisms in the prevention of social and
interethnic contradictions and confirms their practical effectiveness in maintaining
social stability [10].

A persistent deficit of public trust continues to be one of the principal obstacles
to mediation’s development. Among citizens, mediation is often perceived as a
symbolic or decorative process that lacks real influence over decision-making.
Many people question the neutrality of mediators, viewing them as either state-
appointed figures or individuals without the authority to resolve issues of political
sensitivity. This skepticism is deepened by the scarcity of publicly visible success
stories that could demonstrate mediation’s practical value in socially or politically
charged conflicts.

The attitude within government circles is similarly cautious. For many officials
accustomed to hierarchical decision-making, mediation appears as a mechanism
that might dilute administrative control or embolden public activism. These
anxieties tend to intensify in situations involving questions of social justice,
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distribution of resources, ethnic identity, or procedural legitimacy. As a result,
mediation is often tolerated as a supplemental activity rather than embraced as a
legitimate governance instrument — a mindset that limits its institutionalization and
erodes public confidence.

Another dimension of the problem lies in the low level of legal and political
culture across large segments of the population. In many regions, citizens remain
insufficiently informed about what mediation is, how it operates, and what
outcomes it can realistically achieve. The absence of systematic public education
and outreach on conflict-resolution mechanisms has produced a gap between the
normative ideals of participatory governance and the everyday practices of local
communities. Without visible role models or success cases, mediation continues to
appear abstract and distant — a legal term rather than a lived experience.

A particularly acute institutional gap concerns the absence of an independent
framework for political mediation. Existing mediation centers in Kazakhstan
predominantly focus on private-law disputes — family, labor, and property issues
— and typically operate within judicial or quasi-governmental structures. While
these arrangements are functional for civil cases, they are poorly suited to the
demands of political or ethnosocial mediation, where neutrality and public trust
are paramount. As a result, mediation initiatives often remain administratively
dependent, lacking the procedural safeguards and autonomous mandates necessary
to handle politically sensitive matters in accordance with international standards.
Establishing a distinct institutional model for political mediation — endowed with
independence, clear ethical norms, and transparent procedures — would represent a
critical step toward consolidating this practice as part of Kazakhstan’s governance
architecture.

The shortage of qualified professionals compounds the institutional weakness.
Training programs for mediators working in political contexts remain sporadic,
fragmented, and largely introductory. Most courses emphasize interpersonal
negotiation techniques and emotional intelligence, while neglecting essential
competencies such as political conflict analysis, ethnopolitical psychology, public
facilitation, or the ethics of third-party neutrality. Academic programs in conflict
studies are still rare, and opportunities for mentoring, advanced certification,
and international exchange are limited. Consequently, the professional field lacks
continuity and specialization, impeding the emergence of a robust community of
experts capable of mediating high-stakes political and social disputes.

An additional constraint is the underdeveloped digital infrastructure for
mediation, which has become increasingly significant in an era when social
conflicts often originate and unfold online. Kazakhstan currently lacks fully
functional digital platforms that would allow citizens to seek mediation, submit
grievances, or follow the progress of conflict-resolution processes transparently
and securely. Initiatives such as e-otinish.kz are important steps toward digital
communication between citizens and government but remain administrative rather
than deliberative in nature. Their bureaucratic design, limited interactivity, and low
engagement levels prevent them from becoming genuine platforms for dialogue or
conflict prevention.

At the same time, the expanding influence of social media adds a new layer
of complexity to the mediation landscape. Digital platforms have become arenas
where emotions, perceptions, and grievances circulate and multiply far more
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rapidly than institutions can respond. Minor disputes — from school altercations
to local administrative misunderstandings — can be reframed as symbols of
systemic injustice, gaining traction through emotionally charged posts, videos, and
commentary. In such a media environment, conflicts are no longer defined solely by
facts but by how they are interpreted, narrated, and amplified. This dynamic often
results in fragmented understanding, heightened polarization, and accelerated
radicalization of public opinion, particularly among younger, urban, and digitally
active populations.

The cumulative effect of these challenges is that disputes which could be
peacefully resolved at the local level frequently escalate into broader political
turbulence. Mediation, in this context, becomes not merely a procedural tool but
a mechanism of political stabilization and communication management. To fulfill
this role, Kazakhstan must respond with a comprehensive strategy addressing the
intertwined issues of trust, professionalization, institutionalization, and digital
transformation.

Such a strategy would entail cultivating a digital culture of mediation — training
mediators to operate effectively in online environments, engaging journalists and
social media influencers in promoting constructive discourse, and developing
tools for early warning and moderation of digital conflicts. It would also require
embedding mediation within the country’s broader framework of participatory
governance, ensuring that dialogue and cooperation, rather than administrative
command, become the norm of interaction between the state and its citizens.
Only through such systemic integration can mediation evolve from a symbolic
practice into a genuine foundation of Kazakhstan’s social stability and political
modernization.

4. Prospects for the Development of Mediation

The further development of political mediation in the Republic of Kazakhstan
presupposes atransition from predominantly reactive conflict resolution mechanisms
to a systematic and preventive model of managing social contradictions. Such
a model should be based on a combination of institutional support, educational
initiatives and the expansion of public dialogue practices. In the context of the
increasing complexity of the social structure of society, the growth of civic
engagement and the increasing influence of the digital environment, mediation can
be considered as an important element of sustainable management, allowing not
only to respond to emerging conflicts, but also to prevent them at an early stage.

One of the key areas for the development of mediation practices is the formation
of a sustainable culture of dialogue and peaceful dispute resolution. In this regard,
the educational policy of the state is of particular importance. The inclusion of
training courses in conflictology, interethnic communication, political psychology,
and mediation in secondary and higher education programs can form the skills
of constructive interaction, tolerance, and legal responsibility among the younger
generation. Such educational initiatives make it possible to form a deliberative
culture in which conflict is perceived not as a threat to social stability, but as a
natural element of social interaction that requires institutionally designed regulatory
mechanisms. International experience shows that in countries with a multiethnic
structure of society, such as Canada, Switzerland, Malaysia, and Singapore,
educational programs on intercultural interaction and mediation play a significant
role in reducing conflict potential and strengthening civic identity.
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Along with educational initiatives, an important area of mediation development
is the support of cultural and social practices aimed at strengthening interethnic
interaction. Inclusive projects, in which representatives of various ethnic groups
participate in joint cultural, educational and social events, contribute to the
formation of a positive social agenda and strengthen horizontal ties in society.
Such formats of interaction make it possible to gradually overcome the "us—them"
dichotomy, forming an idea of Kazakhstan as a common civil space, where ethnic
and cultural diversity is considered not as a source of risk, but as a resource for
social development.

Initiatives of ethno-cultural associations demonstrate significant potential
in the development of mediation practices. In various regions of Kazakhstan,
representatives of national communities — Uzbek, Tatar, Dungan and others —
organize interethnic meetings, cultural and educational events, dialogue platforms
and discussion clubs with the participation of youth, community activists and
representatives of local authorities. According to the analytical materials of the
Assembly of People of Kazakhstan, the activities of ethno-cultural associations
are aimed at strengthening interethnic harmony, developing public dialogue and
preventing potential conflict situations in a multiethnic society [20]. Such initiatives
help to strengthen inter-group trust, create a space for open dialogue and allow
identifying possible sources of social tension at an early stage.

The further development of mediation in Kazakhstan requires not only cultural
and educational initiatives, but also consistent institutionalization of mediation
practices. One of the promising areas may be the formation of a multi-level system
of political mediation integrated into the mechanisms of public administration
and public dialogue. At the local level, it is advisable to develop consultative and
mediation platforms at the akimats of rural districts, districts and cities, which
could perform the functions of early detection of conflict situations, organization of
dialogue meetings between the population and government representatives, as well
as mediation in resolving social and ethnic contradictions.

At the regional level, a possible development direction is the creation of public
mediation centers based on public councils or regional public platforms. Such
structures could bring together professional mediators, representatives of the
academic community, leaders of ethnic and cultural associations, and experts from
the non-governmental sector. Their activities could include expert analysis of conflict
situations, conducting public consultations and developing recommendations for
authorities on the prevention of socio-political contradictions.

At the national level, the formation of an independent political mediation
structure, such as the national mediation center, seems promising. Such an
organization could perform the functions of methodological coordination of
mediation activities, training and advanced training of mediators, monitoring
conflict processes and developing mechanisms for early warning of social crises.

The comprehensive development of these areas would make it possible to form a
stable system of political mediation, focused not only on resolving existing conflicts,
but also on preventing them. In the long term, such an institutional model can
contribute to strengthening public dialogue, increasing the level of trust between
society and the state, as well as creating a culture of constructive interaction in the
political sphere. The proposed three-level model of institutionalization political
mediation (local, regional and national levels) makes it possible to integrate
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mediation practices into the system of public administration and public dialogue.

Conclusion

In contemporary political processes, mediation extends far beyond the narrow
task of resolving disputes; it functions as a strategic instrument for transforming
socio-political dynamics, institutionalizing dialogue, and strengthening trust be-
tween the state and society. In Kazakhstan — a country characterized by its mul-
tiethnic composition, growing civic engagement, and the increasing influence of
digital environments on public discourse—mediation assumes particular strategic
importance.

The analysis of applied cases demonstrates that local and institutional conflicts,
if left unattended and unaddressed in a timely manner, can escalate into full-scale
national crises. Consequently, mediation should be regarded not as a reactive in-
strument but as a structural element of the country’s resilience architecture — a
preventive mechanism within the broader framework of socio-political security.
Mediation is thus called upon not only to resolve existing contradictions but also
to reduce the risk of escalation through preventive engagement, the cultivation of
dialogue culture, and the creation of inclusive participatory channels.

Realizing this potential requires the institutionalization of mediation across all
levels of governance — from rural districts to central government bodies. Further-
more, the creation of an independent institution of political mediation with clearly
defined mandates, professional standards, and systems of training and certification
for specialists is imperative. Developing digital infrastructure for mediation, en-
hancing media literacy, and promoting a culture of constructive interaction in the
digital sphere are equally critical.

At the same time, cultural and educational integration must accompany institu-
tional reforms. Incorporating courses and modules on conflict resolution, intereth-
nic relations, and nonviolent communication into the education system, as well as
supporting local initiatives that engage representatives of different ethnic and so-
cial groups in joint projects, can greatly enhance social cohesion.

Political mediation in Kazakhstan should become an integral component of the
national strategy for ensuring stability, modernizing political culture, and strength-
ening national unity. The success of this process will largely depend on the coor-
dinated efforts of the state, academia, civil society, and the citizens themselves,
united by the goal of building a just, inclusive, and peaceful future for the country.
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Abstract. This article analyses the development of gender policy in Kazakhstan,
with a focus on two key policy frameworks: Strategy for Gender Equality in the
Republic of Kazakhstan for 2006-2016 and the Concept of Family and Gender
Policy in the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2030 (2016 — present). These documents
define the main directions that have shaped Kazakhstan’s gender policy over the
past two decades. The study critically evaluates both frameworks, highlighting
their achievements and limitations. It first assesses outcomes associated with the
Strategy for Gender Equality and then examines the implementation of the current
policy to clarify ongoing priorities and initiatives. The research draws on document
analysis and statistical data. It also considers the effects of gender policy across
multiple sectors, with particular attention to women’s representation in leadership

Introduction

In the modern world, issues of social justice and equality for all citizens remain
prominent topics of discussion in many countries. Consequently, states seek to ratify
international conventions in order to align with the global community’s commitments
to equal opportunities for all citizens. Kazakhstan is no exception. Since gaining
independence from the Soviet political system in 1991, Kazakhstan has introduced
democratic principles of gender equality, including through the signing and
ratification of key international instruments [1, 2, 3].

To frame this analysis, the study draws on Taylor’s conceptualisation of the
“policy phenomenon,” which emphasises the meaning of policy, its effects on society
and the state, and the forces that shape policy formation [4]. A “policy phenomenon”
is a complex social process that must be analysed across three dimensions: the context
in which policy emerges, the text of the policy document itself, and the practical
consequences of its implementation. This framework also distinguishes three levels
ofpolicy operation: macro (global/international), meso (state/institutional), and micro
(local/individual) and holds that what a policy leaves unsaid can be as analytically
significant as what it explicitly articulates. In this approach, policy is understood
in line with the Oxford Dictionary definition as a “plan of action” and a “statement
of aims or ideals.” Building on this framework, the present study considers gender
policy in Kazakhstan, analysing both its implementation and the approaches that
have been realised in practice. It also seeks to identify the reasons and conditions
that have contributed to the emergence of the current policy content, taking into
account national, geographical, political, and historical factors. In particular, the
study examines how the “policy phenomenon” and “gender policy” are interpreted
in the Kazakhstani context in comparison with Western frameworks [5]. Finally, it
assesses the impacts and societal consequences of these policies in a context where
the concept of gender equality was previously unfamiliar and largely absent from
public and institutional consideration.

This study examines Kazakhstan’s state gender policy by analysing two
core national policy documents: Strategy for Gender Equality in the Republic of
Kazakhstan for 2006-2016 [6] and the Concept of Family and Gender Policy in
the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2030 [7]. The aim of this article is to analyse the
development of state gender policy in Kazakhstan through a critical evaluation of
two key policy documents assessing their achievements, limitations, and practical
consequences for society. To achieve this aim, the following objectives are addressed:
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1. to apply Taylor's theoretical framework of the “policy phenomenon” to the
analysis of Kazakhstan's gender policy as a state “plan of action” shaped by
the interplay of the state, economy, and civil society;

2. to examine the historical, political, cultural, and national factors that
conditioned the formation of gender policy in post-Soviet Kazakhstan;

3. to conduct a comparative analysis of the two key policy documents, tracing
continuity and change in Kazakhstan's approach to gender equality over two
decades.

Societal attitudes towards Kazakh women, who constituted a significant
component of the state, fluctuated throughout the twentieth century in response
to multiple historical and political influences [8, 9, 10, 11]. Prior to its integration
into the Soviet Union, Kazakh society maintained a nomadic structure informed by
Islamic traditions: women were primarily responsible for family caretaking, while
men served as breadwinners. Following the Second World War, widespread male
casualties prompted the Soviet government to advance gender equality measures and
incorporate women into the labour force. Nevertheless, as Katz observed, women
remained underrepresented in positions of authority and received lower compensation
than men, despite performing work of equal value [10].

After the collapse of the Soviet Union, Kazakhstan confronted multiple
challenges that required rapid policy responses. Like other post-Soviet states, it
experienced a deep economic crisis that led to rising unemployment and poverty.
In this context, the state prioritised the mobilisation of well-educated and qualified
human resources, which contributed to a gradual expansion of women'’s participation
in decision-making and leadership roles to support national development. Early
gender policy initiatives therefore focused primarily on poverty reduction, including
the adoption of a government action plan to advance women [12]. However, the
Kazakhstan gender assessment suggests that weak policy design and implementation
can sustain gender gaps across key domains [12]. As a result, women remained more
vulnerable to poverty and unemployment than men. These challenges contributed to
subsequent efforts to strengthen the policy framework, including the introduction of
the Concept of Gender Policy until 2006. In addition, an international report prepared
by independent experts representing civil society and women’s organisations
identified persistent shortcomings in civil society engagement [13]. It emphasised
the importance of institutionalising feedback mechanisms from civil society and
ensuring continuous policy improvement to advance gender equality.

Furthermore, efforts to advance gender policy during this period also aligned
with the state’s strategic interests by strengthening Kazakhstan’s international
reputation. A key objective of the newly independent state was to build trust within
the international community and to signal its commitment to democratic principles
[6]. At the same time, in parts of society, narratives advocating a return to pre-
communist Kazakh family traditions began to gain prominence as Soviet ideological
frameworks weakened [14]. This traditional family model, where men are positioned
as heads of households and women are primarily responsible for childcare and
elder care, remains particularly prevalent in southern regions of the country. These
historical dynamics have shaped Kazakhstan’s gender policy trajectory, which
reflects an interplay of Kazakh cultural traditions, Soviet-era centralised governance
practices, and the contemporary influence of liberal democratic values [1].
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Methods

The article employs document analysis to examine two key national gender
policy documents. A comparative analysis of these documents enables tracing the
evolution of gender policy in Kazakhstan. Additionally, the article utilises a multi-
level analytical approach: from the philosophical underpinnings of the documents to
specific implementation measures, applying the theoretical framework developed by
Taylor et al. [4]. Quantitative data are drawn from the Bureau of National Statistics
of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and from reports by WEF, UNDP, UN Women, the
Asian Development Bank, OECD, and Human Rights Watch.

Taylor’s framework is a strong choice for this paper because it enables policy to
be analysed not simply as an official document, but as a broader social and political
phenomenon shaped by context, institutional actors, and implementation outcomes.
This is particularly relevant to the present study, which examines Kazakhstan’s gender
policy through the historical conditions of its emergence, the content and framing
of the policy texts, and their practical consequences for society. The framework is
especially suitable because it captures the interaction between international agendas,
state-led governance, and local sociocultural realities, while also drawing attention
to policy silences and omissions that are analytically significant in the Kazakhstani
case.

Results

Kazakhstan's gender policy is outlined in two main documents, with the second
serving as a logical continuation of the first. The development of core principles
began when the country joined the Beijing Declaration. The National Commission
for Family and Women's Affairs, created in 1998, played a major role in developing
and enforcing gender policy. This advisory body was set up to increase women's
representation in leadership roles across all sectors. Besides planning and
implementing gender policy, the Commission also monitors compliance with gender
equality.

In 2004, the former president instructed the government to develop the Strategy
for Gender Equality in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2006-2016. This strategy
outlined key areas of activity - economic, social, and political - to create time-bound
measures ensuring equal opportunities for women. It also addressed legal literacy,
education, reproductive health for both men and women, prevention of gender-based
violence, and the growth of gender-sensitive public consciousness. According to
the Strategy, all prescribed actions were subject to regular monitoring. Although the
official term of the Strategy ended in 2016, many sources continue to reference it as
a foundational gender policy document.

Kazakhstan is a geographically huge country with a relatively small population;
therefore, one of the government's essential objectives since independence has been
to increase demographic growth. For this reason, the state has adopted various
approaches to address demographic challenges. In connection with demographic
policy and Kazakh traditions rooted in Eastern mentality, both gender policies
have incorporated measures to strengthen the role of the family and emphasise the
importance of family values in contemporary society. Consequently, the subsequent
national document, The Concept of Family and Gender Policies in the Republic of
Kazakhstan until 2030, placed greater emphasis on family policies compared to its
predecessor. According to the Concept, gender equality within families enhances the
effectiveness and stability of relationships and strengthens family unity.
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The advantage of policies is that they provide a detailed analysis of the current
situation, including a description of the strengths and weaknesses. This approach
allows understanding the reasons for the proposed additional ways to develop gender
policy. For example, the Concept provides statistical data on negative dynamics in
the number of divorces in the country. Despite the central role of the family institution
in Kazakhstani society, both divorce rates and the incidence of childbearing outside
marriage have been increasing. Nearly one in three marriages ends in divorce [7].
An increasing number of divorces has become a significant problem for the country.
Perhaps this is one reason why the current gender policy has been supplemented with
a large family demographic bloc.

Gender policy impact

In general, Kazakhstan's gender policy had a long-term plan for the steady
advancement of equality of opportunity for men and women. As it has been noted
earlier, one of the first steps towards the implementation of gender policy was the
accession to many international conventions such as the Beijing Platform of Action
for improvement of the women’s status, Agenda-2030, Millennium Declaration of
the United Nations and Convention on Elimination of all forms of Discrimination
Against Women, Convention on the Nationality of Married Women, Convention on
the Political Rights of Women [1,2,3].

The following Table 2 consolidates the most current data from authoritative
international sources, providing a comprehensive empirical baseline for evaluating
Kazakhstan's gender policy outcomes.

All gender policies were built in line with the listed international standards and
systematically assessed by international organisations. According to the Constitution
of Kazakhstan [19], all citizens have equal rights and opportunities to participate in
the management of state affairs.

Kazakhstan has steadily worked to reduce the disparity between men and women.
However, Gender Inequality Index has decreased from 0.459 in 2008 to 0.325 in
2024 (Figurel) [21] (Bureau of National Statistics, n.a.) reflecting consistent policy
effort. According to the UNDP Human Development Report 2025, Kazakhstan ranks
50th out of 172 countries on the GII, while its HDI declines by 8.5% when adjusted
for inequality — indicating that systemic disparities persist beneath headline progress.

As of 2025, women hold only 19.4% of seats in Kazakhstan's parliament -
significantly below the 30% target set in the Strategy for Gender Equality in the
Republic of Kazakhstan for 2006-2016 and the global average of 26.9% (Figure 2).
Kazakhstan lags considerably behind Scandinavian countries, where women account
for over 45% of parliamentary seats. In the cabinet, only four of 21 ministers are
women, heading ministries of culture, healthcare, labour, and education, ministries
conventionally associated with feminised roles, reflecting the persistence of gendered
occupational stereotypes in the upper echelons of power.

The significant result of the practical work of the Strategy for Gender Equality
in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2006-2016 was initiation to create the laws “On
State Guarantees of Equal Rights and Equal Opportunities for Men and Women”
and “Prevention of Domestic Violence”, which occurs in support of women’s
movements and civil organisations [2, 6, 23]. The law on equal rights stipulates
that all organisations must adhere to a gender policy and any form of discrimination
is suppressed. In Kazakhstan, women most often seek legal assistance in cases of
domestic violence and housing.

In 2020, a draft law ‘On Combating Domestic Violence’ was submitted to the
Mazhilis of the Parliament of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The draft law was drawn up
in response to public demand and the pressing issue of addressing domestic violence
and its increase. As a result, the Head of State issued instructions to address the
problem and toughen penalties for crimes against individuals and domestic violence.
In 2024, the Law ‘On Amendments and Additions to Certain Legislative Acts of the
Republic of Kazakhstan on Ensuring the Rights of Women and the Safety of Children’
was enacted. The law aims to prevent violence against women and children, as well
as to strengthen the institution of the family and the safety of minors [24].

The Strategy for Gender Equality in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2006-2016
showed that there is a low level of gender education among the population, insufficient
awareness of their rights, and a lack of information on the need for gender knowledge
[6]. Especially, gender education is needed among civil servants involved in the
formulation of gender budgeting. The introduction of a course on gender budgeting
is seen as a significant step towards the development of gender equality in society,
since the state's program in this direction, including future projects and actions,
depends on it [19]. According to the Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action,
any law and political decision-making process should be informed by consideration
of gender relations; therefore, gender training for civil servants is essential.

Therefore, the inclusion of a mandatory gender assessment clause is a positive
long-term step towards promoting gender equality. Ideally, gender expertise
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should equally take into account the interests of men and women in the legislative
framework and check the content of educational programs, courses, and textbooks to
eliminate gender stereotypes in society. In the case of Kazakhstan, a positive factor
of development is the inclusion in the Concept on Family and Gender Policy of the
need to assess legislation about the equal interests of men and women. Nevertheless,
recently, it has not been possible to find official supporting information on the gender
review of legislative documents [25]. It should be added that the introduction of
compulsory gender expertise in legislation and government programmes had been
on the implementation agenda earlier in the 2006, and ten years later, it has been
reintroduced in the new document.

According to Kuzhabekova et al. , due to the pursued gender policy, some
successes have been achieved in developing women’s leadership, most often
manifested in the educational, health care, and social fields [26]. This indicates that
society is still subject to a stereotypical distribution of professions between women
and men [2]. Moreover, these areas are low-paid, and therefore, the distribution of
wages on a national scale between men and women remains unequal.

Thus, one of the tasks of the Strategy for Gender Equality in the Republic of
Kazakhstan for 2006-2016 was to address equal employment of men and women in
the economic sector. At the initial stage, there was an acute problem of a large number
of self-employed women in rural areas who were either unemployed or engaged in
unpaid domestic work. There is a big difference between men and women employed
in different spheres of work. There is widespread public opinion about female and
male occupations, in which female spheres are less well paid. As mentioned before, it
is the fields linked to health care, education, and social services. Male professions are
considered technical, with high wages. As a result, the unequal distribution of wages
between women and men was widespread in the state [13]. Consequently, women
were the most vulnerable part of the population to poverty and needed government
support. Thus, the Strategy for Gender Equality in the Republic of Kazakhstan for
2006-2016 was designed to solve this problem as well. For example, the government
provided loans to women to start their own businesses. Women were trained in new
skills and specialities in demand in high-paying production areas [7].

According to national statistics, Kazakhstan has achieved strong educational
indicators [20]. As statistics show, Kazakhstan has almost reached gender parity at
the primary and secondary levels of education, and the number of women in higher
education even exceeds that of men. The Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan
says that all citizens of Kazakhstan are obliged to receive a school education and all
have the right to receive state scholarships for higher education [19].

Another positive factor in the development of gender policy is the maintenance
of official statistics with gender-disaggregated data, which enables gender analysis
across different areas. The disadvantage is the lack of data on some issues or
incomplete data, making it challenging to fully consider the situation.

Discussion. Kazakhstani gender policy limitations

Despite progress in implementing gender policy, there are still limitations, some
of which were mentioned in previous parts. According to researchers the Strategy for
Gender Equality in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2006-2016 is, in some respects,
overly idealised and not fully implemented in practice [26, 27]. For example,
Kazakhstani researchers criticised the lack of a specific action plan to achieve 30%
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women’s representation at the highest levels of power. As a result, Kazakhstani
women remain underrepresented in leadership positions, particularly in politics and
the civil service. Currently, the government is headed by 21 ministers, of whom
four are women. They head the Ministry of Culture and Information, the Ministry
of Healthcare, the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection of the Population and
the Ministry of Education [28]. According to the official site, women in Parliament
(upper and lower houses) were 18% in 2025 [29]. It should be noted that the sphere
of political decision-making has a significant impact on the overall development of
the state. If statistics show that women make up more than half of the population in
Kazakhstan, it follows that not all citizens are equally represented in power. Perhaps
this fact could be a constraint on the development of gender policy. Additionally,
another significant critique is the lack of expertise in legislative documents regarding
gender sensitivity, as required by gender policy [26].

One of the reasons for the persistence of gender inequality might be women’s
legal illiteracy. Despite introducing the current gender policy, there may be a need
to strengthen public recognition of gender legislation. Perhaps a low level of gender
awareness stems from gender policy being discussed only in certain expert circles,
without widespread societal involvement. However, discussions are conducted on a
prescriptive basis, from time to time, without a clear understanding of the need for
gender equality. Local authorities rarely implement gender policies, treating them as
non-urgent [25].

Another severe issue in Kazakhstan remains the high rate of domestic violence.
Domestic violence and sexual harassment, including in the workplace, have been
repeatedly raised and discussed in both national documents. Throughout the years
of gender policy, several measures to prevent violence against women have been
planned, and centres to support women in difficult life situations have been opened
in all regions, but the problem remains acute.

Framework analysis of gender policy

It should be noted that all countries have gender policies that take into account
their unique characteristics. The formation of policy is influenced by many factors:
the management system, culture, historical background, mentality, and national
characteristics. Although the state can use international documents as a basis and
draw on another country’s experience, the government cannot ignore specific features
when creating a new development path.

National policy agendas evolve in response to multiple contextual forces and
historical developments. Taylor et al. argue that policy outcomes frequently emerge
from the interplay among the state, the economy, and civil society [4]. In Kazakhstan,
the first gender policy framework was introduced after independence from the
Soviet Union, and it developed within a governance context shaped by legacies
of Soviet administration. These inherited traditions included a highly centralised
style of decision-making, which influenced how gender policy was designed and
implemented.

After introducing the gender policy, the state bodies were then required by
presidential decree to report annually to the National Commission on Women’s
Affairs and Family and Demographic Policy on the implementation of the plan [6].
Therefore, according to framework of Taylor et al., Kazakhstan’s gender policy
belongs to the ‘meso’ level, where its objective is the development of the whole
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state, and all public institutions are involved in its implementation [4]. The gender
policy of Kazakhstan is more evident in social support for women, and this is another
paternalistic idea characteristic of the Soviet state, which most likely leads to the
preservation of patriarchal traditions [28].

Political, economic and social factors influenced the initial gender policy. As
noted earlier, in the early 1990s, the country needed recognition from the world
community as a new democratic state, where all citizens have the right to freedom.
According to Dugarova, the creation of a gender policy in Kazakhstan is, to some
extent, a demonstration to international organisations of the state's viability to gain
trust and attract investment [28].

Additionally, and probably more importantly, was to restore the economy and
support the population, which found itself in a difficult situation, especially women.
Following this, the government decided to publish many new national programs,
including a gender policy. Moreover, any public policy is not a static phenomenon.
In the contemporary world, when all countries are part of the globalising world, their
policies must always be dynamic and evolve.

Regarding the analysis of the structure and morphology of the gender policy
documents, they are written in language that is understandable to the reader. Both
national documents have a clear structure and a strict sequence of sections. The
Strategy for Gender Equality in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2006-2016 begins
with a glossary, making it easier to understand new gender-related terminology. Each
section contains a SWOT analysis of the strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, and
threats for each area, from a gender perspective. The advantage of the Concept of
Family and Gender Policy in the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2030 is the analysis
of the outcomes of the 2016 gender policy. This approach enabled scheduling tasks
and planning to implement a gender policy for a specific period. A distinctive feature
of this policy document was the inclusion of examples of successful gender policy
in other countries. In the Strategy Gender Equality, a whole section was devoted
to gender and law education, which is absent in the subsequent policy document.
Meanwhile, the latter document includes a significant part of the content about
family policy. This is probably due to the need to increase the country’s population
growth and reduce the high divorce rate through government regulation. At the same
time, it may have been inappropriate to combine family and gender policies, as this
could lead to an associative view of women, closely tied to family responsibilities,
rather than as distinct individuals with their own values. In the country assessment,
prepared by the Asian Development Bank, it claimed: “However, the combination
of the two issues reinforces the message that gender equality is about strengthening
families as opposed to being about women’s rights and ensuring equality between
women and men in all spheres [31: 12p.]. The context is that Kazakhstan's approach
creates an environment for expanding opportunities for families and overcoming
difficult life situations, and while this recognizes that addressing gender relations
in the family is important for achieving gender equality in other spheres, combining
family and gender policies sends a message that gender equality is primarily about
strengthening families rather than women's rights.

The OECD has classified women empowerment issues into three "E"s: education,
employment and entrepreneurship. Since Kazakhstan aims to become one of the 30
most developed countries in the world, OECD indicators have become fundamental
to the republic's development. For this reason, ensuring gender equality in education,
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employment, and entrepreneurship has become an urgent matter for Kazakhstan [26].
Although the sphere of education was almost overlooked in the Concept of Family
and Gender Policy in the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2030, it seems essential to
introduce a compulsory course on gender equality and justice in schools or, at least,
at universities. This approach could help young citizens better understand their rights
and opportunities, and eliminate gender discrimination across different fields. The
need for gender education is indicated at least by the fact that among students, there
is still a choice of specialities according to the gender stereotype of “female” and
“male” professions [7].

Taylor et al. argue that what a policy leaves unsaid can be just as revealing as
what it explicitly addresses [4]. A major limitation of Kazakhstan’s gender policy is
the limited involvement of civil society. The policy documents devote little attention
to the role of civic actors, particularly women’s organisations, in shaping agendas
or supporting implementation. Stronger engagement of these organisations could
enhance policy delivery and make efforts to advance gender equality more effective
[28].

Thus, the analysis shows that gender policies still need to be refined and
continually evaluated by the state, civil society, and international organisations. It
should be added that this is only a part of the analysis of gender policy, which could
still be continued.

Conclusion

An analysis of gender policy helps understand how gender equality is implemented
in the state, what contributed to the formation of the current policy, and why some
issues remain. To achieve democracy and a high quality of life, one crucial condition
is equality of opportunity for all citizens, regardless of gender. To obtain a more
objective picture and assess the results of gender policy in Kazakhstan, this study used
Kazakhstani sources, foreign reports and some statistical data. During the analysis of
gender policy, it was observed that English-language sources from both Kazakh and
foreign researchers take a more critical view of policy documents, whereas articles
and reviews in Russian and Kazakh focus only on the policy's effectiveness. This
paper has identified both Kazakhstan’s achievements in implementing gender policy
and weaknesses that require improvement. As noted above, some researchers have
criticised the way gender policy, in their view, is only formal and minimal in terms of
actual action. The country continues to face systemic challenges: women hold only
19.4% of parliamentary seats; the gender pay gap stands at 25.7%; and domestic
violence remains a pressing social problem. The combination of family and gender
policy in a single document risks narrowing the conceptual scope of gender equality,
potentially hindering progress on women's rights as an autonomous policy priority.

As can be seen, Kazakhstan has made significant progress in advancing gender
equality across various public sectors. However, there is still much work to be done,
many works in this path, particularly in increasing the role of women in leadership
positions. Nevertheless, it can be emphasised that the Strategy for Gender Equality
in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2006-2016 was a good start, offering a clear and
detailed plan for advancing gender equality. The Concept of Family and Gender
Policy in the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2030 continues the gender policy initiated
and remains an action towards the implementation of gender equality.

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THE ETHNIC FACTOR AND INTERGENERATIONAL DIALOGUE:
PRACTICES OF WOMEN'S POLITICAL PARTICIPATION IN THE
FORMATION OF NATIONAL IDENTITY IN KAZAKHSTAN
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Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the role of the Mothers’ Councils
at the Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan (hereinafter — APK) in the formation of
gender identity in the multiethnic environment. The purpose of the study is to identify
the peculiarities of perception and translation of gender roles through the practices
of women’s civic participation and intergenerational dialogue. The methodology
is based on a qualitative approach, including conducting two focus groups with
written responses (n=20) and subsequent content analysis of the data. The sample
included leaders and activists of the APK Mothers’ Council of various ethnicities,
as well as representatives of the academic community. The results demonstrate that
gender attitudes in Kazakhstan are formed at the intersection of family upbringing,
ethnic and cultural affiliation and the activities of civil institutions, including in
the structure of the APK. The family remains a key agent of socialization, with the
mother’s role seen as central. Ethnic specificity significantly influences the models
of femininity and masculinity, creating a multi-layered character of gender identity.
Mothers’ Councils perform a hybrid functional-acting simultaneously as guardians
of cultural traditions and as agents of adapting gender norms to modern challenges.
It is concluded that they play a unique role as an institutional form of women’s civic
leadership integrate into public policy, the scientific novelty lies in the consideration
of the role of the APK Mothers’ Council as an institutional intermediary between
tradition and modernity in the process of identity formation in a multiethnic society

Introduction

The development of scientific research and its commercialisation are key
factors in ensuring sustainable economic growth, innovative competitiveness, and
technological sovereignty. In many countries, the transition from a «science for
science’s sake» model to a «science for the economy» model is driven by a combination
of institutional reforms, legal incentives, and a well-developed technology transfer
infrastructure [1].

In the context of globalisation, science is becoming not only an element of
domestic policy but also an instrument of international competitiveness and a
tool of state «soft power». Therefore, the study of international models of R&D
commercialisation and their adaptation to national contexts is of strategic importance
for Kazakhstan.

In the Republic of Kazakhstan, strategic priorities are defined by the Concept
for the Development of Higher Education and Science for 2023-2029, which
provides for the strengthening of cooperation between higher and postgraduate
education institutions, research organisations, and businesses; the development of
technology transfer mechanisms; and the improvement of research productivity. One
of the key targets is to increase R&D expenditure to 1% of GDP by the end of the
implementation period [2].

According to the National Academy of Sciences, internal R&D expenditures
in 2023 amounted to 172.6 billion tenge (approximately USD 383 million), which
is 42% higher than in 2022. However, the funding structure remains imbalanced:
74.3% comes from the national budget, 16% from organisations’ own resources, and
only 5% from the private sector. At the same time, the GERD-to-GDP ratio (0.145%)
is significantly lower than in OECD countries, where it exceeds 2.5-3% [1].

Despite these positive trends, the institutional structure of commercialisation in
Kazakhstan remains insufficiently integrated: interactions between science, business,
and government are sporadic, and private sector participation in research financing
remains limited.

This study aims to conduct a comparative analysis of international R&D
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commercialisation models and to identify mechanisms applicable to improving
Kazakhstan’s science and innovation policy.

The research objectives include:

1. To characterise institutional commercialisation models in leading countries
(the United States, Canada, Australia, the Republic of Korea, and EU countries).

2. To analyse international methodologies for assessing the effectiveness of
technology transfer centres (ATTP, AUTM).

3. To compare identified practices with Kazakhstan’s national context.

To develop proposals for adapting best practices, taking into account the country’s
resource and institutional specificities.

The main research question is: Which international models of R&D
commercialisation are the most effective, and which elements of these models can
be adapted to enhance the effectiveness of Kazakhstan’s state policy in science and
innovation?

The study hypothesises that the adaptation of key elements of international
R&D commercialisation models, including the legal autonomy of universities in
intellectual property management, hybrid financing mechanisms (grants and private
investment), a well-developed technology transfer infrastructure, and partnerships
with business, will increase the effectiveness of the state policy of the Republic of
Kazakhstan in the field of science and innovation and accelerate the integration of
scientific developments into the economy.

Scientific novelty of the research: The scientific novelty of the study lies
in its comprehensive comparative institutional analysis of international R&D
commercialisation models, with a focus on identifying mechanisms for their
adaptation to the conditions of the national innovation system of the Republic of
Kazakhstan. Unlike most existing studies, which focus primarily on individual
countries or specific technology transfer tools, this paper proposes a systematic
approach to comparing the institutional, financial, and organisational parameters of
the commercialisation of scientific developments. This approach made it possible
to identify key institutional gaps between international models and Kazakhstani
practice and to formulate directions for the institutional transformation of the system
of scientific results commercialisation.

Literature Review

The commercialisation of scientific research and development (R&D) occupies a
central place in contemporary academic literature, as it is widely recognised as a key
mechanism for transforming scientific knowledge into economic and social value.

A significant contribution to the theoretical understanding of technology transfer
processes has been made by the Triple Helix concept developed by H. Etzkowitz and
L. Leydesdorff. This model emphasises the importance of close interaction between
universities, industry, and government in driving innovation [3].

A number of studies focus on institutional factors that determine the effectiveness
of the commercialisation of scientific results. In their study of university—industry
cooperation, J. Bruneel and co-authors note that the key barriers to interaction
between the academic and industrial sectors are differences in organisational goals,
institutional logics, and project time horizons [4]. According to the authors, universities
are oriented towards long-term scientific outcomes and academic freedom, whereas
businesses prioritise rapid commercial impact and market returns. Overcoming these
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barriers requires the development of specialised intermediary institutions such as
technology transfer offices, innovation centres, and technology parks.

International research also highlights the growing role of universities as key actors
in the innovation economy. In their work, Sh. Breznitz and H. Etzkowitz analyse
global models of university technology transfer and note that, in developed countries,
universities are becoming centres for the commercialisation of scientific knowledge,
forming innovation clusters, start-up ecosystems, and mechanisms of interaction with
industry [5]. The authors emphasise that successful commercialisation models are
based on a well-developed institutional infrastructure, including technology transfer
offices, venture funds, business incubators, and intellectual property protection
mechanisms.

Within the framework of the economic approach to the analysis of innovation
systems, the theory of national innovation systems proposed by B. Lundvall has had a
significant impact. According to this concept, innovative development is determined
not only by the level of scientific research but also by the quality of interaction
between universities, industry, and government institutions. The commercialisation
of scientific results is regarded as an important element in strengthening a country’s
innovation potential and technological competitiveness [11].

A separate strand of research is concerned with the factors affecting the
effectiveness of the commercialisation of scientific results. Contemporary empirical
studies show that the effectiveness of technology transfer depends on factors such
as the level of R&D funding, the availability of a well-developed commercialisation
infrastructure, the human capital of research organisations, and the degree of private
sector involvement. For example, G. Alibekova, B. Yedgenov, and E. Mynbayeva
conduct a comparative analysis of the factors affecting the commercialisation of
scientific developments in different countries, showing the significant influence of
the institutional environment and funding structure on innovation outcomes [12].

At the same time, a number of studies indicate the existence of structural barriers
to the development of university—industry cooperation. In particular, the study by
K. Moldashev and B. Sakhimbek shows that, in Kazakhstan, interaction between
universities and industry remains limited due to institutional barriers, low levels of
trust among participants in the innovation system, and the insufficient development
of technology transfer infrastructure [13].

Thus, the analysis of the academic literature makes it possible to identify several
key approaches to the study of R&D commercialisation: institutional, economic,
and organisational. Despite the considerable volume of research, most studies focus
on the experience of developed countries, while the adaptation of international
commercialisation models to developing innovation systems, including Kazakhstan,
remains insufficiently explored. This underscores the relevance of the present study
and the need for a comparative analysis of international R&D commercialisation
models in order to identify mechanisms applicable to improving the state policy of
the Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of science and innovation.

Institutional Models of Commercialisation in Developed Countries

One of the most successful and sustainable models of research commercialisation
is considered to be the American model, based on the Bayh-Dole Act (1980), which
granted universities ownership rights over the results of federally funded research.
This law created the legal foundation for an innovation ecosystem in which
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universities became active participants in the commercial circulation of knowledge.

The implementation of the Act led to the establishment of a network of Technology
Licensing Offices (TLOs), venture funds, business incubators, and industrial parks
affiliated with universities. By the late 1990s, the United States had become a global
leader in the number of university patents and start-ups created on the basis of
academic research. These processes are supported by professional associations such
as AUTM (Association of University Technology Managers) and ATTP (Alliance of
Technology Transfer Professionals) [6].

Canada applies a similar model but with a more prominent role of federal
agencies such as NSERC, NRC, and CECR. Commercialisation there is integrated
into national science programmes and supported by hybrid funding mechanisms: base
grants for universities are combined with investments from industrial partners. This
approach has led to the creation of dozens of commercialisation centres embedded
within universities, ensuring sustainable links between academia and industry [7].

In Australia, the institutional model of commercialisation is based on strong
connections between research centres and industry. The Cooperative Research
Centres (CRC) system unites universities, research organisations, and private
companies around shared applied objectives. Within each CRC, joint laboratories
are established where research results are immediately translated into industrial
implementation [8].

South Korea demonstrates a unique example of state—industry partnership.
The KAIST system, supported by the Ministry of Science and ICT, provides a
complete vertical structure from fundamental research to market-ready products
[9]. The government plays a strategic role by investing in infrastructure, training
professionals, and integrating universities with major industrial conglomerates such
as Hyundai, Kia, and Samsung.

According to comparative international studies (OECD, ATTP), the efficiency
of commercialisation in developed countries is evaluated at multiple levels from
universities and research institutes to national agencies. Evaluation indicators
include financial metrics (ROI, profitability), innovation metrics (patents, licences,
start-ups), and socioeconomic effects (job creation, technology exports) [10].

Thus, in developed countries, science commercialisation is built on four
fundamental institutional principles:

1. Legal autonomy of universities in managing intellectual property rights.

2. Infrastructure support — presence of TTOs (Technology Transfer Offices),
incubators, venture funds, and innovation clusters.

3. Hybrid financing mechanisms combining public grants, private investment,
and venture capital.

4. Systemic coordination among government, academia, and industry.

Theoretical Foundations and Methodological Approaches to
Commercialisation

In contemporary academic discourse, the commercialisation of scientific results
is interpreted as a multi-level process encompassing the creation, protection,
dissemination, and implementation of knowledge in economic practice. Theoretically,
it aligns with the concept of National Innovation Systems (NIS) developed by B.
Lundvall, in which science and technology are regarded as key drivers of long-term
economic growth [11].
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A central position in the methodology of commercialisation analysis is occupied
by the «Triple Helix» model formulated by H. Etzkowitz and L. Leydesdorff.
It posits that successful innovation development is achievable only through the
mutual integration of three sectors: university, industry, and government. Within this
framework, universities are viewed not merely as centres of education and research
but as entrepreneurial organisations capable of producing marketable knowledge-
based products [3].

The «Quadruple Helix» concept further extends this model by incorporating civil
society and end-users, reflecting a shift towards open innovation. This highlights that
the effectiveness of commercialisation is determined not only by technological but
also by social outcomes, such as employment, sustainable development, and digital
inclusivity.

From a methodological standpoint, the commercialisation process is analysed
through economic, institutional, and behavioural models. Economic models assess
the profitability and return on investment of R&D (ROI, IRR, NPV); institutional
models examine the structure of interactions among key stakeholders; and
behavioural models investigate the motivations of researchers and entrepreneurs.
The combination of these approaches provides a more holistic understanding of both
the financial and organisational aspects of knowledge transfer to the economy.

Kazakhstan: Institutional Barriers and National Specificities

The system of R&D commercialisation in Kazakhstan remains at a formative
stage and is characterised by several structural features. According to studies by
G. Alibekova, E. Mynbayeva, and B. Yedgenov, the dominance of public funding,
accounting for more than 70% of total R&D expenditures, combined with a low share
of private investment, constrains the sustainability of the national innovation system
[10]. At the same time, the technology transfer infrastructure, including university-
based Technology Transfer Offices (TTOs), business incubators, and venture funds,
remains underdeveloped and is largely concentrated in major urban centres.

According to prior studies, including econometric assessments, increases in R&D
expenditures and firms’ innovation activity have a positive impact on the export of
innovative products. However, this effect tends to be short-term due to the lack of
stable linkages between research institutions and industry.

The commercialisation of science in Kazakhstan is further hindered by weak
demand from the business sector, bureaucratic constraints, limited competencies in
intellectual property management, and an underdeveloped entrepreneurial culture.
Nevertheless, rising patent activity, the expansion of grant funding, and the growing
number of commercialisation projects indicate the gradual development of certain
elements of the national innovation system.

Despite these improvements, the process remains fragmented and predominantly
administrative in nature: there is no unified institutional coordination, the functions
of various government bodies overlap, and support for R&D is largely confined to
project-based funding. According to K. Moldashev and B. Sakhimbek, one of the key
barriers is the persistent gap between universities and industry, exacerbated by low
levels of trust and the lack of stable channels of interaction [13].

To overcome these barriers, it is necessary to strengthen institutional linkages
within the «science—business—governmenty nexus, develop a robust legal framework
for intellectual property management, create venture financing instruments, and
establish a national system for evaluating the effectiveness of commercialisation.
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International Methodologies and Experience in Evaluating Commercialisation
Effectiveness

Global practice has developed a variety of methodologies for assessing the
effectiveness of commercialisation that reflect both economic and institutional
dimensions. The most widely applied include:

1. Data Envelopment Analysis (DEA) — used to determine the relative
efficiency of projects by comparing inputs (resources) and outputs (results) [14].

2.  Structural Equation Modelling (SEM) - employed to identify
interconnections among success factors (financial, personnel, technological) and
overall commercialisation outcomes [15].

3. Commercialisation Capability System — a comprehensive framework for
assessing an organisation’s technological, marketing, and managerial capacity [16].

4. Two-stage index models — used by the OECD and ATTP to construct
comparative rankings based on composite indicators [17].

The Kazakhstani case, implemented by Science Fund JSC, represents one of
the first examples of the local adaptation of international approaches. According to
previously published studies, an analysis of 152 commercialisation projects over the
period 2016-2018 employed a three-stage evaluation procedure:

Stage I — data collection and systematisation (financial indicators, patents,
exports, taxes, sectors, and regions);

Stage II — application of regression analysis and DEA modelling methods, as
reported in prior studies, to calculate sub-indices (sales, patents, employment, co-
financing, fixed assets, exports, and licences);

Stage III — calculation of an integrated efficiency index.

These methods are discussed in the present study in the context of a review
of previously published research and international practices for evaluating the
effectiveness of commercialisation.

Materials and Methods

The purpose of this study is to identify the patterns and determinants of
R&D commercialisation effectiveness in leading economies and to develop
recommendations for adapting international models to enhance Kazakhstan’s science
and innovation policy.

To achieve this goal, the research followed a multi-stage design that included
data collection and systematisation, comparative and institutional analysis, and the
interpretation of results in the context of Kazakhstan’s National Innovation System
(NIS).

Empirical Base:

*  Statistical data from international organisations (OECD, WIPO, World

Bank, AUTM, ATTP);

«  Official reports from national agencies and universities in the United States,
Canada, Australia, South Korea, and EU member states;

*  Regulatory acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan, such as the Law on Science
and Technology Policy and the Concept for the Development of Higher
Education and Science for 2023-2029;

*  Analytical reports of the National Academy of Sciences and JSC «Science
Fundy;

*  Scientific publications on the commercialisation of scientific developments.
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The following methods were used in the study:

1. Comparative institutional analysis — to identify the specifics of legal regulation,
organizational structure and financing mechanisms of R&D commercialisation
systems in various countries.

2. Content analysis of regulatory documents, strategic programs and analytical
reports of international organizations (OECD, WIPO, AUTM, ATTP).

3. Comparative analysis of statistical indicators of innovation development
(GERD), R&D financing structure, indicators of patent activity, development of
technology transfer infrastructure.

The use of these methods made it possible to identify the institutional features
of international R&D commercialisation models and the mechanisms that can be
adapted to the national innovation system of Kazakhstan.

Stages of the Study:

- collection and organisation of international and national data on
commercialisation mechanisms and institutional frameworks;

- classification of models according to key parameters, including legal
foundations, financing structures, intellectual property management, and technology
transfer infrastructure;

- comparative analysis of leading countries (the United States, Canada,
Australia, South Korea, and the EU) and Kazakhstan;

- comparison of Kazakhstan’s commercialisation tools with international
approaches to assessing the effectiveness of technology transfer presented in OECD,
AUTM, and ATTP materials;

development of recommendations for institutional adaptation and policy reform.

The main question of the study was which international models of R&D
commercialisation are the most effective and which elements of these models are
applicable to improving Kazakhstan’s science and innovation policy.

Results and Discussion

Comparative Analysis of International and Kazakhstani Models

The comparative analysis showed that the effectiveness of the commercialisation
of scientific developments is largely determined by the level of institutional maturity
of national innovation systems. The key factors are the structure of R&D financing,
the degree of autonomy of universities in managing the results of intellectual activity,
the development of technology transfer infrastructure, and the nature of interaction
between the academic sector and industry.

An analysis of international experience demonstrates that the United States,
Canada, Australia, South Korea, and the European Union have established
institutionally stable commercialisation systems based on a combination of legal
autonomy of universities, a well-developed technology transfer infrastructure, and
active private sector participation in research financing.

In contrast, in the Republic of Kazakhstan, the system of commercialisation of
scientific results is at the stage of institutional formation and is characterized by high
dependence on government funding and limited business involvement.

Thus, developed countries display mature institutional frameworks and
well-defined performance indicators, whereas Kazakhstan’s model still reflects
administrative characteristics and a fragmented structure.

Key Findings of the Study

1. Institutional Differentiation

Global experience confirms that autonomous universities are more successful
in commercialising their research outputs. In Kazakhstan, ministerial dependency
constrains universities’ innovation activity. Granting autonomy and IP rights would
significantly enhance technology transfer and attract investment.

2. Financial Structure

In OECD countries, private sector participation in R&D funding ranges from
60-80% (and exceeds 75% in South Korea). In Kazakhstan, it remains below 7%,
reflecting minimal corporate involvement. This imbalance reduces market orientation
and limits long-term innovation capacity.

3. Organisational and Infrastructural Maturity

In developed countries, technology transfer infrastructure is networked,
encompassing Technology Transfer Offices (TTOs), technoparks, accelerators,
venture funds, and industry-specific platforms. In Kazakhstan, these elements exist
but operate in isolation. The absence of a unified digital platform for interaction
among researchers, investors, and businesses results in a low conversion of scientific
ideas into economic products.

4. Intellectual Property Management

Leading universities such as Stanford, MIT, and Cambridge operate structured
systems for patenting, licensing, and revenue-sharing. Kazakhstan lacks a central IP
database and a unified support framework for patents from registration to licensing,
reducing investment attractiveness.

5. Evaluation and Monitoring Systems

Advanced countries employ multi-level evaluation structures — internal audits,
national rankings, and annual reports. AUTM (USA) and ATTP provide standardised
metrics; OECD uses innovation indices. Kazakhstan’s assessments remain
fragmented, with few consistent national indicators.
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Despitepositivetrendsincludinggrowthinpatenting, grants,and commercialisation
projects Kazakhstan’s system remains unbalanced. Most innovation efforts rely on
state grants without sustainable market incentives.

Currently, commercialisation processes in Kazakhstan are mainly implemented
within the framework of government grant programs and are not accompanied by
sustainable market mechanisms for the introduction of scientific developments.

Identified Challenges

» absence of a fully developed technology transfer ecosystem,;

* duplication of functions across ministries and subordinate agencies;

» shortage of professionals in IP management, venture investment, and

innovation leadership;

* weak motivation among scientists to patent and implement research results.

According to surveys by the National Centre for Science and Technology
Evaluation (NCSTE), only 8-10% of research projects reach the prototype stage, and
fewer than 3% achieve commercial application. This underscores the need to reform
R&D governance and introduce measurable performance criteria.

Internationally, a shift is evident from the traditional «lab-to-market» approach
to an integrated innovation ecosystem, where commercialisation forms part of a
continuous cycle:

Scientific research —Technological development— Patenting— Technology tran
sfer— Entrepreneurship— Reinvestment in science.

This integrated model is already institutionalised in countries such as the USA,
Finland, and South Korea, through joint laboratories, corporate R&D centres, and
acceleration programmes.

For example, Business Finland and KISED (Korea Institute of Startup &
Entrepreneurship Development) coordinate collaboration between universities and
private enterprises by providing both financial and advisory support.

For Kazakhstan, implementing similar mechanisms is possible through
institutional adaptation — specifically, by establishing a National Commercialisation
Operator responsible for analytics, support, and monitoring of innovation projects.

The comparative analysis shows that differences in the institutional architecture
of national innovation systems significantly affect the effectiveness of the processes
of commercialisation of scientific research.

The final conclusion

The results of the comparative analysis indicate that the countries with the most
developed system of commercialisation of scientific research have a number of
common institutional characteristics. These include a high share of private R&D
financing, a well-developed technology transfer infrastructure, university autonomy
in managing intellectual property results, as well as sustainable mechanisms for
interaction between science and industry.

Comparing these parameters with the Kazakh model makes it possible to
identify key institutional gaps and formulate directions for reforming the R&D
commercialisation system.

A comparative analysis confirms that successful commercialisation of R&D is
impossible without a comprehensive institutional architecture that unites science,
government and business into a single innovation space.
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International experience shows that the higher the autonomy of universities, the
tighter the ties with industry and the more transparent the evaluation mechanisms,
the higher the level of return on investment in science.

Institutionalization of commercialisation is becoming a key task for Kazakhstan.
This is the creation of a sustainable national mechanism for monitoring, supporting
and evaluating performance, which will turn scientific knowledge into real economic
capital and increase the country's competitiveness in the global innovation space.

A model of institutional adaptation of R&D commercialisation for Kazakhstan

The comparative analysis of international research commercialisation models
allows us to form a conceptual model of institutional adaptation for the Republic of
Kazakhstan.

The proposed model is based on the integration of five key elements of the
innovation ecosystem:

1. The legal autonomy of universities in the management of intellectual property
and technology licensing.

2. Ahybrid financing system combining government grants, corporate investments
and venture capital.

3. Well-developed technology transfer infrastructure, including technology
transfer offices (TTOs), technology parks, incubators and acceleration programs.

4. A system for monitoring and evaluating the effectiveness of commercialisation
based on international indicators (OECD, AUTM, ATTP).

5. Institutional coordination between government, universities and business,
ensuring the formation of a sustainable innovation ecosystem.

Within the framework of this model, commercialisation is considered as a
continuous cycle of transformation of scientific knowledge into economic value.

The implementation of this model will increase the effectiveness of the national
R&D system, strengthen the interaction of science and business and ensure the
sustainable integration of scientific developments into the economy of the Republic
of Kazakhstan.

Recommendations

1. Establish a National Centre for Commercialisation and Technology Transfer
(NCCTT) under the Ministry of Science and Higher Education. The centre should
perform analytical, certification, and monitoring functions, support projects, and
publish annual reports modelled after AUTM, ensuring transparency and international
comparability.

2. Reform R&D Financing. Shift from predominantly budget-funded research
to hybrid models involving businesses, international partners, and venture capital.
Introduce tax incentives and super deductions for investment in applied research.

3. Grant Institutional Autonomy to Universities. Legally allow universities and
research institutes to retain ownership of publicly funded R&D outcomes, establishing
revenue-sharing mechanisms between the state, institutions, and inventors.

4. Develop Human Capital. Create a national system for training and certifying
technology transfer professionals following RTTP international standards. This will
foster a professional market for innovation managers and strengthen institutional
capacity.
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5. Digitalise Commercialisation Processes. Integrate data on research projects,
patents, technology transfer offices, grants, and start-ups into the unified information
system «Kazakhstan Science» platform, ensuring open access and data-driven
management across academia, business, and government.

6. Implement Comprehensive Evaluation Systems. Develop and institutionalise
a national methodology for assessing commercialisation efficiency, based on DEA
models, OECD innovation indicators, and AT TP standards, measuring both economic
and social outcomes.

Conclusion

This study demonstrates that the effectiveness of commercialising scientific and
technological research results depends on a combination of institutional, financial,
and managerial factors, all integrated into a single innovation ecosystem.

Global experience shows that commercialisation is not merely a means of
generating profit but a strategic mechanism for economic modernisation, market
diversification, and ensuring technological sovereignty.

The comparative analysis of models in the USA, Canada, South Korea, Australia,
and EU member states confirms that the main drivers of successful systems are
university autonomy, a developed technology transfer infrastructure, hybrid funding
schemes, and stable partnerships between academia, business, and the state.
Institutional structures such as AUTM, ATTP, CECR, and KAIST play a coordinating
role, establishing professional standards, providing certification, and supporting the
formation of international innovation networks.

For Kazakhstan, the study identifies several structural imbalances: a predominant
reliance on public funding, low participation of the private sector, and the absence of
a national coordinating body or unified monitoring system.

Despite positive trends — including the increase in patents, rising R&D
expenditure, and the establishment of university technology transfer offices — the
process remains largely administrative, lacking continuity and market mechanisms.

Transitioning from fragmented initiatives to a comprehensive innovation
ecosystem requires the institutionalisation of commercialisation as a core strategic
direction of national science and technology policy. This involves creating effective
inter-ministerial coordination, professional certification systems, and transparent
digital monitoring of innovation outcomes.

By integrating these reforms, Kazakhstan can accelerate the transfer of research
results into economic value, enhance global competitiveness, and ensure sustainable
development through innovation.
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Abstract. Afghanistan remains an important factor for Central Asia not only
in terms of security but also in the context of the region's connectivity and devel-
opment. Furthermore, it is crucial to examine the economic potential of bilateral
relations between Afghanistan and the region. One key focus of this study is rela-
tions between Afghanistan and Uzbekistan. Geography, trade, and regional po-
litical factors contribute to the historically important and strategically significant
relationship between Afghanistan and Uzbekistan. Since the Taliban's return to
power in Afghanistan in 2021, the nature of the Afghan economy and politics, as
well as Afghanistan's interactions with its neighbor, have fundamentally changed.
One focus of this study is an analysis of the development of economic and politi-
cal relations between Afghanistan and Uzbekistan in the areas of trade and infra-
structure development, as well as the political strategies aimed at achieving these
goals. The study employs a qualitative approach to analyze key factors and chal-
lenges in bilateral cooperation, drawing on official agreements, policy documents,
news, and academic sources. The results show that although Uzbekistan is actively
developing economic interactions, particularly in the transport and energy sectors,
long-term stability and cooperation with Afghanistan are limited by political un-
certainty in the country.

Introduction

With the Taliban returning to power in Afghanistan in August 2021, the
neighboring states were confronted with a fundamental strategic dilemma, forcing
them to readjust their foreign policy in the face of such extreme uncertainty. Dilemma
case of Uzbekistan, which borders Afghanistan at an unstable 137-kilometer stretch
and whose history is deeply linked to that of Afghanistan, the Dilemma was especially
acute: how to balance the interests of the nation without giving an unacceptable
regime.

This paper holds that the post-2021 strategy of Uzbekistan is a paradigm
of strategic pragmatism: a philosophy, a view, an overlay of national interests in
observation, economic connectivity, energy exports, and border control instead of
ideological orientation, which is achieved in direct, transactional relations with the
de facto authorities of the Taliban [4, p.17-23, 6, 24].

This paper argues that Uzbekistan’s post 2021 strategy represents a distinct
paradigm of strategic pragmatism: a doctrine characterized by a focus on observable
national interests economic connectivity, energy exports, and border security
over ideological alignment, pursued through direct, transactional relations with
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the Taliban’s de facto authorities [4,P.17"-" 23,6,24,44]. Rather than isolating
Afghanistan, Tashkent has sought to transform its southern neighbor into a critical
corridor for trade and transit while simultaneously attempting to contain security
externalities through calibrated engagement [6,27,33,41].

This contemporary policy is not an isolated phenomenon but the outcome of a
gradual historical evolution. Under President Islam Karimov, a doctrine of defensive
isolationism cast Afghanistan primarily as a source of non traditional security threats,
including religious extremism, narcotics trafficking, and cross border instability
[16,25]. Since 2016, under President Shavkat Mirziyoyev, Tashkent has increasingly
redefined Afghanistan as a strategic corridor towards South Asian markets, anchored
in flagship infrastructure projects such as the Hairatan—Mazar i Sharif railway and
the proposed Trans Afghan corridor [6,7,27,41].

It is on this background that the article poses the question: has the strategic
pragmatism of Uzbekistan shaped the course of economic and political relationships
with Afghanistan since the Taliban came back to power in 2021? It provides a
conceptually informed and empirically based examination of one of the most
important bilateral relations in Central Asia that presents the combination of
economic tools (trade, infrastructure, energy exports) and diplomatic ambiguity in
dealing with a non-recognized regime. [3,p.45"-" 62,23,37,44].

The article first situates the case within the existing scholarly literature on
Afghanistan—Uzbekistan relations, economic connectivity, and regional security,
tracing the emergence of strategic pragmatism as a distinct pattern in post 2021
interactions [3,16,33,37,46]. It then outlines the qualitative research design, which
combines documentary analysis with elite interviews. Subsequently, it presents
empirical findings on economic cooperation (trade, infrastructure, energy) and
political diplomatic engagement [6,14,27,41,44]. Finally, the discussion synthesizes
these findings to assess the resilience and limitations of strategic pragmatism
as a foreign policy doctrine under conditions of sanctions, non recognition, and
shifting regional power dynamics, and draws implications for the future of regional
connectivity and stability [18,p.113"-" 137,31,33,41].

Literature Review

The complex and multifaceted relations between Afghanistan and Uzbekistan
are established on the principles of geographical position, vulnerability, and strategic
opportunities, and Afghanistan remains a bottleneck and a key aspect of the foreign
policy calculus of Tashkent [46]. Bilateral relations have been recalibrated in the
last five years, and particularly after the Taliban came back into power in 2021. As
noted by the literature, the foreign policy of Tashkent is pragmatic and interest-
driven which is based on economic connectivity, infrastructure development, and
prudent security co-operation. This approach, which is sometimes known as strategic
pragmatism, puts a stronger weight on the practical advantages, such as the export
of trade and energy, and leaves the political legitimacy of the Taliban [4, P. 17-23;
24]. The review presented below consolidates the latest discussions in academic
literature, policy reports, and media reports, and is twofold, focusing on the economy
as well as the political aspect of this changing bilateral relationship.

The literature on the relations between Afghanistan and Uzbekistan is dominated
by the economic aspect of relations, with analysts stating that trade and infrastructure
are the pillars of bilateral interaction.
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The literature is unanimous about the fact that bilateral trade has been
asymmetrical and resilient. From 2021 to 2024, the volumes of trade surpassed over
one billion dollars per year as Uzbekistan exported electricity, wheat, construction
materials, and manufactured goods, and imported tiny amounts of goods [44, 21].
Such an advantage provides Tashkent with considerable dividends since Afghanistan
will have to be economically dependent on the supply of Uzbekistan [33].

On the one hand, as few researchers claim that this arrangement is stabilizing the
frail economy in Afghanistan, on the other hand, there is the potential of resentment
and dependency [45]. As a tool to diversify the Afghan exports and minimize the
asymmetry, the Preferential Trade Agreement offered in 2023 was presented, but the
overall implementation of the tool remains restricted [44].

The policy interest in infrastructure, which is the current policy area of Uzbekistan,
was also the issue of active discussion in the previous decade. The Hairatan-Mazar-
i-Sharif railway was built with the assistance of the Asian Development Bank, and
since 2011, it has been one of the most significant arteries in the transportation of
goods and humanitarian aid, with the operation and maintenance contract with the
Uzbek company Sogdiana Trans being renewed to 2025-2026, which again confirms
its central role in bilateral trade [5,6,7, 49, 50]. The interest in extending this network
has not diminished: in February 2025, the governments of Uzbekistan and the
Taliban declared their intention to extend the existing line to Herat, and the Tashkent
government pledged to fund the project and send experts to carry out the feasibility
study and conduct preliminary survey and planning, but the actual construction
will not start until the feasibility research is complete [7,14, 51].Nonetheless, the
Trans-Afghan Railway project which is to connect Termez with Pakistan through
Afghanistan land and in turn Central Asia with South Asian markets captures more
academic attention [27,41,23]. Uzbekistan, Afghanistan and Pakistan signed a
tripartite framework agreement in July 2025 to prepare a joint feasibility study to
remain a corridor between Termez and the Kharlachi border crossing, and Tashkent
ratified the relevant intergovernmental agreement and appointed its Ministry of
Transport as the implementing authority in February 2026 [14,41,23, 47, 48].

This project is something that is being increasingly discussed in the literature, not
merely as a commercial project but as a geopolitical route that, by doing so, would
make Uzbekistan less reliant on the routes that are controlled by Russia and allow
it to avoid relying on Iranian transit opportunities. The trilateral agreements, visits
by different ministers, and the recent passage of the feasibility study have all been
quoted as indications that Tashkent is resolute in spite of the political uncertainty in
Afghanistan [1,14,23].

The similar investments in the extractive industries, like the Totti-Mardan gas
field agreement, also demonstrate the desire of Uzbekistan to establish its presence
in Afghanistan economically [29]. These programs reflect the policy of strategic
pragmatism, in which economic interests act as instruments of action and function as
insurance against chaos.

The exports of electricity are one of the sectors that are critical sectors.
Considering that Afghanistan relies on imported electricity for its power supply,
Uzbekistan provides over 50 percent of the imports that energize major urban areas
and its institutions [44]. According to scholars, such dependence offers leverage and
responsibility to Uzbekistan since interruptions of supply, due to the unpaid Afghan
bills or security attacks, may be destabilizing [22].
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Therefore, the economic literature describes a two-fold story, as the involvement
of Uzbekistan expands life lines to Afghanistan and solidifies the position of
Tashkent as a regional center, the asymmetric system of trade and investment raises
long-term questions of sustainability. In addition to economics, the political literature
also focuses on the pragmatic calculus of Uzbekistan in its attempts to man oeuvre
within an unstable regional environment. Uzbekistan is directly vulnerable to the
threats of cross-border terrorism due to the length of its border with Afghanistan (137
km). Security problems that originate in the north of Afghanistan have been a major
worry among analysts in the region since the Taliban overthrew the government
[25]. Recent sources in the [22] and in [17] state that the threats of the Islamic State
Khorasan Province (ISKP) and remnants of the Islamic Movement of Uzbekistan
(IMU) are quite significant.

Tashkent, in turn, has followed a policy that can be termed as engagement to
contain. The Border Management and Security Agreement between the Taliban
administration and Uzbekistan is reviewed as a cooperation of trust less than a means
to guarantee the communication channels and minimize the chances of unwinding
[22]. Analysts believe that Uzbekistan can buy Taliban cooperation using economic
resources, i.e., to provide a source of electricity, trade, investments in return for
agreeing to secure the borders and guarantees against terrorism [38, p. 1-28, 39].

But there are considerable weaknesses to this model. The fragile capability of
the Taliban and their disputed dominion of military outfits make security assurances
dubious. Cross-border incidents continue to be intermittent yet never-ending, which
indicates the vulnerability of the Uzbekistan security policy [17].

Bilateral relations are also characterized by diplomatic aspect, which is
characterized by calculated ambiguity by scholars. Uzbekistan is a place where high-
ranking negotiations and regional conferences are arranged, but the recognition of
the Taliban regime is strictly avoided on the level of formality [42, 31]. In this stance,
Tashkent can protect its national interests without violation of the international rules
of non-recognition.

Regarding the greater geopolitical picture, Uzbekistan and Afghanistan's policies
overlap with the great power politics. Analysts note that Tashkent is conducting a
balancing act between Chinese ambitions as a part of the Belt and Road Initiative
(BRI), Russian security concerns, and Western anxieties about dealing with the
Taliban [16, P.; 22-39]. Some reports warn that with the possibility of Afghanistan
joining bigger regional connectivity networks [41], the Uzbekistan region might
increase its status as a transit center or lose its influence as an avoidable route.

Another emerging topic that is of the literature is the non-traditional security risks,
especially water politics. The construction of the Qosh Tepa Canal by the Taliban
that redirects the water flow of the Amu Darya is being increasingly framed as a
geopolitical matter with immediate implications for the agriculture of Uzbekistan [ 18,
P. 113137, 9]. Researchers observe that water wars are more likely to hit national
interests than trade or electricity wars and can turn out to be intractable to pragmatic
bargaining. This advancement depicts the boundaries of economic involvement in
controlling the underlying resource rivalry.

Literature has significant gaps, even though attention on the subject increases.
First, most of the analyses focus on the economic, security, and diplomatic aspect
in their isolation with no overall conceptualization of strategic pragmatism. Second,
most research are based on foreign interpretations such as government reports,
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international reports, and media, but there is limited representation of Afghan views.
Inclusion of the opinion of Taliban officials, local Afghan businesses, and civil
society actors is rarely included, creating a poor image of bilateral dynamics. More
recent academic activity has started to shift this way. Anvar, Rahimov, and Sattorov
combine trade and security aspects [3, P. 45-62], and [23] puts the Trans-Afghan
railway in the context of the general trends of regional geopolitics. Nevertheless,
systematic bilateral-level analysis is not common.

The increase in the post-2021 literature covering Afghanistan-Uzbekistan
relations cites the emergence of a distinctive dynamic of strategic pragmatism, which
should be comprehended in conjunction with the contemporary Taliban campaign of
diplomatic and economic expansion into Central Asia [37], with Tashkent striking
a balance between economic drive and political risk and political prudence and
security imperative. Trade, infrastructure, and energy exports centralize the power of
Uzbekistan economically and reveal asymmetries. Politically, diplomatic ambiguity
and transactional security cooperation enables engagement to be made without
recognition, but still vulnerable to emerge, especially with the emergence of non-
traditional threats such as water politics.

The progress of the last 2 years proves the possibility and vulnerability. In the case
of Afghanistan, Uzbekistan provides a lifeline of electricity, trade, and connections
projects. In the case of Uzbekistan, Afghanistan is seen as its way to South Asia
and a continuing source of insecurity. However, the survival of this practical model
is questionable. The future academic work should include the Afghan view and
formulate combined models to represent the economic, security, and diplomatic
components of this multifaceted bilateral relationship.

Research Problem

This paper will look at the way Afghanistan and Uzbekistan have reset their
bilateral relationship after the Taliban came back to power in 2021. Although
Uzbekistan has been practicing a policy of strategic pragmatism with a balance
between economic interactions and careful political observation, the success, and the
restrictiveness of such a policy have not been studied thoroughly. This dynamic is
essential in understanding both bilateral relations and the implications that the whole
region faces regarding stability and connectivity.

Research Question

The question that guides the article is the following:

What is the way that Uzbekistan has approached strategic pragmatism that has
influenced the path of economic and political relations with Afghanistan since the
Taliban returned to power in 20217

Research Gap

In the existing literature, the focus is on the individual characteristics of
Uzbekistan pragmatism as a trade development, infrastructure development,
including the Trans-Afghan Railway, and the coordination of security. Most analysis,
however, treats these variables separately. The absence of detailed works, which
integrate economic and political aspects into one paradigm, and clearly associate
them with the doctrine of strategic pragmatism. Furthermore, such urgent questions
as the prospect of engagement with an unknown regime, how to avoid sanctions and
financial limitations, and what it can mean to the traditions of regional diplomacy are
not discussed enough.
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The proposed research will attempt to fill this gap by offering a combined
examination of the interaction of economic cooperation and political pragmatism as
mutually reliant instruments of statecraft in the policy of Tashkent on Kabul. This
way, it addresses the issue of fragmented accounts by offering a coherent picture of
bilateral relations in the unprecedented political conditions.

Methodology

This study will focus on qualitative mixed-methods research to examine the
process of recalibration of Afghanistan-Uzbekistan relations after the Taliban
came to power in 2021. This method will combine both documentary analysis and
interviews with elites, which enables triangulation between the evidence of distinct
types and increases the validity of the findings [8, P. 455-476; 11, P. 27-40; 30,
p. 210]. The changes in policies, economic programs, and diplomatic approaches
were followed with the help of primary and secondary sources, such as governmental
materials, reports of international agencies, publications of various think tanks,
academic literature, and reliable media. The search took place in Scopus, Web of
Science, and official portals during the years 2021-2025 and used such keywords
as Uzbekistan-Afghanistan relations, Trans-Afghan Railway, Taliban diplomacy,
and Central Asia connectivity. Three semi-structured interviews in Kabul in March
2025 with the senior Afghan Ministry of Foreign Affairs officials in charge of Central
Asia, South Asia, and Economic Affairs were used to supplement the analysis of the
documentary. The interviews were conducted over an average of 50 minutes with the
usage of an open-ended protocol, which allowed access to the unofficial information
[19, P. 669—672, 15 p. 120]. They were conducted ethically: participants were told
the academic objective of the research, they provided their consent, and the level of
confidentiality was ensured with the anonymity of interviewees, who were named as
Officials. The thematic coding approach [12, P. 77-101] was used to analyze the data,
both deductive themes (economic connectivity, pragmatic diplomacy, and security
engagement) and inductive themes (as identified by interviews), which included
the non-recognition paradox, payment mechanisms based on sanctions, and water
politics. Convergences, including those related to a common focus on infrastructure
cooperation, and divergences, including the different opinions on the sustainability
of bilateral engagement under international sanctions, became possible due to the
integration of sources.

Considering the dynamism of infrastructure in the region, the data about significant
transport and energy projects (such as the Trans-Afghan railway and cross-border
electricity transmission lines) were compared with the official statements and news
posts until February 2026 [14, 47, 52].

Findings

The course of Afghanistan-Uzbekistan relations since the Taliban took
overpower in 2021 represents a balancing between the discourse of sovereignty in
perspective, and opportunity in perspective in Kabul, and the policy of pragmatic
engagement in the Uzbekistan perspective. The economic recovery in Afghanistan
is still very weak, backed by the end of peace and socio-economic outlook, and the
issue still has deep structural weaknesses [40, 44]. Although Uzbekistan has never
officially acknowledged the Taliban government, its cooperation on various matters
has increased through the three main aspects, namely, economic, political, and
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infrastructural. There are more official discourses according to which Afghanistan
is a collaborative actor in the development of the region [26, 43]. The documentary
discussion and interviews with the elite prove the truth Kabul desires to develop
credibility and legitimacy, and Tashkent considers the economic interdependence
from the perspective of gaining stability and connectivity to the region.

The responses to the interview with top officials of the Afghan Ministry of Foreign
Affairs can be summarized with three common themes in the strategic discourse of
Kabul: the concept of sovereignty, opportunity, and legitimacy. Authorities stressed
that they were focused on working towards sovereignty and a lack of interventions,
where neighbors were assured that they wanted Afghanistan not to export insecurity:
I will make any effort [ can to ensure no threat, and no danger from Afghanistan to
its neighbors or any other country (Interview, Central Asia Desk Director, 2025).
Meanwhile, Kabul is selling itself as an economic prospect by claiming that the
pullout of the Western forces has left room to enable the regional natural integration
(Interview, South Asia Desk Director, 2025). Lastly, there is the element of the
government promoting domestic legitimacy, a quality of emphasis on land control,
and a drop in corruption: "The government in power now also has full authority and
sovereignty over the territory of the country... the corruption that has always been
fashionable, has now ceased to exist" (Interview, 2025). The combination of these
themes is an effort to reinvent Afghanistan from a pariah state to a partner to work
with in the region, and these efforts are in line with Uzbekistan's quest to find serious
ways to interact.

The bilateral cooperation has acquired economic relations as its principal
foundation. Trade volumes amounted to above USD 1 billion per year since 2021,
with the Uzbek exports of electricity, petroleum, wheat, and construction items
leading the show, and the exports of the Afghan country, mostly dried fruits and
herbs, being among the limited volumes [45, 21, 13]. In addition to this official trade,
there are substantial unofficial or "underground" trade networks that have existed
outside the formal economy and continue to be an integral part of cross-border
economies [20, P. 135-154].

As one of the ways to decrease this disparity, Uzbekistan launched a Preferential
Trade Agreement, which reduced the tariffs on Afghan goods [44]. Termez Cargo
Center nearly appears to be an assertively multipurpose customs and trans-modal
transport hub [34], and the Afghan officials perceive it as a signal of the importance
of more comprehensive integration across the region (Interview, Economic Affairs
Director, 2025). Tashkent has made balanced decisions in terms of diversification,
since it has been investing in pharmaceuticals, cement, and food processing, yet
sanctions and a cash-based economy in Afghanistan are significant limitations [44].
Afghanistan has a long-term potential of mineral wealth such as copper, lithium, and
iron ore, into which the strategic calculus is added.

The infrastructure projects provide the basis of pragmatic interdependence. The
Trans-Afghan railway line in question that will connect Termez to Pakistan via the
Afghan country has been institutionalized by a tripartite framework agreement on
the joint feasibility study and agreement on the intergovernmental agreement on its
implementation between Uzbekistan and 2025 and 2026, respectively and, assuming
implementation as proposed, is estimated to cut several days off transit between South
and Central Asia [14,27,41]. Moreover, literature places emphasis on the synergy of
utilizing digital ICT infrastructure in the deployment of such transport corridors in
order to develop smart pathways that have maximum economic and development
potential [41]. Energy cooperation also provides a greater level of interdependence:
Uzbekistan provides a significant part of the imported electricity in Afghanistan
on long-term contracts, which were prolonged to 2025 and once more in 2026, in
addition to the financial package of energy projects till 2027 [18,44, 52, 53, 54].
There are plans to build the 500 kV transmission line, Surkhan-Pul-e-Khumri, and
to develop the main Afghan substations, which will allow importing a level of 1 GW
of electricity in Uzbekistan [18,29,44, 52, 53]. An illustration of the strengthening of
energy relations is the USD 100 million yearly investment in the Totti-Mardan gas
field in Afghanistan that Uzbekistan has agreed to invest in 2025 [29]. However, there
are some barriers to growth, such as imbalances in trade, sanctions, a weak banking
system in Afghanistan [35] and security issues, bottlenecks in the infrastructure, and
competition with Pakistan and Iran [38]. This risk of Uzbekistan losing its leverage
as Afghanistan may enter the China-Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC) could also
provide Afghanistan with alternative southern outlets [33, 31]. However, governments
of both countries have stated that they want to grow their trade to USD 3 billion, and
the power of economic pragmatism can be seen [31]. The major pragmatic approach
on the part of Uzbekistan has been during engagement without recognition. Tashkent
has established itself as a bridge, and one illustration is the Tashkent Conference on
Afghanistan in 2022 that encouraged conditional cooperation [42]. As stated, border
security, counter-extremism, and connectivity remain the priorities of the country,
which analysts indicate are the fundamental factors that make Tashkent still pursue
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the policy of engagement despite the political risks [32]. A prime example of this
approach is the 2022 Border Management and Security Agreement, which created
a permanent institution for the previously informal counter-terrorism cooperation
[22]; the 2022 Electricity Trade Agreement provided a secure electricity supply to
Afghanistan [44] as well as; the 2023 Transit Agreement ensured that Afghanistan
could reach both Europe and Central Asia via Hairatan [36]. The practice of creating
formal agreements regarding cooperation continued through 2024 when the two
countries signed five new agreements to develop and increase their economic and
logistic ties [2]. Nevertheless, Tashkent is always on the alert. This is conditioned
by the security threats of the ISIS-K and the Islamic Movement of Uzbekistan [13],
environmental tensions between the Qosh Tepa Canal and its influence on the Amu
Darya [18, P. 113—137], as well as great-power tensions between China, Russia,
and the United States [13]. Irrespective of the mentioned obstacles, Uzbekistan still
considers the process of economic integration as the most efficient tool to rely upon
to cement the stability and ensure its role as a regional center [6]. Combined, they can
be interpreted as an intertwining of the Afghan stories and Uzbek reality. Kabul aims
to convey the message of its independence, reliability, and economic feasibility, and
Tashkent interprets it by action in the form of business, energy, and infrastructure. The
two parties have realized the strategic value of interdependence, but their interaction
is limited by sanctions, asymmetrical trade relationships, local rivalry, and emerging
water confrontations. Finally, the resilience of the relations between Afghanistan
and Uzbekistan is also shaped by the possibility of resisting such pressures in the
form of pragmatic cooperation. Even though this will be enhanced by economic
interdependence, structural asymmetry, and the management of regional competition
will have to be addressed in the long term to lead to stability.

Discussion

It is proven that since 2021, the distinguishing feature that are the distinguishing
feature of Afghanistan and Uzbekistan relations is defined neither by the direct
recognition of the Taliban regime nor by its total denial. Rather, Uzbekistan has
entrenched a culture of strategic pragmatism, an adaptive multidimensional policy
consisting of maximizing short-term economic and military benefits by carefully
seeking to stabilize the region. This trend is not only logically consistent but is a
fundamentally weak course, as it will be conditioned by external contingencies that
Tashkent can do nothing about.

Strategic pragmatism is the most viable one in the case of economics. Political
uncertainty [45] and flagship projects, such as the Trans-Afghan Railway, the
investment involving the Totti-Mardan gas field, improved in 2025 [29], did not
affect the bilateral trade volumes that went above USD 1.5 billion in 2024. By
these enterprises, they transcend well past the business justification of developing a
consolidated power, which is brought about by geopolitical practices of consolidating
power. This course of plan may be discussed as aligned with the broader literature
that identifies with the application of economics as the primary instrument of
foreign policy of the Uzbekistan phenomenon [44, 6, 29, 33]. The dependence has
been created by Tashkent by supplying nearly 60 percent of the power, fuel, and
in Afghanistan, and the Preferential Trade Agreement (PTA) has strengthened the
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dependence by offering mannequins to Kabul, which carry with them the status of
a still closer member of the economic space of Uzbekistan. But such a concession
is quite unequal. The balance of trade reflects significant asymmetry, with
approximately USD 855.9 million in Uzbek exports compared to USD 28.3 million
in Afghan exports in 2024, which highlights a pronounced asymmetry in trade and
raises questions about the long-term sustainability and political perception of such
an arrangement [55]. As much as the Taliban government is mounting a facade of
a mutually rewarding relationship, the asymmetry that persists does not make it
possible to sustain goodwill, which may generate resentment in Afghanistan.

Security is the second and the most contradictory of the pillars of strategic
pragmatism. Uzbekistan has coordinated efforts with Kabul to prevent threats that
are born on the Afghan soil, although it is skeptical about Taliban commitments.
The Taliban government views Afghanistan as threatening and disrespectful of its
neighbors (Interview, Central Asia Desk Director, 2025), despite Tashkent adopting
the cautious mantra of trust but verify. It was institutionalized with the 2022 Border
Management and Security Agreement, but it shows the vulnerability of Taliban
commitments by cross-border ISIS-K attacks to Uzbekistan [17]. Analysts support
this skepticism: collaboration of the security companies is not pegged on trust, but on
another need [22, 10]. It is what amounts to a policy of security commodification, and
in such a scheme, economic engagement is provided as a reward to counterterrorism
cooperation, which is a tactic that is mentioned to be central to the Tashkent policy
in regional security [39]. The bet, however, is risky- should the Taliban be unable
to check extremist action, the collapse of the security philosophy of Uzbekistan can
happen. It is what makes the process of security engagement in the pragmatism of
Tashkent the most perilous aspect.

A diplomatic policy is an extremely sensitive component of the given strategy.
Uzbekistan has made it easy to integrate Afghanistan into the regional trade blocs,
such as the SCO, and hold meetings, such as that of the Tashkent conference on
Afghanistan, a country that is not ready to give official recognition to the activities
of Pakistan. This uncertainty, created by counting, gives Tashkent the potential
to create a balance between the international norms, pressures of great powers,
and national interests. But Kabul is exasperated at this flank. This recognition,
according to the Taliban officials, is the last stage of achieving the target of more
intensive cooperation. This is one of the factors that contributed to the prolonged
monetary crisis in Afghanistan, which is enhanced by sanctions. However, when it
comes to Uzbekistan, however, ambiguity proves to be strategic insulation, as the
country manages to emerge a winner in the aspect of diplomatic capital without the
been required reputational cost. Such a halfway covenant, as [3, P. 45—62] added,
comes across as an indicator of pragmatism; on the contrary, it places Tashkent at
a more prominent position as an actor in the region. Nonetheless, the upper floor
of this model is self-evident: penalties and banking restrictions impose restrictions
on the level of integration, leading to the inconsistencies allegedly inside the
Uzbekistan policy.

Combined, all three elements, the economic, security, and diplomatic aspects,
form a soothing yet dangerous doctrine of practical realism in a strategic context.
Economics offers Uzbekistan unequal bargaining; cooperation on security is the

rationale behind those economic investments, though concomitantly with evidence
of the Taliban making deliveries [39]; or diplomatic muddiness that allows them
to engage without going to international boundaries. Nonetheless, there are few
outer influences on which architecture is exposed. Four scenarios are especially
destabilizing: a potential water conflict over the Qosh Tepa Canal that can set
Tashkent against Kabul in spite of the attempts to engage; the prospect of the
inclusion of Afghanistan into CPEC that threatens to relocate the trade southward
and diminishes the leverage of Uzbekistan; the narrow possibility of the Taliban to
provide and employ the services they are unlikely to integrate finance internationally;
and the international sanctions regime that has not been resolved yet. The Uzbekistan
strategic pragmatism can thus be termed as a strategized gamble. It is based on
the belief that Afghanistan will be stable enough to conduct the trade, only to be
isolated enough to be perpetually reliant on Tashkent. Even though this gamble has
provided short-term benefits, its future sustainability in the long term is uncertain.
The viability of the model depends not only on the internal stability of Afghanistan,
but also on the development of regional tensions and world power balance beyond
the control of Uzbekistan.

Conclusion

In this study, the authors analyzed how Uzbekistan has applied strategic
pragmatism in its relations with Afghanistan since 2021. The analysis reveals a
bilateral relationship emerging from the interplay of Afghan narratives and Uzbek
strategies.

On the Afghan side, the Taliban crafts a discourse of sovereign power, the absence
of external threats, and friendly relations with regional partners for shared prosperity.
This discourse aims to gain external legitimacy and economic participation.

On the Uzbek side, selective engagement is predicated on the principles of
strategic pragmatism. Tashkent welcomes opportunities that can benefit it, such as
facilitating trade expansion, investing in infrastructure, and the ability to minimize
risks through border strengthening and careful recognition diplomacy.

The result is a relationship characterized by strong economic integration and
low levels of political trust. Trade, electricity, and transit corridors have become
tools allowing Uzbekistan to influence Afghanistan's stability while simultaneously
securing its own security. However, this strategy is plagued by structural
contradictions: it seeks permanent integration without full recognition, permanence
without trust, and a guarantee of security for an unreliable ally.

Thus, Uzbekistan's policy is a risky but prudent gamble. Its success will depend
on factors largely beyond Tashkent's control: the Taliban government's ability to
govern the country, the water conflict, the ambitions of China and other regional
actors, and international sanctions. If these processes exert a negative influence, the
structure of pragmatism could collapse, leaving Uzbekistan in danger.

Nevertheless, the situation between Afghanistan and Uzbekistan offers several
important lessons for international relations. It illustrates how states (using Uzbekistan
as an example) can use pragmatic, multilateral missions to negotiate with unstable
neighbors, pursuing economic and security interests while also exercising diplomatic
restraint. Regardless of the success or failure of this process and relationship, it could
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become a key example of strategic pragmatism in promoting regional connectivity

and stability.

TURKISH CULTURAL DIPLOMACY IN THE 21ST CENTURY:
TV SERIES AS A TOOL FOR PROMOTING NEO-OTTOMAN IDEOLOGY

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Abstract. The article analyzes the role of Turkish TV series in promoting neo-
Ottoman ideology within the framework of Turkey’s cultural diplomacy in the 21*
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century. The empirical and theoretical basis of the study relies on domestic and foreign
scientific works that examine the concepts of cultural diplomacy, «soft power» and
neo-Ottomanism. The analysis identifies several key mechanisms through which
Turkish TV series influence international audiences, including the reconstruction of
historical memory, the promotion of shared cultural and civilizational codes, and the
formation of a positive image of Turkey. The study demonstrates that the widespread
distribution of Turkish TV series in the Middle East, Balkans and Central Asia is the
result of not only cultural proximity, but also of a targeted cultural policy. The scientific
novelty of the article lies in considering TV series not only as cultural products, but
also as active elements of modern foreign policy discourse. The authors’ conclusions
allow us to explain the features of the implementation of cultural diplomacy through
media formats and systematize the mechanisms of dissemination of neo-Ottoman
ideology in the modern information space. The practical significance of the research
is reflected in the analysis of strategies of international cultural influence and in
assessing the role of media products in foreign policy.

INCREASING ACTIVITY OF INTERNATIONAL TERRORIST
ORGANIZATIONS IN CENTRAL ASIA IN THE MEDIUM TERM

Abstract. One of the main goals of the study was to identify the extent of the
terrorist threat in Central Asia and the problems of regional security. The study
was based on the materials of The Jamestown Foundation Global Research &
Analysis, Global Terrorism Database, Armed Conflict Location & Event Data
Project and George Washington University. Special attention was paid to the need
to monitor the dynamics of changes in social processes and factors contributing
to the manifestations of international terrorism in Central Asian countries.This
direction shows the relevance of such a study. The lack of formats for interaction
between society and the state authorities of Central Asian countries on the issue
of how religious life should develop and what forms it should take creates certain
risks of possible destabilization in the region. Therefore, in the short term, local
destabilization situations may still manifest themselves in the form of various
extremist acts from terrorist attacks to mass riots, the organization of which can be
taken over by radical religious and terrorist groups, which, in turn, is permanent and
already happening at the moment.

This article examines a model for human resource management (HRM)
in government agencies, based on international experience with the ecosystem
approach. It substantiates the need to move from a fragmented and administrative
understanding of HR work to a holistic, people-centered, and strategically oriented
model of human capital management. The ecosystem approach is interpreted
as the development of a flexible and open HRM system integrating government
institutions, educational and scientific organizations, digital platforms, professional
communities, and civil society. The central element of the model is the HRM
management cycle, including planning, organization, motivation, control, and
evaluation, with the civil servant at its center. The model's structure is described,
consisting of interconnected subsystems for attracting, developing, evaluating,
motivating, and retaining personnel. Particular attention is paid to the institutional,
technological, and social interactions, as well as feedback mechanisms. It is
concluded that the implementation of an ecosystem HRM model contributes to
improved public administration efficiency, the development of human resource
potential, and strengthening public trust in the civil service.
