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Annotation. The article presents an analysis of various concepts of nationalism as a
socio-political phenomenon. The variety of approaches to understanding the phenomenon
of nationalism indicates the absence of a single universal theory. An attempt has been
made to consider the rather complex problems of the nation and nationalism, based on
the most influential concepts. The main attention is paid to the key theories of the nation
and nationalism that developed in the 20th century.

Accordingtothe mainmethods ofresearch and analysis of the problems of nationalism,
the following areas of research can be distinguished. First of all, primordialism, which
substantiates the uniqueness of the phenomenon of nationalism. The communicative
direction considers nationalism as the main tool for the modernization of traditional
society. Constructivist theories view nations and nationalism as the result of purposeful
activity. The nation, according to constructivism, is an artificial social entity. From the
point of view of functionalists, the origin and development of nationalism is associated
with the implementation of a certain social function. Representatives of functionalism
see the main task of nationalism in ensuring the stability of social processes.

The formation of nationalism is associated with the modernization of society, the
emergence of compulsory education and common cultural values. The analysis carried
out allowed the authors to conclude that these approaches can be the basis for researching
the phenomenon of nationalism and developing practical methods for solving problems
in the field of national policy in a multi-ethnic state.

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Abstract. Nation-building is considered as a way of opposing centrifugal forces,
in order to preserve the civil identity of multinational states. In modern science,
the process of nation-building is associated with «identity», «identification»,
mainly implying civil and political identity. After the collapse of the Soviet Union,
all countries began an active search for their own identity as the basis of nation-
building, and this search is largely connected with history. Historical memory
plays the role not only of preserving and transmitting information, but also of an
ideological component - the unifier of an ethnos, a civil nation with the state into
a single whole. The state as a subject of nation-building introduces ideologically
actualized historical concepts into the historical consciousness of the nation. These
concepts are actively introduced into a wide public discourse, where a special role
is assigned to the scientific community. Based on the analysis of scientific works
and discursive data, an attempt is made to show the place and role of the concepts
«Chagatai ulus» and «state of nomadic Uzbeksy in the nation-building process of
modern Uzbekistan. The article shows the content and meaning of these concepts,
the trends of their development both in the official scientific environment and in the
broad public discourse.

Introduction

According to V.A. Tishkov, "nation—building" is the process of forming a
national identity, the essence of which is to create a sense of patriotism and general
solidarity towards one's state. The object of this process becomes a community of
people under its jurisdiction. The main question is the content of the basic conceptual
concepts of nation-building, as well as what components should constitute a civil-
political identity and what mechanisms and tools should be used to form this identity
[1]. In our study, we will adhere to this definition.

The object of the study is the process of nation-building in the Republic of
Uzbekistan. Subject: the place and role of the concepts "state of nomadic Uzbeks"
and "Chagatai ulus" as elements of nation-building in Uzbekistan. The aim is to study
the trends in the application of the concepts of "the state of nomadic Uzbeks" and
"Chagatai ulus" by official and unofficial discourse in the process of nation-building.

Methods

The dialectical approach associated with the identification of opposite aspects
within the framework of nation-building in Uzbekistan, ensuring its movement as
a historical and socio-political phenomenon, has become the methodological basis.

Modern social processes are necessarily connected with information and
communication technologies and their influence on the public consciousness of
concrete historical communities. Such a complex phenomenon as nation-building is
largely ensured and depends on the level of development of the Internet space, the
involvement of ordinary citizens in it. In Uzbekistan, according to the data of 2022,
80.4% of the country's population was connected to the global web [2]. Based on the
above, the discourse analysis of the Internet space allowed us to identify the most
relevant approaches to the use of the concepts of the Chagatai ulus and the state of
nomadic Uzbeks in the process of nation-building.

The synthesis of discourse analysis with political analysis allowed us to explore
important aspects of the application of these concepts in the nation-building of
Uzbekistan.

Discussion

The study of the nation-building process in Uzbekistan is a new direction in
the social and humanitarian sphere. The interdisciplinary nature of the problems of
nation-building determines the need to turn to theoretical and empirical sources that
are heterogeneous in content and form. Nation-building incorporates political theory
and practice, the process of forming systems of ideas and values directly related to
historical science as a form of public consciousness. The term "political history"
is also considered in two aspects — as the history of the political development of
the country and as the policy of the state on the interpretation of history, as well as
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determining its role and place in the development of society.

The main concepts used in the study of the nation-building process are "ethnos",
"nation", "people" and, of course, "state". These concepts are closely interrelated, and
a different approach to the definition of each of them forms specific interpretations
of the processes of national and state construction. In ethnosociology, there are three
main approaches to the definition of an ethnos: the primordialist, constructivist and
instrumentalist [1].

The primordialist concept has been studied since the introduction of the concept
of "primordialism" by the American sociologist E. Shills. In Russia, A.G. Dugin
applied a dialectical approach to revealing the essence of primordialism. Later, the
sociobiological (P. Van den Berge, L.N. Gumilyov) and evolutionary-historical (Y. V.
Bromley, H. Isaacs, K. Blue, etc.) trends arise in primordialism. The concepts of
ethnicity, nation and nationalism are particularly relevant in the study of nation-
building issues. The nation is considered by some authors as a derivative of
nationalism, that is, nationalism generates a nation. As long as certain communities
do not realize unity and nationalism does not manifest itself, then the nation as a
political phenomenon will not arise (B. Anderson, E. Smith). Supporters of the
exclusivity of the state adhere to a similar position in form — it generates a nation and
a people (I. Wallerstein).

V.A. Tishkov defines a nation as a community of people united within the
framework of a sovereign state, while it is characterized by a certain degree of civic
solidarity and it is distinguished by loyalty to the state and its legitimate authority.
The State is a system of institutions created by the nation, to which this sovereign
territorial community delegates power. Thus, in addition to the functions of
management, organization and protection, the state receives "the right to compulsion
and obligations to preserve and support ethnic and cultural diversity" [1].

Many works have been devoted to the research of nation-building in Uzbekistan,
both locally and abroad. It is symptomatic that there are diametrically opposite
positions regarding the issues of the origin of the Uzbek ethnic group. It should be
noted that in Uzbekistan itself, the issues of nation-building from the point of view
of the role of historical figures in history, as well as their implementation into a
wide public discourse, are actively discussed. Moreover, this discussion goes beyond
Uzbekistan, which creates a favorable environment for constructive, from a scientific
point of view, objective research of the problem.

Research results

In the nation-building of modern Uzbekistan, the concepts of "the state of
nomadic Uzbeks" and "Chagatai ulus" play an important role. The significance of
these historical state formations has characteristic features that reflect the historical
policy of Uzbekistan in the context of nation-building.

It should be noted that in the nation-building of post-Soviet countries, as a rule,
fundamental works that have done by official scientific circles play a key role. This
is due to two reasons: the first is related to the political features of state—building,
the second is also related to politics, but in the field of science. In the first case, we
are talking about politics in general, which is characterized by a certain control over
the formation of an ideological space, where a special role is assigned to historical
consciousness. In addition, social inertia, on the one hand, the geopolitical need to
preserve national identity in the context of globalization and globalism, on the other,
predetermined a particularly reverent and protective attitude towards the historical
consciousness of the people by the state. The words of the first President I. Karimov:
"History is the basis of the spirituality of the people" [3, p. 21], "Losing history for
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a person is like losing life" [3, p. 10], "Self-awareness begins with knowledge of
history" [3, p. 5] express not only the attitude of the state to history, but also represent
the structure of the relationship between the state and historical science, reflecting
the form of the nation-building policy of Uzbekistan.

Proceeding from V.A. Tishkov's definition, nation—building as a process of forming
national identity includes the process of forming an important emotional component
- a sense of patriotism. Patriotism is important only as a mass phenomenon formed in
each individual as a representative of a particular society. The most open and receptive
to ideas, slogans and propaganda of patriotism, as well as the main object of patriotic
education, generally, is the youth. It determines the perspective of the development
of society and the state as a unique subject and as a subject of international relations.
Uzbekistan is quite actively pursuing youth policy, institutionalized in the Youth
Union of Uzbekistan. Since 2001, the main youth structure has been the "Kamolot"
movement, which in 2017 was transformed into the Youth Union of Uzbekistan.

It must be noted that in the tasks of the "Kamolot" Charter, special importance
was given to patriotic education, but without reference to historical consciousness.
Among such tasks, the following can be distinguished: "... — patriotic, spiritual
and moral education of the younger generation, countering the spread of ideas
of religious intolerance and extremism among young people; - achieving active
participation of young people in the implementation of the principle "From a strong
state to a strong society", relying on the energy, knowledge, talents and potential
of younger generation; - definition and implementation of a long-term strategy of
organizational, spiritual and educational activities aimed at educating the youths in
the spirit of devotion to the idea of national independence" [4]. With the coming
to power of  Sh. Mirziyoyev, youth policy has become a priority area that has
undergone changes. Along with the rebranding of the "Kamolot" movement, there
was a shift in content through the formulation of new tasks. In the Charter of the
Youth Union of Uzbekistan, the key task becomes "the education of young people, in
particular, unorganized youth in spiritual and moral terms and in the spirit of military
patriotism, the formation of their consciousness of historical memory, national pride
and self-knowledge, involvement in events, a sense of respect for national and
universal values" [5].

Thus, the tasks of youth policy are filled with an element of the historical
military-patriotic plan, and "unorganized youth" is also singled out as a condition
for universal coverage of the establishment of social justice. New tasks require new
solutions and actions. We believe that the work of the new stage of youth policy,
as one of the key elements of nation-building, is the collective work edited by A.
Askarov "The History of the origin of the Uzbek people" [6], which was published
in 2018. Of course, this is not the only work of this type (especially considering the
development of Internet technologies), but from the point of view of historicism and
political pragmatism, it can be considered as a fairway of the ideological field of
Uzbekistan in nation-building.

The development of the structure of approaches to the ideological formation of
state policy can also be considered a characteristic direction of nation-building in
the Republic of Uzbekistan. It is based on the promotion of increasing the role of
historical memory in the long-term social and state development, focused on the
solidarity of society in the context of its relationship with the state.

The second is the policy in the field of science, in which the features of competitive
freedom are weakly manifested. Therefore, based on the tasks assigned to us, we
consider the appeal to the most authoritative and fundamental sources as the main
theoretical and methodological vector.
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The analysis of historical works shows that the state formations that existed on the
territory of modern Kazakhstan and Central Asia consider the concepts of "Chagatai
ulus" and "state of nomadic Uzbeks" in three main aspects: from the standpoint
of political education, from the point of view of the emergence of the ethnonym
"Uzbek", and in the context of the ethnogenesis of the Uzbek people.

A broader or regional form of identity of the peoples of Central Asia is the Turkic
one, which is directly related to the origin of the Uzbek people and the ethnonym
"Uzbek". It should be noted that Pan-Turkism cannot be unambiguously assessed as a
positive or negative phenomenon. It all depends on the specific situation. In addition,
for all Turkic peoples, Pan-Turkism is included in the context of nation-building in
one or another of its interpretations and roles. The significance of the Pan-Turkist
idea in nation-building is determined by many factors: the political interests of state
power, quantitative and qualitative indicators of the impact on public consciousness,
the expression of the ethnos' attitude regarding the question of its place and role in
Turkic history.

One of the features of nation-building in the modern history of Uzbekistan is the
idea of Pan-Turkism [7]. However, Pan-Turkism, as a theory and practice, is a unity
of political and cultural trends. In Central Asia, pan-Turkism is mainly represented
by a cultural component, including reflected in the nation-building of each state.
At the same time, being in the cultural field, Pan-Turkism is associated to political
practices, primarily in the field of ideology.

Therefore, trying to revive the idea of Turkestan and proclaiming Uzbekistan
as its center, the state should ensure this project at the cultural and historical level.
One of these lines passes through the prism of the attitude and interpretation of the
historical concepts of "the state of nomadic Uzbeks" and "Chagatai ulus".

The modern history of Uzbekistan is based on the recognition of the Turkic tribes
as the ethno-political basis of the Uzbek people, despite the close interaction with
other ethnogroups of the Central Asian area. "The Turkic ethnic foundation, laid in
the IX-X centuries, served as a solid foundation for the political unification of the
people, which would later be called the "Uzbek people" [6, p. 433]. On the one hand,
as already noted, this is an objective history and an objective approach based on
scientific facts. On the other hand, it is an ideological tool in the context of political
history, which has the resource to formulate Pan-Turkist rhetoric.

It is interesting to note that the official historiography of Uzbekistan criticizes
the vulgar approach of Soviet science for "constructivism" and the absence of the
principle of historicism, which denied the ethnogenesis and ethnic history of the
peoples of the region and believed that all modern peoples of Central Asia (Uzbeks,
Tajiks, Kazakhs, Kyrgyzs, Karakalpaks and others) have no historical roots and their
present state is the political derivative, the political structure of the Soviet government
[6, p. 482]. However, A. Askarov notes: "Such a position on the issue of ethnogenesis
and ethnic history of the peoples of Central Asia contradicts historical reality. The
name "Uzbek" should first of all be understood as the settled rural population
engaged in irrigated agriculture, and the urban population engaged in handicrafts
and trade, as well as the nomadic Uzbeks of Dashti-Kipchak who came to these
lands at the beginning of the XVI century, who were at the head of political power"
[6, p. 482]. The last thought is the recognition of the historical fact of the mixing of
ethnic groups of nomadic and settled areas on the territory of modern Uzbekistan still
carries a shade of elitist Pan-Turkist rhetoric in the ethnogenesis of the Uzbek people
as opposed to other fraternal Turkic peoples.

Currently, extremely speculative approaches can be found in the public domain
in attempts to deepen the Pan-Turkization of the history of Uzbekistan, in particular
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the period of the Chagatai ulus and the state of nomadic Uzbeks. For example,
R. Abdullayev's article "Uzbeks are nobles of the Turkic peoples, and Sarts are
entrepreneurs of Central Asia" [8], to which H. Kamol gave his debatable answer, in
the work "About Dashti Kipchak — the Homeland of the Uzbeks" [9]. The title of R.
Abdullayev's article has a significant effect. At the same time, it should be noted that
the concept of "the state of nomadic Uzbeks" and the ethnonym "Uzbek" are used by
the authors of Pan-Turkist rhetoric in their works.

Such interpretations of the concepts of "The State of nomadic Uzbeks" and
"Chagatai ulus" can lead to an increase in the emotional background in patriotic
education as a process of nation-building. At the same time, Pan-Turkist rhetoric will
not be able to provide equal and constructive dialogue between Turkic ethnic groups
at the mental level, at the level of the collective unconscious in the future.

In contrastto the regional Pan-Turkistidea, since Uzbekistan gained independence,
a special place in nation-building has been occupied by the concept of Amir Timur,
as a person who laid the foundations of state-building, and indirectly referred to the
personality of the first president of Uzbekistan I. Karimov as the founder of a new
independent state [10]. At the same time, the analysis shows that the concepts of
Amir Timur and the state of nomadic Uzbeks play a special role in the ideological
and competitive struggle between Uzbek and Tajik ethnic groups, as well as states.
Meanwhile, despite the active promotion of these concepts in the broad public
discourse, both peoples consider local ancient autochthonous inhabitants to be the
ultimate basis of their ethnogenesis.

If we compare President Sh. Mirziyoyev with his predecessor, it should be noted
that he does not associate himself, at least until now, with any historical figure. Based
on the definition we have adopted by V. A. Tishkov, one of the properties of nation-
building is the connection of society with the state. In transition countries, including
the period of I. Karimov in Uzbekistan, this connection referred to the connection of
society with the first person of the state. Thus, the nation was solidified with the state,
therefore, with 1. Karimov, whose prototype was Amir Timur. The Uzbek national
identity was connected with the personality of Amir Timur.

So, in 2016, the Embassy of Uzbekistan in Azerbaijan published an article "Amir
Temur - the pride of the Uzbek people", which said: "Through many centuries,
the star of Amir Temur, who left an indelible mark in world history, shines just as
brightly for today's generations. His life path serves as an example for young citizens
of Uzbekistan who strive to become his worthy heirs" [11]. Of course, President
Sh. Mirziyoyev is pursuing a policy of visible continuity with I. Karimov, but at the
same time he is gradually creating grounds for a qualitative transformation of the
ideological space.

In modern Uzbek discourse, the concept of "Chagatai ulus" is considered as one
of the most significant stages in the formation of the Uzbek ethnic group and the
state. Moreover, in some situations, the role of the concept of "Chagatai ulus" rises
before all others, including the concept of "the state of nomadic Uzbeks" [12].

Chagatai is presented here as the most successful representative of the Genghis
Khan dynasty, because only his name was assigned to the entire dynasty, the military
elite of Transoxiana of the XV century, not controlled by the Chagataids, and the
whole state. The Chagatai ulus and the term "chagatai" became those collective
entities that ensured the consolidation of nomads and settled peoples into one
community. In addition, Chagatai is presented as a generous and loyal ruler to the
indigenous population: "Chagatai granted the Dulats territory in the south of the Tien
Shan. The Dulats called their territory Manglai-Sube or the Southern Side" [12]. For
comparison, in Kazakh historiography, not Chagatai himself, but his descendants
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left Zhetysu to the local emirs of the Dulat tribe after its collapse due to a long
confrontation with the descendants of Ogedei [13].

At the same time, this direction of discourse significantly lengthens the history of
the final formalization of the Uzbek people and state.

"Later, during the struggle of the Timurids with Muhammad Sheibani, the
population of Transoxiana, for some time, began to be called the "Chagatai people"
(Chagatai eli), in contrast to the newcomers of the Uzbeks. According to ethnographic
data, a part of the population of Transoxiana at the beginning of the 20th century quite
steadfastly retained the self-designation "chagatai" [12]. Consequently, the bearers of
the self-designation "Chagatai" were those who opposed the Uzbeks who came from
the steppe as the indigenous population of the modern territories of Uzbekistan.

In a similar form of discourse, in the context of nation-building in Uzbekistan,
the concept of "Chagatai ulus" and outgoing, "chagatai", "chagataids", leads to
opposite conclusions, forcing us to rely on earlier stages of ethnogenesis as key and
final, creating a precedent for the rise of the ethnonym "chagatai" over the ethnonym
"Uzbek".

Approaches to the formation of awareness of the exalted role of the Uzbek people
based on the concepts of "Chagatai ulus" and "state of nomadic Uzbeks" also take
place according to some Uzbek researchers. As V. E. Abirov notes, today "various
studies of the greatness of the history of the Uzbek people have appeared, the search
for its origins began in the distant past, in the ethnos that lived in ancient times.
However, attempts to define and describe the greatness of the people were sharply
criticized by the first President Islam Karimov" [14].

Conclusion

Nation—building in Uzbekistan is characterized by various approaches, which
are based on a dual idea, where on the one hand there is a revival of the ethno-
national Uzbek identity as the titular ethnic group of this territory, on the other - the
formation of a political Uzbek nation of a multi-ethnic entity, where each ethnic
group is equal with everyone in rights, and of course, in the right to consider itself
as part of the Uzbek people. It is important to note the careful and attentive attitude
of the government to historical memory, its actualization in society, and especially
among young people.

In the modern discourse of nation-building in Uzbekistan, there are trends in
the formation of a new nationalism based on the historical concepts of "the state of
nomadic Uzbeks" and "Chagatai ulus". At the same time, some authors absolutize
the role of one concept and leave the role of another out of focus. Such approaches
are not able to form an integral historical picture of ethnogenesis and the emergence
of the state, which in the future is fraught with biased assessments, and in turn,
distortions in social development.

The concept of "state of nomadic Uzbeks" differs from the "ulus of Chagatai",
primarily by focusing on the personality of Abulkhair. In contrast, the concept of
"Chagatai ulus" is focused on the population of the state. Hence the two opposing
positions of the authors in relation to the concepts:

1 - recognizing the exceptional role of the personality of Abulkhair, only a part
of the population of the state of nomadic Uzbeks (in some — only the "military
elite") participated in the ethnogenesis of the Uzbek people and political processes
on the territory of Uzbekistan;

2 — recognizing the historical role of Chagatai, exceptional importance is
attached to the population of the Chagatai ulus, which has become the basis of the
Uzbek ethnic group.
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Abstract. The relationship between various ethnic groups in a pluralistic
society is quite parallel with how two or more ethnicities relate in societies compare
to where the ethnic groups are two or three. The idea of avoiding conflicts, and
tying unity, harmony and peace may be hard to sense. Scholars of Sociology have
identified some factors to which multiethnic environment would be peaceful and
livable, raising the topic that concerns inter-ethnic relation to align with the concept
of culture, social identity, economic political and issues. These terms all have their
particular influences on how multiethnic society would be, either a land of peace
or its opposite. This study precisely analyzes and lays description to what factors
relatively have influence towards the relationship of many ethnic groups in a
multiethnic society. The paper studies the fact that culture may have its role on how
many ethnic groups live in a single society, while social identity political as well
as economic factors matter in formation of inter-ethnic relations in a pluralistic
society.

Scholars of social science have attempted to find
systematic ways to comprehend the nature of interethnic relations at large, and
interethnic “communication” behavior. The basic literature they created presents
a wide range of concepts, theories, and results that offer in-depth knowledge into
how and why different ethnic groups and individuals interact with one another.
While psychologists have tried to understand the factors within individuals and the
immediate social situations that help explain ingroup communication behaviors (for
example communication between people of the same background) and outgroup
communication behaviors that is between people from different backgrounds. From
the perspective of sociologists, they examined interethnic relations mainly from
the societal instance, focusing on macro-structural factors like social stratification
and economic distribution. Furthermore, anthropologists have come up with case
studies of interethnic relations in specific societies, and sociolinguists and scholars
of communication have focused on the processes and the outcomes of face-to-
face interethnic interactions. Each of the aforementioned groups of scholars have
their own literature they developed on inter-ethnic relations. For the fact that the
relationship between two or plural ethnic groups might be peaceful or with less
conflict, some relationships may be harsh and sour, based on the factors these
scholars outlined.

Methodology

As a social studies, this research is qualitative descriptive study using
ethnographic methods approach. Spradley (1997: 12) explained ethnography as a
culture that studies other cultures, of what is a building encompassing knowledge
of research techniques or various descriptions culture and build a systematic
understanding of the infinite human culture from the perspective of people who have
studied the relevant culture. The study analyzed the qualitative data by observing,
understanding and giving the interpretation of each data or facts and literature to
the meaning and descriptions described under the narrative words into statements.
Following the trail track of literature by different social scientists and the knowledge
idea they developed for studying inter-ethnic relationship or the formation of ethnic
identity as a field of study on its own.

Discussion

Inter-Ethnic Relation

The word "ethnicity" is coined in the field of sociology simply as a label to
term a social group and to distinguish it from other social groups based on common
features of national origin, religion, language, and race. In this group-level meaning,
ethnicity then becomes the objective character, quality, or condition of a social
group as well as an individual's background in an ethnic group. While we give
“Multiethnic Society” a meaning; we could say that this is the existence of many
ethnic groups in a single society or nation. So, referring to Multiethnic society we
sought to notice the real need for relationship between these ethnic groups. Ethnic
identification as a theory was developed through the school of psychology, which
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posits the fact that an individual may belong to a certain social group like religious
or even occupational. To dig further, ethnicity studies and understanding ethnic
background is a sole subject in anthropology and sociology. But all these schools
agree that there might be the existence of relationships between one social group
and another. Through ancient times, we can recall the existence of trade between
one nation and another, or war alliance between a state and its counterpart or
domestically the record of marriage between a citizen of one state with another. In
more ancient times, some marriages between distinctly different tribes and nations
were due to royalty trying to form alliances with or to influence other kingdoms or
to dissuade marauders or slave traders [1]. The distribution of economic resources
in a single country between different citizens of different background could be a
reason for identifying a factor for connecting relationship or friendship, or even
the market demands between an appropriate ethnic group and the other. In modern
theory of ethnic relation, some scholars of sociology believe that the utmost factor
that determines the kind of relationship that would reign in a given multiethnic
society is based on the social relationship they have with one another. Such scholars
added that social factors like culture, communication and social stratification have
a huge implication on the outcome of how these ethnic groups would relate. The
practical fact here is that most scholars of sociology laid that people rapidly feel
the sense of mutual understanding through social interaction. They mentioned that
social interaction is the main event through which a peaceful relationship can exist
between people of different background, and so they cited the promotion of social
events like, inter-cultural activities, inter-religious events, games or organizing same
educational environment between different ethnic groups. Communication tends to
be the key to opening a new phase of mutual understanding between the sender
and the receiver. People of cross ethnicity can comprehend one another through
communication. To scholars of anthropology, inter-ethnic marriage is a key that
simply leads to a peaceful inter-ethnic relationship in a pluralistic society.

Social Interaction

In an auxiliary level social interaction is necessary for social activities. Social
interaction is any activity organized for individuals to meet other individuals or
group against another. The activity could be in the form of scolding greetings,
friendship, handshake, visit one another, or even a voluntary work that can be said
to have been done or happened is social interaction (Soekanto, 2004: 61) [2]. Each
interethnic encounter has its unique circumstance, in which some factors may be
of greater relevance to the relationship of these ethnic groups and play a more
noted role than others. Additionally, the forms of social interaction on the social
ethnic unity in a multiethnic community can be seen from various means such
as support in terms of the market or economic interaction. The market is public
place where people interact. Markets here referred to as the local market which are
often found in many large societies as a spot to meet and buy or sell to and from
each other. Nevertheless, interethnic marriage is another element that in history is
believed to harmonize interethnic societies. In more ancient times, some marriages
between distinctly different tribes or nations were mostly due to royalty trying to
form alliances with or to influence other kingdoms or to dissuade marauders or
slave traders. Two examples, Hermodike I ¢.800BC and Hermodike II 600BC were
Greek princesses from the house of Agamemnon who married kings from what is
now Central Turkey [3]. In most multiethnic societies where peace reigns, one

would find a history of inter-marriage among these tribes. Marriage as an element
for peace and unity among them, will also lead to the formation of acculturation
among the assorted ethnic groups. One study conducted in Africa showed that the
regions with higher levels of inter-ethnic marriages have lower levels of ethnic
conflict [5]. When we regard social interaction as a factor for the determination of
inter-ethnic relation, we as well may pick the topic of how the state administration
(whether local or federal) organizes or promotes inter-cultural events which could
be like sports, educational, competition or even religious summits to unite the whole
society irrespective of ethnic background.

Communication

Interethnic communication occurs whenever at least one involved person
takes an ingroup-out-group psychological orientation. As explained by Tajfel
(1974), John Turner and Howard Giles (1981), and Marilynn Brewer (1979, 1986),
the participants in interethnic communication tend to see themselves and their
interaction partners along ethnic lines. The extent to which ethnic categorization
influences communication, according to Rupert Brown and John Turner (1981) and
Tajfel and Turner (1986), varies on the “intergroup-interpersonal continuum” [6].
At one end, communication encounters between two or more individuals whose
behaviors are fully determined by their particular ethnic group categorization is
a thread which can tie peace and understanding between them. In the other hand,
those are encounters in which the participants are not in any way affected by ethnic
categories and, instead, they communicate with each other based entirely on the
personal relationship that exists between them. Thus, we can see that the raised
factor of communication can determine the relationship that may exist between
people of different ethnicity or cultural background. A single word can tend to make
a person have a different comprehension or intention in mind towards the person
who casts the word. Terms like racism, stereotype or hatred can be easily perceived
through verbal communication (or sometimes physical expression). Here, we can
see how strong communication proves to be a factor in the determination of inter-
ethnic relations.

Politics and Ethnic Identity

The idea of Nationalism, patriotism and political identity in modern political
thoughts make it more hot for most multiethnic societies to live in peace. These
are some determiners peace or conflict in multiethnic communities. How the state
creates, develops and manages the pluralistic society would decide the livability
of the environment. This means the distribution of resources, fairness in rule of
law and government representation and listening of masses problems are all some
effects that might affect the peace or its vice in such societies. Nowadays, most of
such states with multiethnic societies preach and try to indoctrinate “Nationalism”
and “Patriotism” into the citizens to make them forget the cultural and ethnic
differences they have between them, but then in issues relevant to self-identity
people still go back to their origin in identifying who they are, or designed to
be identified as a particular tribe or ethnic group when ethnic matters relevant to
ethnic identity rises. Many political scientists agree on the fact that this could be a
nightmare or a great threat guaranteeing the reign of peace and harmony in pluralistic
environments. Relating the relations between national, ethnic, ‘racial’, religious
and cultural groups in multiethnic societies leads to differential outcomes, which
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depends on historical and demographic factors. In some countries this could simply
be a focus on majority-minority relations (ethno-territorial, linguistic, religious,
cultural minorities) in the nation-state. Ethnic identities belong to the process of
organizing the world as ordered multiplicity and to the process of contestation of
the hierarchies of the world system (Wallerstein, 2004) [7]. They create symmetries,
based in identity representations of groups, between state powers and the image of
distinct social subgroups with distinct biographies i.e (languages, origins, bodies,
group/ethnic religions, etc.). So, this shows that an individual in a society can be
identified simply by skin colour, ethnic background, religion, language or even a
region of origin or residence. Such ideologies may differ among people within a
single society, finding thousands of people with different identities living in one
society. The differences in identity will lead to misunderstandings and conflicts, but
creating the spirit of nationalism and patriotism especially to the young population
of the society can bring a sense of unity and harmony to a pluralistic society.

Conclusions

In general, it’s factual that we all agree that conflicts arise whenever there are
differences in people, be it difference in ethnic background, interest, religion or
language. Though, some factors can mitigate unforeseen conflicts and infiltrate
peace in multiethnic societies. Social interaction which constitutes aspects like
cultural events, social activities, marriages, competition between people of different
ethnic backgrounds is mentioned as a major aspect in this paper. Furthermore, the
reality in communication between persons of different identity or ethnic background
can easily be a meter to measure relationship in multiethnic society. The third point
noted in this paper outlined how state-nation takes the matter of ethnic and political
identity or we may say how state with multiethnic societies inspires the citizen
towards the fight for nation building, and the sense of being identified as a national
citizen instead of being identified through ethnicity. In conclusion, the peace of
societies that are homes to people of different ethnic background is based on by the
factors mentioned in this study, which are social interaction, communication and
politics or the impact of identity implied in the appropriate nation..

Constitution [1]. According to the WHO Constitution, the enjoyment of the highest
attainable standard of health is one of the fundamental rights of every human being
without distinction of race, religion, political belief, economic or social condition [1].

This right is also backed by Article 25 of the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights, which declares that “Everyone has the right to a standard of living adequate
for the health and well-being of himself and of his family, including foods, clothing,
housing and medical care” [2].

In 1976, the International Covenant on Economic, Social, and Cultural Rights
came into effect. Article 12 of this document specifies that the right of everyone
to the enjoyment of the highest attainable standard of physical and mental health
is established in accordance with international law. The Covenant affirms that the
right to health is closely interconnected with the realization of other human rights
outlined in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights [3].

At the international conference in Almaty, Kazakhstan, in September 1978,
representatives from 134 nations adopted the Alma-Ata Declaration, outlining
healthcare goals. The Declaration stresses the unacceptability of health inequalities
on political, social, and economic grounds. It asserts that "health, as a state of
complete physical, mental, and social well-being — not just the absence of disease
— is a fundamental human right." The Alma-Ata Declaration highlights achieving
the highest health level as a crucial global task, requiring collaboration across social
and economic sectors [4].

Certainly, the preservation of both individual and societal health constitutes a
fundamental social function of the state. We believe that strengthening the social
role has been the main developmental trend in the healthcare sector over the past
few decades.

Problem Statement and Research Objective

According to the concept of "social interest," human rights result from social
construction based on "public interests." Supporters of this concept argue that the
consensus among states on including the right to health in international human
rights treaties was achieved through a broad social process [5].

Supporters of this concept mainly rely on libertarian views, arguing that a
government's ability to provide economic and social rights depends on having the
necessary resources. According to this perspective, the right to health shouldn't be
seen separately from other rights like education and housing, as they all require
financial support. This approach requires us to prioritize and decide where limited
resources should be directed to fulfill social rights, including the right to health.
However, it's important to note that some researchers may not consider the possibility
that social factors can worsen people's health [6].

However, the central challenge emerges during decisions regarding the
allocation of state funds, necessitating distribution among various sectors, including
healthcare, housing, and education. Researchers contend that the failure to address
this matter at the international legal level suggests a lack of adequate justification for
the right to health [7, p. 315].
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In our view, there isn't a clear method that specifies exactly how legal, economic,
and political resources should be allocated to ensure the realization of the right to
health and other social rights.

Nevertheless, when we explore academic viewpoints built on the notion of
"social interest," we can logically conclude that the right to health is fundamentally
grounded on the communal objective of attaining the highest possible level of human
health.

Social, economic, political, ecological, and cultural factors collectively shaping
health are denoted as social determinants of health. Equitable access to education,
official employment, a decent income, adequate housing, disability coverage, and
other elements collectively contribute to the preservation of health.

The positive impact emanates from the presence of crucial elements such as
infrastructure, skilled personnel, advances in medical science, and innovative
technologies. Consequently, the most dependable strategy for safeguarding the health
of the population involves a cohesive and coordinated effort across all government
sectors, specifically targeting the social determinants of health.

In the present-day global landscape, the international community emphasizes
the importance of safeguarding all fundamental human rights, recognizing their
interconnected and inseparable nature. Among these, the right to health holds
particular systemic significance. Hence, the objective outlined by the authors in this
article is to examine the social determinants of health as a crucial aspect within the
realm of state policy.

Literature overview

It is discernible that diverse aspects of the right to health have occupied a central
position in the discourse among scholars. Overall, scholars interpret health as a
complex and multifaceted category. Philosophical scholars stated that spiritual health
is a fundamental component of human wellbeing in a society. Specifically, according
to Hegel, health is permeated with both objectivity and subjectivity. He perceives
it as a condition of the social organism, intricately linked to an elevation toward
spiritual existence [8, p. 531].

As mentioned earlier, UN experts base their conclusions on a natural approach
to human rights. They included this natural approach in international human rights
treaties because they wanted to focus primarily on the strategic goal of development,
which is the well-being of society [9]. In particular, J. Humphrey points out that
the inclusion of provisions reflecting this approach in the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights are of advisory nature and are non-regulatory [10].

Nevertheless, from our perspective, the degree to which the right to health is
guaranteed within states is employed as a key criterion in evaluating the effectiveness
of public policies in the healthcare domain at the political level. We align with D.
Norman's assertion that social interests, serving as a conceptual basis for human
rights, can attain the status of rights only when their role and the consequent
obligations are acknowledged and recognized by states—the entities responsible for
fulfilling these commitments [7, p. 15].

In general, although the right to health has become one of the categories of human
rights at the international level, we see that key conceptual aspects regarding this
right are not thoroughly developed in the scholarly discourse. Most legal scholars
have labeled this situation as "intermediate" [11]. That is, the existence of the right
to health is acknowledged; however, there is no unified understanding regarding
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specific measures for the consistent implementation of the right to health in practice.

The pioneer of neoclassical economics, A. Marshall, refers to the health of the
population as the foundation of material wealth and, consequently, the source of
societal progress [12]. This is corroborated in the theory of "human capital," whose
founder, G. Becker, views health capital as investments in individuals necessary for
enhancing their productivity through the formation, maintenance, and fortification of
their health. He introduced the concept of social returns on human capital that refer
to the broader societal benefits derived from investments in individuals' health and
skills [13].

As views on population health evolve, experts explore health not only as an
economic concept but also as a social one. Notably, scholars like N. Adler and
K. Newman argue that a nation's well-being is closely tied to the socio-economic
activities of its population, directly correlated with their health [14]. Consequently,
health assumes the role of a social determinant. In reality, disparities in socio-
economic conditions have varied effects on other factors more directly linked to
health levels, including healthcare, environmental conditions, and lifestyle.

Scholars contend that health is a crucial condition for the well-being not just of
individuals but also of society as a whole. Undoubtedly, it stands as a key factor in the
state's social policy. Despite the studies delving into theoretical aspects of healthcare
development within social policy, we believe there is an ongoing relevance for a
comprehensive investigation into issues associated with the social determinants of
health—a crucial component of modern state policies.

In conclusion, experts agree that health is essential for both individuals and
society as a whole. It's a key factor in shaping how a country plans its social policies.
While there are studies on healthcare development in social policy, there's still a
need to look into issues related to the things that affect people's health. This remains
crucial for how countries make their modern policies.

Research Methodology

The study employed a fundamental set of interdisciplinary methods, with a
primary emphasis on the functional method. This approach facilitated the exploration
of connections between social dynamics and the political, economic, and institutional
aspects of healthcare policy. The use of systemic-structural and institutional methods
allowed for the demonstration of the multi-layered nature of state healthcare policy.
These methods were instrumental in highlighting the central role of the state in
shaping social policy and implementing the right to health. Moreover, they played
a crucial role in identifying key normative acts associated with ensuring this right.

Discussion

As per the World Health Organization's Constitution, "the enjoyment of the
highest attainable standard of health is one of the fundamental rights of every human
being." A comparative examination of the WHO Constitution [1] and the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights [2] reveals a broader conception of health within the
WHO framework. his is primarily explained by the fact that the role of this global
institution extends beyond narrow confines, encompassing various activities aimed
at promoting healthcare development and enhancing people's well-being.

It's noteworthy that the WHO actively prioritizes social determinants of health.
The Secretariat incorporates social determinants of health into its work across all
levels of the Organization.
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The approach rooted in social determinants has been incorporated into the
strategies of various other programs. Presently, the emphasis on addressing social
determinants of health is evident in over 80 cooperation strategies with countries.
The WHO's internal knowledge network on health determinants, involving 16
Organization’s programs, has been deliberately established to integrate the social
determinants-based approach into WHO programs [15].

The WHO Secretariat supports applying this integrated approach at the country
level, especially in primary healthcare. The organization's mission, as outlined in
its work program, is to "strengthen health, maintain global security, and provide
services to vulnerable population groups" [16].

Furthermore, acknowledging the crucial need to address health disparities on a
global scale, the WHO instituted the Commission on Social Determinants of Health.
Additionally, Article 12, Section 2, of the International Covenant on Economic,
Social, and Cultural Rights places responsibilities on states to secure a specific
standard of health and ensure widespread community access to medical services [3].
It can be clarified that this formulation articulates the goal of the state healthcare
system.

Subsequent major international human rights treaties have not only reaffirmed
the right to health, but also elaborated on it in many ways. In particular, equitable
access to preventive and health care for all, including refugees and other migrants,
is directly or indirectly provided for in a number of international legal and political
human rights instruments, such as the International Convention on the Protection of
the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families, 1990 [17].

The right to health has been further reinforced in regional acts. For instance,
consider the European Social Charter of 1961, adopted under the Council of Europe's
guidance (Strasbourg, May 3, 1996) [18]. According to this charter, health serves as
a measure of life quality and constitutes an essential aspect of an individual's social,
economic, and cultural development.

As per regional regulations, it's worth noting that the core principles of the
European Union regarding health are outlined in Article 168 of the Treaty on the
Functioning of the European Union. This article, amended in accordance with the
Lisbon Treaty, emphasizes that "a high level of human health protection shall be
ensured in the definition and implementation of all Union policies and activities."
[19].

We also consider the activities of the WHO Regional Office for Europe, of which
the Republic of Kazakhstan is a member, to be significant. The Regional Office for
Europe is one of the six regional offices of the organization, each of which has its
unique program. Currently, the WHO Strategy is being implemented in this region,
detailed in the framework of the European Work Programme for 2020-2025 — "United
Actions to improve health in Europe", which was adopted at the 70th session of the
Regional Committee for Europe in 2020 [20].

Another notable example in the European region underscores the interconnection
of the health system with social determinants. The Protocol on Water and Health,
an extension of the 1992 Convention on the Protection and Use of Transboundary
Watercourses and International Lakes, mandates the region's countries to establish
goals and provide progress reports in areas such as water and sanitation access and
the reduction of water-related diseases [21].

Furthermore, it is essential to acknowledge the significant role played by various
UN agencies, bodies, and programs, not limited to WHO alone, in actively contributing
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to the advancement of national health systems. Entities such as UNICEF, ILO,
UNIFEM, the United Nations Population Fund, the World Bank, IMF, UNAIDS, and
other UN agencies collaborate effectively with participating States, leveraging their
collective expertise to reinforce the socio-economic foundation of public health.

It should be noted that WHO's initiatives are closely aligned with partner
institutions in the broader multilateral system beyond the UN framework. The WHO
secretariat collaborates with numerous global and regional governance bodies. This
indicates the establishment of an informal United Nations platform on the social
determinants of health, aimed at coordinating information and advocacy, conducting
research, building capacity, and providing collaborative technical assistance to
Member States.

International cooperation has the potential to enhance the flow of information,
resources, expertise, and knowledge among countries. Global governance entities,
such as WHO and other international organizations, play a crucial role in facilitating
the exchange of experiences. They can streamline the provision of essential technical
resources and current data by participating countries through clearinghouses and
networks.

Therefore, in our view, adding a separate category, human right to health, in both
core international and regional human rights treaties, will prioritize this right in the
political agendas of states. This prioritization is further underscored by the obligation
of participating states to undertake requisite measures to guarantee the right to health
for everyone.

Most importantly, the WHO assists countries in developing national healthcare
programs. According to the Tallinn Charter of the WHO, “Within the political and
institutional framework of each country, a health system is the ensemble of all public
and private organizations, institutions and resources mandated to improve, maintain
or restore health. Health systems encompass both personal and population services,
as well as activities to influence the policies and actions of other sectors to address
the social, environmental and economic determinants of health”[22].

In preparing any nationwide plan, countries should formulate strategies that
prioritize the protection of both individual and societal health. It is noteworthy
that the Astana Declaration was adopted during the global conference on primary
healthcare, "From Alma-Ata to Universal Health Coverage and Sustainable
Development Goals," held in Astana on October 25-26, 2018. In this significant
document, WHO member states reaffirmed their commitment to "addressing the
economic, social, and environmental determinants of health and striving to reduce
risk factors through the adoption of the 'Health in All Policies' approach" [23].

Conclusion

The social determinants approach is grounded in recognizing the extensive
societal value of health and the acknowledgment that factors influencing health
extend well beyond the health sector.

The social determinants approach assumes that health inequalities cannot be
eliminated without eliminating social inequalities.

In recent years, researchers of public health have focused on determining factors
that directly affect health and contribute to health inequalities. The WHO Commission
on Social Determinants of Health, established in 2005, stands on the idea that the
origins of unhealthy lifestyles are rooted in the broader social environment.

In conclusion, addressing the social determinants of health requires action at both
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national and global levels. It is crucial to empower countries through effective global
strategic leadership to support their efforts in addressing these determinants.
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Abstract. The purpose of this study is to consider the problems of the modern
international order that impede its effective functioning. The article focuses on a
critical assessment of the modern international order, the consequences of its failures
and ways to eliminate them. The modern international order is a well-designed
decentralized system of multilateral governance that generally reinforces the norms
of equality and non-discrimination. But in practice, this mechanism often fails. The
reasons for its failures are the lack of effective mechanisms for neutralizing wars,
the absence of uniform rules, the outdated structure of the UN Security Council,
and the unequal right of veto among its members. This is evidenced by the ongoing
local military conflicts in the world. The article substantiates the need and suggests
ways to update the international order that ensures sustainable peace and security
for all countries of the world.

Introduction

After the World War I1, the United States (US) and its partners built a multifaceted
and sprawling international order, organized around economic openness, multilateral
institutions, security cooperation and democracy [1]. The prevention of interstate
wars and the regulation of the use of force were two founding principles of the
liberal international order that took shape after World War II. The main strength of
this world order is it’s a win-win economic model: growth in one country breeds
growth in another [2].

As a result, the number of major conflicts has sharply decreased and their nature
has changed. Conflicts now tend to be less deadly and often waged between domestic
groups rather than states. The number of combat losses also decreased. According
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to UCDP estimates, in 1950 there were 236 deaths per million people, and in 2015
- already 13 deaths [3]. Today, crime kills far more people than armed conflicts [4].

International agreements have also helped to reduce the number of victims. In
1949, all countries signed four Geneva Conventions - agreements that govern the
rules of conflict. All of them pledged to protect prisoners of war and the wounded
and not to attack civilians who are not participating in the war [5].

However, despite the creation of the United Nations [6] in 1945, in practice,
the international system to this day is deprived of a real ability to ensure world
security. Small local military conflicts continue to occur. This is facilitated by the
development of new technologies and types of weapons, such as cyberattacks, the
use of artificial intelligence, robotization and the livestreaming of extremist attacks,
and by new ways of conducting military operations, such as the hybridization of
war, information and cyber-attacks, and support for insurgents on enemy territory
[5]. Today's conflicts are less numerous but deeply rooted [6].

A particularly striking example, when international order does not work properly,
is the current situation in Ukraine. This escalation was caused by Russia's direct
military invasion of Ukraine on 24 February 2022, despite the fact that Russia,
according to the Budapest Memorandum concluded in exchange for Ukraine's
renunciation of nuclear weapons, became one of the guarantors of its territorial
integrity on 5 December 1994. To be more precise, this conflict began nine years
ago, when Russia annexed Crimea in February-March 2014, and in May of the same
year established military control over part of Eastern Ukraine, creating the self-
proclaimed Lugansk and Donetsk People's Republics (LPR and DPR).

Thus, it becomes obvious that the mechanism of international security is
experiencing serious failures. Existing international bodies, such as the UN, have
so far shown themselves to be "toothless" organizations that exhort violators, but do
not have sufficient capabilities to bring the aggressor to justice and restore the initial
status quo.

Therefore, the purpose of this article is to study the shortcomings of the modern
international order that impede its effective functioning, as well as to find ways to
modernize it to ensure more sustainable peace and security throughout the world.

Liberal internationalism emerged after the Second World War as a vision for
the western order [7]. It is a collective security system in which sovereign states act
together to uphold a system of security and peace. This vision is reinforced by open
trade, national self-determination, and the liberal democracy [1].

Research methods

The work examines the modern world order and defines its distinctive features.
Using the method of historical cases made it possible to determine the possibility of
restoring the initial status quo violated during the war conflicts. The use of method of
structural analysis made it possible to identify the key causes of failures in the world
order associated with the institutional problems of the functioning of international
organizations, in particular the UN and its Security Council, as well as to determine
effective measures to address them.

Research results

Liberal internationalism emerged after the Second World War as a vision for
the western order [7]. It is a collective security system in which sovereign states act

together to uphold a system of security and peace. This vision is reinforced by open
trade, national self-determination, and the liberal democracy [1].

The contemporary international order

The post-war liberal order was built around a system of multilateral governance.
The key feature that distinguishes international from domestic politics is that, in
the international sphere, political units are forced to co-exist in the absence of an
overarching authority [8].

National governments are remaining the primary source of authority. They
conduct relations through multilateral institutions that facilitate cooperation. Such an
order allows reinforcing norms of equality and non-discrimination, thereby giving
the order more legitimacy. This is the main difference from the system proposed
after the First World War, which was built around civilizational, racial and cultural
hierarchies [1].

The four components constitute the core elements of the post-war international
order: a rules-based free trade system; strong alliances and sufficient military
capabilities for effective deterrence; multilateral cooperation/international law
to solve truly global problems, such as the non-proliferation of weapons of mass
destruction, the spread of democracy [9].

The existing international order includes not only institutions like the IMF, the
WTO, the UN, the G-20, formal and informal cooperation between states, and rules
like Basel, but also the way major states operate in the global economy, the general
principles underlying global economic activity, and the relevant patterns [2], [10].

At this order the US plays a decisive role. In security affairs, the US established
an array of security partnerships, beginning with NATO and alliances in East Asia.
In the management of the world economy, the Bretton Woods international financial
institutions became tied to the American market and dollar. The American domestic
system - its market and polity - became ‘fused’ to the evolving and deepening post-
war liberal order [1].

The UN was created as central collective body to manage international order.
It consists of two institutions: the UN Security Council and the General Assembly.

The UN Security Council has primary responsibility for the maintenance of
international peace and security [11]: plays a leading role in determining whether
there is a threat to the peace or an act of aggression; calls on the parties to the dispute
to settle it amicably; recommends its methods or conditions; may take coercive
measures to maintain or restore peace and security, which range from economic
sanctions to international military action. It also establishes UN peacekeeping
operations and special political missions. Security Council has fifteen members, of
which five are permanent members (China, France, Russia, the UK and the US) and
ten members are non-permanent members elected for two-year terms. Each member
has one vote. The members of the UN agree to abide by and carry out the decisions of
the Security Council. A state which is not its member may participate in deliberations,
without the right to vote [12].

The General Assembly plays an important complementary role in promoting
peace and security, as it is the main deliberative, policy-making, and representative
body of the UN and offers opportunities to reach consensus on difficult issues,
providing a forum for diplomatic negotiations and grievances. Peace and security
issues are dealt with by the First Committee (Disarmament and International Security
Issues) and the Fourth Committee (Special Political and Decolonization Issues) [13].
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Evidence of the failures of the contemporary international order

This seemingly well mechanism does not always cope with the expectations
placed on it. Sometimes it crashes. Some experts attribute this to the rapid growth
in the number and diversity of states with different levels of development, attitudes
and traditions at the end of the Cold War and the beginning of globalization, which
undermine the sense of security of community [1].

However, the growing divergence does not mean that it will necessarily damage
the current world order. This can only be the case if the order itself is imperfect.
Other experts believe that the reason for its failure is adverse economic conditions
that lead to stagnation in the fortunes of the western working and middle classes
[14]. However, any stagnation is also a consequence of the imperfection of the order
itself, and not its cause. The failures, in our opinion, are due to the fact that the
existing international order has built-in flaws.

The first such flaw is the orientation of the existing world order towards
maintaining the status quo of the leading world countries at the time of its creation,
that is, at the end of World War II. However, since then the situation in the world
has changed a lot. Therefore, the international order today should be served not in
the interests of the former leading world powers, but in the interests of the majority
of states, since many of their previous military gains, which were associated with
the violation of the sovereignty, rights and freedoms of other countries, were left
unchanged.

Let's explain this with a simple example. Suppose one person occupied part
of another person's house. According to the norms of criminal law used at the
national level of each country, this person will be considered a robber, must be
detained, rendered harmless, and the part of the housing seized by this person must
be returned to the victim with full compensation for the damage caused. However,
in the relationship between countries, such a fair solution to the problem in current
conditions often does not occur. If one country seized by force a part of the
territory of the neighbour country, and holds it in its own interests, then the world
community does not always have the opportunity to bring the offending country to
justice. This is especially true when it comes to a large country with a large arsenal
of modern weapons, including nuclear ones. As a result, the occupying country
finds itself unpunished for those norms of international law that it has violated,
which encourages the further development of its aggressive behaviour. At the same
time, the victim country cannot return the occupied territories and property to its
jurisdiction, which undermines the population's faith in the international order.

Unfortunately, this situation can last for a long time, sometimes years and
centuries, until the victim country achieves a military opportunity to return the lands
and property illegally seized from it. For example, on 5 December 1994, Ukraine
gave up its nuclear weapons, which it inherited after the collapse of the USSR, in
exchange for economic assistance from Western countries and guarantees of the
integrity of its territory. This was spelled out in the Budapest Memorandum. The
guarantors of its territorial integrity were Russia, UK, and the US. Later, China
and France joined the memorandum (with reservations). However, despite its
international obligations to be the guarantor of the territorial integrity of Ukraine,
in 2014 Russia grossly violated its obligations by annexing part of its neighbouring
territory, namely Crimea (explicitly) and part of the Donbass (implicitly). Since then,
for nine years, the world community has not been able to take effective measures to
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return the situation to its original status quo. The exception is its verbal admonitions
and the adoption of a number of sanctions against certain Russian citizens and firms
involved in the annexation. The reason for its indecisive behaviour was that Russia
had the second largest army in the world and a significant nuclear arsenal. The
reaction only changed in 2022, when Russia launched a military aggression against
Ukraine with the aim of annexing its entire territory. In this case, the West not only
extended the sanctions against Russian citizens and firms but also began to provide
Ukraine with military equipment and assistance. This attempt helped Ukraine not
only to survive, but also to launch a counteroffensive.

Consider another example. As a result of World War II, the USSR annexed the
entire Sakhalin and the Kurile Archipelago, although Japan did not declare any war
on it. As a result, the Japanese still believe for 77 years that these lands are under
Russian occupation [15]. The world community has made no attempt to restore the
status quo. The reason was that Japan was the losing side in World War II.

One more example, the Kazan Khanate was captured by Russia by military
means in 1552. The key purpose of the capture was the expansion of its territory
[16]. Even after 470 years, there is no question of return of the territories, and the
payment of reparations, since Russia won the war.

The second flaw of the existing international order is that there are no uniform
laws binding on all countries that would regulate all aspects of international
interaction between countries. In particular, strong countries do not consider
themselves obliged to obey the general rules. This is the fundamental difference
between international law and national law, where, unlike the latter, even an
illegal result is not disputed by anyone. Currently, the ancient Roman principle of
“vae victis” continues to operate - according to which the winners can treat the
vanquished as they see fit.

Of course, over the past two centuries, some international acts were adopted that
regulate various aspects of international security, as the Hague Conventions of 1899
and of 1907, the Geneva Conventions of 1949, the Genocide Convention of 1948
[17], and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights [18]. Many international acts
have also been adopted in the field of finance, transport, pollution, etc.

However, despite the adoption of these norms, their acceptance for each country
is voluntary and there is no single international legislation binding on all countries.
For instance, the George W. Bush administration believed that the US should
not be limited by the potential for investigations, inquiry, or prosecution by the
International Criminal Court, whose jurisdiction does not extend to Americans and
which we do not accept [19]. However, if the most powerful actor is not constrained
by the order it has created, how can the order be sustained? [9].

The third drawback is that there is no effective international body with all the
necessary powers and effective tools that could stop any aggression and return to
the original status quo, punish the occupier and compensate for the harm caused to
the victims of the seizure.

In modern international practice, for the illegal annexation of a foreign land
of a country, the aggressors, along with the return of the occupied territories, must
pay reparations, that is, payments that compensate for the losses to the affected
party from the violation of international law. Reparations mean the recognition of
the guilt of the aggressor country in the crimes committed, allow compensating for
the damage caused by it within a specified period of time, and lay the foundation
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for reconciliation between countries after the conflict. Reparations concern not
only compensation for damage to countries, but also to specific citizens who have
suffered from the crimes of the state, the actions of its armed forces.

The obligation to compensate for damages can arise either on the basis of a
peace treaty between the parties, or by decision of international organizations such
as the Security Council or the International Court of Justice. The first option (a peace
treaty) can be concluded in the event of a military defeat and the capitulation of the
aggressor country. The second option (the decision of international organizations)
assumes the presence of a positive decision of an authorized international body
(such as the Security Council or the International Court of Justice).

However, in modern international law, illegal territorial and other property
acquisitions that countries have received in the past as a result of wars can still be
considered legal. For example, the annexation of the territories of Kazan Khanate
by Moskoviya in 1552, and Texas by the USA in 1845, and etc. just confirm it.
These annexations were not disputed in court, as they occurred at a time when there
were no international organizations like the UN. However, this does not negate their
unfair nature, and, consequently, the possibility of filing a complaint against them
in the future.

The annexation of the territory of other countries took place despite the creation
of'the UN in 1945. These include the annexation of Kashmir by India in 1947, Tibet
by the PRC in 1950, Goa by India in 1961, Gaza Strip and the West Bank of the
Jordan by Israel since 1967, Nagorno-Karabakh of Azerbaijan by Armenia in 1991-
2023, South Ossetia and Abkhazia by Russia in 2008, Crimea, parts of Donetsk and
Lugansk regions by Russia ¢ 2014 and other cases.

All this testifies to the weakness of the current international order, which has
not been able to resolve these conflicts. The failure of the international order is
especially obvious when the territorial annexation was carried out along with the
genocide of the people, how it happens today in Ukraine and Gaza Strip.

Unlike international law, in the national law, such a situation is not possible. No
matter how much time has passed, the illegal seizure and appropriation of someone
else's property is considered a crime and the guilty party must not only return this
property, but also pay compensation for the damage caused, as well as incur criminal
penalties.

At present, the following instruments are used to force the aggressor country to
pay reparations: agreement, coercion and confiscation.

The first tool is usually used in the event of a military defeat of the aggressor
country, its complete surrender, when it agrees to any conditions that return the
status quo. If the aggressor country did not suffer defeat, but only returned to its
former borders, that tool is difficult to apply, since the aggressor country will not
want to take on the cost of reparations in favour of the injured party without external
coercion.

The second tool is coercion, when the international community of the aggressor
country to pay reparations by decision of the UN Compensation Court or the
International Court of Justice (ICJ). For example, by decision of the Compensation
Court, Iraq was forced to make reparations in favour of Kuwait after the Iraqi
invasion and occupation of the country. However, if the aggressor country is
a permanent member of the UN Security Council, then this tool does not work,
as such a member will try to block the decision of the UN Compensation Court.
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“When the U.S. allowed the ICJ to rule on its war against Nicaragua in 1986, the
court ruled that deployment of the “Contras” to invade and attack Nicaragua and
the mining of Nicaragua’s ports were acts of aggression in violation of international
law, and ordered the U.S. to pay war reparations to Nicaragua. When the U.S.
declared it would no longer recognize the jurisdiction of the ICJ and failed to pay
up, Nicaragua asked the U.N. Security Council to enforce the reparations. The U.S.
vetoed the resolution” [20, p. 1].

The ICJ has the right to consider cases only if both parties to the conflict agree to
this. Its powers are limited to prosecuting individuals on charges of genocide, crimes
against humanity and war crimes. To consider claims related to country aggression,
it needs a UN Security Council resolution, and obtaining it is also problematic if the
aggressor country is a permanent member of the UN Security Council and has the
right to veto its decisions.

And the third tool is the confiscation of the property of the aggressor's country
to compensate for the losses of the injured party. Changes in national legislation
should make it possible to confiscate such assets. Such a mechanism was set out
in the 2005 UN General Assembly resolution on reparations, which was adopted
precisely for the case when the aggressor country refuses to compensate for the
damage or denies it [21]. Canada was the first to pass such a law in the summer
of 2022. Theoretically, in the event of a war in Ukraine, the immunity of Russia’s
sovereign assets can be overcome if Russia is prosecuted as an aggressor state by
a UN decision. Such a decision also requires the consent of all members of the UN
Security Council, which, given the current political position of Russia and China, is
now impossible [22].

Thus, the modern architecture of the settlement of international conflicts does
not allow a country that is a permanent member of the UN Security Council to be
held accountable for the annexation and genocide.

Consequences of failures of the contemporary international order

When one country seizes the territory and property of another country, two
scenarios are possible: the first one assumes that the aggressor country receives a
worthy military rebuff from the victim country, and the second one assumes that
the aggressor country destroys the armed forces of the victim country. The legal
and economic consequences for both cases in terms of international law will be
completely different.

If the aggressor country receives a worthy military rebuff from its victim, which
forces it to surrender, then, the aggressor country can be held accountable for the
economic and moral damage caused to it in relation to the victim country. For
example, Germany compensated the USSR for the damage caused to it as a result of
military aggression. Germany was to pay 20 billion dollars (in 1938 prices), of which
ten billion would have the right to receive the USSR, eight billion - the US and the
UK and two billion are the other allies [23]. And the war criminals who unleashed
the war were prosecuted.

If the aggressor is not completely defeated, then, there is no question of any
compensation for the damage caused and punishment of the aggressor. The war
between Azerbaijan and Armenia in the fall of 2021 is indicative in this respect.
Armenia captured 13.6% of the territory of Azerbaijan and hold full control over
it for 30 years. And only because of victory in the 44-day war, Azerbaijan was able
to return the most of occupied territories [24]. However, it was unable to impose
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reparations on Armenia for the 30-year occupation of its lands and bring war
criminals to justice.

If the aggressor country fully defeats the military forces of the victim country,
then, as a rule, it avoids any kind of responsibility. Moreover, it is rewarded with
the opportunity to dispose of the resources and territory of the victim country at its
discretion. For example, after the annexation of Crimea in 2014, Russia appropriated
all state property of Ukraine located on the peninsula, two-thirds of its military fleet,
and also stopped paying rent for the presence of Russian troops on the peninsula [25].

Naturally, such an order is unfair, but it continues to be preserved and operate.
Therefore, it is necessary to reform the current international order of relations
between countries so that it fully complies with the spirit of the times and modern
requirements for security, transparency and responsibility of each country.

The discussion of the results

There are various reasons why the modern international order fails. These include
the lack of effective mechanisms to neutralize wars, the lack of unified rules, the
outdated structure of the UN Security Council, and unequal right on veto among its
members.

In this regard, we can cite the words of Hanna Maliar, First Deputy Defence
Minister of Ukraine, said that modern tools, such as negotiations, sanctions, and the
presence of deterrent weapons to stop wars, do not currently work: Negotiation? Try
to apply them now. We have been in the Minsk process since 2014. Sanctions do not
stop the war. Nuclear weapons, which were supposed to create this balance, to keep
the world from war, do not do so, either. There is no tool to moderate wars. They all
understand that this is not a problem for Ukraine, it is a problem for all of Western
civilization [26].

Let's analyse each of these fails of the international order separately.

Lack of effective mechanisms to neutralize local wars

The UN does not have effective mechanisms to deal with small local conflicts,
despite the fact that these challenges are regularly discussed by it. This is due to the
fact that they are usually carried out by proxy on the territories of third countries
using hybrid methods of warfare, which significantly reduces the UN's ability to
resolve them in a timely and complete manner.

So the inability to solve the problems of Donbas in Ukraine by the authorities of
the country itself was because the separatist military formations of this enclave were
actively and secretly supported by weapons, ammunition, finances, and volunteers
from Russia. Formally the Russian authorities never recognized themselves as
a participant in the conflict between Kyiv and the self-proclaimed republics and
they denied their military assistance to them. Actually, they were interested in its
continuation. This is proved by the fact that this conflict turned into a smouldering
one, despite the fact that the military power of Ukraine many times exceeded the
power of these formations and allowed the situation to be quickly resolved in its
favour.

The military operation launched by Russia against Ukraine on 24 February 2022
confirmed that Russia's denial in the conflict was a pure propaganda bluff to mislead
the world community regarding its participation in this.

The lack of unified international rules

Anotherreason is the lack of unified international rules that would unambiguously
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interpret the interaction between different countries on a single legal basis, as well
as define common legal grounds for imposing sanctions on countries that violate
existing norms of international law and also launch a compensation mechanism for
countries affected by aggression by seizing and withdrawing this money from the
accounts of aggressor countries. There are no such international laws yet, they are
only being developed by the international community.

Therefore, at present, no violating country can be legally held accountable and
properly punished for violating international law, since there are no uniform binding
international rules. Although the UN has the right to take action on behalf of the
world community to bring its violators to justice, it is currently unable to effectively
perform these tasks due to its outdated architecture.

The outdated structure of the UN Security Council

An important reason for the failures of the contemporary international order is
the structure of the UN Security Council, in which five key places were awarded
to the five victorious countries of World War II. These countries themselves do not
always pursue a responsible foreign policy, since they are former colonial empires
(Great Britain, the USA, France, Russia and China). Some of them believe that they
are not obliged to follow the rules set by international institutions for their members.

The remaining ten non-permanent members are elected for a two-year term on
a geographical basis. If 78 years ago this was a completely logical decision, now
such a design does not meet the requirements of the time. For example, Germany
occupies an important place not only in the European Union, but throughout the
world, but it does not have permanent membership in the Security Council [27].
This situation is unacceptable both in terms of the size of the countries' economies
and in terms of their geographical or religious role in the world. In terms of size, the
economies of the USA and China, Japan, Germany, and India should have remained
in the top five, and Russia and the UK will have to leave the top five. By geography,
the countries of Latin America, the Middle East and Africa are not represented
among the permanent members, as well as Islamic countries by confessions [27]. In
this, Turkish President Recep Tayyip Erdogan is absolutely right when he said that
the structure of the UN Security Council, which leaves more than 7 billion people
to the discretion of five countries, is neither fair nor sustainable [28].

Recently, the President of Kazakhstan Tokayev noted that there is now stagnation
in the work of the UN Security Council, so reform of its activities is required. To
do this, he proposed including the countries of the Global South in the UN Security
Council [29].

Unequal right to veto among UN members

As mentioned, only the permanent members of the Security Council have
the right to veto. This gives them the ability to block any resolution, even if it is
supported by all other countries. Some experts even say that members of the "five"
sometimes abuse this right in their interests, which do not meet the general interests
of the world community. Because of this, some important world problems are not
reflected in the resolutions of the Security Council. And these are not isolated cases.

The presence of a veto can slows down the solution to various world problems.
Since 1946, the veto has been used 293 times [11]. The egregious use of the veto to
achieve unrighteous ends is Russia's veto of a February 25, 2022 Security Council
resolution condemning its military attack on a neighbouring country. However, due
to the Russian veto, this important resolution was blocked [30]. On December 9,
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2023, the United Arab Emirates drafted a humanitarian resolution demanding an
immediate ceasefire in the Palestinian-Israeli conflict zone in the Gaza Strip. 13
out of 15 members of the UN Security Council spoke in support of the document.
However, the United States exercised its veto power in the UN Security Council and
blocked a draft resolution [31].

The lack of equality in the powers of different members of the UN leads to the
fact that the UN does not always pursue a single and clear policy towards countries
that violate the norms of international law. Its effectiveness often depends on whether
they affect the interests of the permanent members of the UN Security Council. If the
country is not a permanent member, then the UN pursues a more resolute and tough
policy, and if its policy affects the interests of such a member, then the UN pursues
amore tolerant and soft policy. The result of such an inconsistent policy is that some
international conflicts are not resolved for years, and turn into smouldering hotbeds
of tension.

For instance, the current Russian attack on Ukraine could not have taken place if
the West had timely intervened in smouldering conflicts in other parts of the world,
such as in Chechnya in 1994-1996 [32] and in Syria in 2011-2022, where Russia
began for the first time to use carpet bombing of settlements [33], [34]. During
this time, the UN has not taken active and decisive steps to end these conflicts,
considering them to be an internal affair of these countries, thereby stimulating
further aggressive behaviour of their authorities. The main reason for this
inconsistent behaviour was that Russia is a permanent member of the UN Security
Council. The situation changed only when Russia attacked Ukraine for the second
time. In this case, Russia was threatening the very security of Europe, which was
unacceptable to the West. This served as a trigger for the West to supply modern
weapons to Ukraine.

Another clear example of the abuse of the veto right is the policy of the US,
which “systematically violates the U.N. Charter’s prohibition against the threat or
use of force, manufacturing political justifications to suit each case and using its
Security Council veto to evade international accountability” [20].

The next example of the failure of the international order is the situation with the
admission of Turkey to the EU. Turkey cannot become a member for 30 years, while
some other states, such as Bulgaria and Romania, which also do not fully comply
with EU requirements [35], have long since become its members. In our opinion,
the main reason was probably a different religion. But Europeans are embarrassed to
talk about it, since they are not mentioned in the EU membership criteria.

Thus, we can state the sad truth that the current international order is by no
means functioning properly. It does not prevent military aggression on the part
of violating countries, nor does it force them to return to the status quo and pay
material and moral compensation to the affected countries, as is usually the case in
national legislation. Therefore, it needs urgent and radical reform.

Vision of an updated international order

Similar legal rules should apply between states, as those that apply within each
country between its individuals or firms when they commit illegal acts, such as
seizure of another's property or robbery. In this case, the aggressor country must
return occupied territories and property, and pay mandatory reparations to the victim
country for the harm caused to the latter as a result of a military attack. This is due
to the principle of sovereignty [9], which means, that each country has the right to
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independent development and the priority of national law on its own territory, except
in cases where the country has voluntary signed international treaties restricting its
rights in favour of supranational organizations.

The renewed international order requires the creation of unified international
laws based on the principle of national sovereignty that would regulate interaction
between all countries on a fair, transparent, and mutually beneficial basis. All
interested countries should take part in its development, and the introduction should
be ensured based on international consensus on all key issues. As in the internal
legislation of democratic countries, where there are no exceptions for any citizens,
so in the international order, there should be no privileged countries, regardless of
their merits in creating world order or maintaining it.

Of course, many contemporary politicians and experts, mostly from developed
countries, deny the need to change the international order on an equitable basis. Why
do they take such an ostrich stance? Let's make an attempt to answer this question.
They fear that changing the international order on an equitable basis will open a
Pandora's Box that could lead to unpredictable results. Therefore, they advocate
maintaining the status quo, allowing only minor cosmetic improvements. However,
such a position is not only politically short-sighted, but also threatens the long-term
stability of the world international order, since unresolved and ignored problems
are highly likely to lead to new conflicts in the future. We believe that it is better to
face the truth and start making the necessary changes than to pretend that all is well,
knowing that unresolved issues can, at some point in time, blow up the established
international order because it is not inherently fair.

Transformational logic suggests that common rules and norms can drastically
reduce conflicts of interest and power politics between states, creating the conditions
for a more stable and just order than the power-based logic which was previously
practiced in international relations [9]. All countries must be treated as equals before
international laws. Otherwise, we will get the old order, where there are both seniors
and junior countries, but where there is no real justice in international relations.

The following method of resolving conflicts seems to be the most appropriate.
If two countries contest a particular territory, then the real owner should be the
country that previously owned this territory and which was forcibly annexed from
it as a result of the aggressive actions of other country. Aggressor country that has
seized foreign territories must be deprived of them and should pay reparations
for the economic and moral damage caused to the people of the occupied country
(Annex 1). Even if a long time has passed since the occupation, the people expelled
from their homeland should be given the opportunity to return to their homeland
with the right to restore the national jurisdiction. A referendum on the restoration of
statehood should be held only among indigenous people. If the referendum decides
to evict the occupiers from the territory of the victim country, then their resettlement
should be financed from the budget of the aggressor country.

The implementation of these obligations must be carried out by the UN
Compensation Court or other international bodies, which should be authorized by
the UN Security Council. If the indigenous population was completely destroyed
by the annexation, then the aggressor country must also pay reparations. But in
this case, their final destination, according to the decision of the UN, should not
be the victim countries, but kindred peoples or other persons experiencing similar
problems. This will be fair in relation to the aggressor country, since not a single
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crime against humanity should go unpunished.

All other complex issues, as if the occupation took place many centuries ago and
the successors of the affected countries no longer exist, must be clarified by the UN
Compensation Court or another authorized international body through a detailed
examination of all the relevant facts . For instance, in 1783 Russia seized the lands
of Nogai horde in the North Caucasus . As a result, about 500 thousand Nogais were
killed, some died from disease and deprivation, and more than 1 million were forced
to leave their own country [36] . However, this problem has not yet been resolved,
since the deported people still cannot return to their homeland, their status and rights
have not been restored, their property has not been returned, and no compensation
for damage has been paid.

In order to update the international order, it is necessary to endow a legitimate
supranational body with the powers and rights to ensure international law and order
and take immediate and inevitable sanctions measures, including military coercion,
against violating countries. According to Mazarr et all [9]: A more comprehensive,
transformational vision of order would be a global government that includes rules
and processes for enforcing them that were largely divorced from the power of each
state. This might include an order in which rules were adopted by the UN General
Assembly and enforced by a neutral UN court, rather than an order in which such
organizations as the UN Security Council grant special status to great powers.

Thus, a fundamental revision of the structure and principles of the UN Security
Council is needed. To do this, the following key areas need to be considered:

First, the understanding and procedure for appointing permanent and non-
permanent members of the UN Security Council must be changed. The division of
countries into permanent and non-permanent members of the UN Security Council
reflected the past realities, and now it often hinders the adoption of adequate
decisions on pressing issues of world security.

In our opinion, their status should now change as follows. Permanent members
should be any countries making regular and significant contributions to finance
UN activities, which represent the interests of large regions, and populations. They
must be strict guided by the purposes and principles contained in the Charter of
the United Nations and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, and in case of
gross or repeated violation of them, they must be replaced, without waiting for the
expiration of their term, on a competitive basis. Non-permanent members can be
any countries that are not in a position to make regular contributions to fund UN
activities but represent the interests of large groups of countries on a geographical
and religion basis. They are to be elected for a two-year term.

Secondly, the number of members of the UN Security Council, both permanent
and non-permanent, should be increased. This increase will allow decisions to be
made on a more objective and balanced basis.

Thirdly, the UN must completely stop the veto power of the permanent members
of the Security Council, which puts different countries in an unequal position in
terms of the realization of their national interests. This will make it possible to
exclude absurd and incomprehensible situations when international decisions on
acute problems of international security are blocked because of the right of veto.

How to implement this proposal?

According to the UN Charter, the reform of its activities requires the consent of
at least two-thirds of the members of the General Assembly, as well as the support of
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all permanent members of the Security Council. And the reform of the veto requires
the consent of all holders of the right to waive it [27]. It is very possible under the
current conditions to get the approval of two-thirds of the members of the General
Assembly. However, obtaining the consent of all members of the Security Council
for a voluntary waiver of the right to veto appears unlikely. None of them want to
lose their positions, which give them considerable political and economic benefits.
For this reason, the process of reforming the UN is hampered, despite the fact
that such proposals have been received repeatedly. For example, in 2005, Brazil,
Germany, India, and Japan formed the "Group of Four" (G4) to jointly advance their
applications for permanent membership. In 2020, these countries again issued a
declaration calling for the expansion of the UN Security Council. The Organization
of Islamic Cooperation, the African Union, and the League of Arab States are also
in favour of expanding the number of its permanent members [27].

It turns out a paradoxical situation. The changes are long overdue and have
become obvious to everyone, but it is not possible to implement them in practice
because of the position of the permanent members, who refuse to give up the veto
right.

In our opinion, there is only one solution, when all the other members of
the UN unite in one coalition and unanimously declare their desire to create an
alternative organization to the UN. If this threat does not work and the permanent
members of the UN Security Council insist on maintaining the right of veto, then an
alternative UN organization will have to be created. In this case, all other members
of the UN must completely withdraw from the former organization and create a
new organization. This will render the old UN organization incapacitated, and its
members themselves will be forced to join the new organization.

Conclusion

This article provides an analysis of the acute problems that prevent the UN from
ensuring sustainable long-term global security. It is noted that the lack of a modern
order is associated with the lack of a unified international legislation that defines
the legal basis for interaction between countries, as well as the lack of an effective
international body for resolving disputes and restoring peace and security, including
the imposition of sanctions and the use of force.

This is mainly due to the current structure of the UN Security Council, which
includes both permanent and non-permanent members with different rights. The
first members have the right to veto its decisions; the second members do not have
such a right. Unfortunately, some permanent members of the UN Security Council
are abusing their veto power. This leads to the fact that some important problems of
international security are solved inefficiently, which, in turn, does not contribute to
long-term stability and security in the world. The article gives recommendations on
how to get out of this difficult situation.

The renewed international order requires the creation of unified international
laws based on the principle of national sovereignty that would regulate interaction
between all countries on a fair, transparent, and mutually beneficial basis. All
countries must be treated as equals before international laws, and the obsolete status
quo must be eliminated.

An aggressor country that has seized foreign territories should, if possible, be
deprived of them and be obliged to pay reparations for the economic and moral
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damage caused to the people of the occupied country, or if this is not possible due
to its complete assimilation, to make equivalent reparations to other relatives or
backward peoples by decision UN. The total amount of reparations will be equal to
the amount of compensation for economic and environmental damage, human losses,
compensation for moral damage, compensation for cultural losses, compensation
for relocation and employment of people who were deported during annexation and
their families or descendants.

Annex 1

Calculation of the repatriations for annexed and non-destroyed assets

In the regard of repatriations, the question also arises: how to assess the amount of damage
caused by the annexation and occupation of another country? For destroyed assets, spoiled
ecology, compensation should be paid not on the basis of their market value, but on the basis of
future costs for their restoration, or the creation of similar new assets, as suggested by Inozemtsev
[37]. This will be a more accurate assessment of the amount of damage to such assets.

With regard to annexed and non-destroyed assets (land, deposits, factories, dwellings, etc.),
compensation must be paid in the amount of the cost of all economic losses incurred (ELi) for
the entire time of annexation of the territory by the aggressor country (n years) according to the
formula:

EL=EL *(1+r)"+...+EL*(1+r)'+ELo*(1+7)° (1)

where:

ELo = a current year losses,

EL: = 1 year old losses,

EL =nyear 5 old losses,

r = the discount rate.

The amount of damage caused to the country as a result of a decrease in the number of
indigenous population due to annexation, in our opinion, should be calculated based on the amount
of lost GDP per person who dropped out (gdp) and GDP growth rates (g), the number of declines
in indigenous population (n) and its demographic growth rate (k) for each year of annexation (i).

The value of lost GDP per person should be calculated as the average GDP per capita of
neighbouring countries not affected by the annexation, or, in the absence of such data, the GDP
per person in the aggressor country for each year of aggression. As expected demographic growth,
the rate of demographic growth in neighbouring countries or, in their absence, in the aggressor
country for each year of aggression should be used.

It is also necessary to assess both direct (number of victims) and indirect (decrease in the
birth rate) human losses (HL) as a result of the genocide. To do this, it is advisable to use data
from similar situations. For example, for seven deported nationalities from Russia to Kazakhstan
in 1944-1952, the average percent of direct losses to the number of deportees was 21%, and for
Chechens, who suffered the most from deportation, - 31%. If we take into account the decline in
the birth rate, then they amounted to an average of 54%, including 51% for Chechens. Hence, the
total loss of life as a percentage of those expelled was 75% on average and 82% for Chechens
[38]. These data can be used as proxy variables in the absence of data in case of heavy losses
(Chechens) or moderate losses (average data) during the deportation of the population.

The calculation of the human losses (HL) as a result of the genocide for each i year can be
calculated using the following formula:

HL=(gdp *n )*[1"_,[(1+g)*(1+ai )*(1+k)] 2)

where:

gdp, = the value of lost GDP per capita in n year ago at the beginning of genocide,
n_ = the number of population in n year ago,

g, = the real growth of GDP per capita in i year ago,

o, = the percent of direct human losses in i year ago,

k; = the population growth rate in i year ago.
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In addition, the amount of moral damage should be taken into account in the amount of
damage from the deportation of the indigenous population. According to the Guidelines developed
by the Russian Association of Lawyers for determining the amount of compensation for moral
damage to individuals, its amount can be calculated using the formula [39]:

MD = BSC x CDS x AFG x CAC x DGV x OIH 3)

where

BSC — the basic sane compensation for non-pecuniary damage. It reflects the fair amount of
compensation in the absence of the unique national characteristics of the victims, with the simple
negligence of the doer of harm and the absence of guilt of the victims. This amount is usually fair
for most typical situations.

CDS - the coefficient of the degree of suffering, which allows taking into account the national
characteristics, the unique features of causing harm and other circumstances that affect the depth
and intensity of the suffering of the victims (with 0.01 <= CDS <= 2). The threshold for this
coefficient of 1.5 is applied in case of high suffering, and 2 in case of great suffering of the
individual.

AFG — coefficient of the aggressor's form of guilt (0.25 - no guilt, 1 - simple negligence, 1.5 -
gross negligence, 2 - intent). With the malicious intent of the aggressor, AFG should be multiplied
by 2.

CAC — the coefficient of the aggressor’s characteristics, which, due to the requirements
of reasonableness and fairness, can be taken into account when determining the amount of
compensation (in this case, 0.5 <= CAC <= 2). In case of harm caused by the fault of state
authorities, a multiplying factor of 2 is used in relation to aggressor state that condoned the
criminal behaviour of their citizens.

DGV - coefficient of the degree of guilt of the victims (in this case, 0 <= DGV <= 1). In the
absence of intent or gross negligence in the behaviour of the victims, DGV = 1, with the intent of
the victim, CGV = 0; if there is gross negligence, then DGV is determined taking into account the
degree of guilt of the victims in the range from 0.1 to 0.9. In the case of genocide of the injured
party by the aggressor, the coefficient will be equal to 1.

OIH — other factual circumstances accompanying the infliction of harm or the behaviour of
the parties after that (in this case, 0 <= OIH <= 2). The aggressor may have attempted to conceal
the circumstances of the injury, evade voluntary compensation for pecuniary damage, act in bad
faith when making a claim for compensation, or cynically mock the victim's tragedy. In such
circumstances, the court should use a factor of 2.

Thus, in relation to the people who died during the annexation, the formula for non-pecuniary
damage can be rewritten as follows:

MD;=BSC x2x2x2x]x2=]2%¥BSC (4)
For deported people, the formula for moral damage will look like this:
MD:=BSC x 1,5 x2 x2x [ x2=9%*BSC (5)

Of course, the amount of basic sane compensation for non-pecuniary damage (BSC) will
be different in different countries and will depend on the level of their development. What level
should be used to compensate for non-pecuniary damage in the event of genocide? In our opinion,
we should take the level of compensation used on average in neighbouring countries.

The total amount of reparations (R) will be equal to the amount of compensation for economic
and environmental damage (£L), human losses (/L), compensation for moral damage (MD),
compensation for cultural losses (CL), that is, the restoration of historical and cultural monuments,
and compensation for relocation and employment of people who were deported during annexation
and their families or descendants (RE), and expenses for the resettlement of illegally entered
persons and their descendants back to the aggressor country (£R):

R=EL+HL+MD + CL + RE + ER (6)
